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As Editor of NSC, I read nu­
merous newspapers, articles,
proclamations, programs and
hundreds of letters, e-mail and
fax’s which describe the nu­
merous Communist, Socialist,
Marxist parties that are on the
scene in Russia, Ukraine,
Byelorussia and other former
Soviet republics. With elec­
tions coming up in Russia,
Ukraine and in other republics
at the end of this year and also
in year 2000, let us look very
carefully and analyze what
would or could really happen
if by chance a Communist was
elected as President either in
Russia or Ukraine...the two
largest and most populated re­
gions of former USSR!

In Russia the candidate from
the Communists is preparing to
announce his candidature for
the post of President. He is
Gennady Zyuganov the leader
of the Communist Party of the
Russian Federation. In Ukraine
the candidate for the President
of Ukraine is to be the First
Secretary of the Communist
Party of Ukraine P. Si­
monenko. They are not the
only candidates to be sure,
since the present “presidents”
are also candidates, plus a
score of others shall be vying
ifor the top posts.

Let us suppose that the
Communist candidate either in
Russia or Ukraine somehow
rmanages to get elected as
P’resident. How will this
“’victory” be looked upon by
tine international working class
thiat an elected President, a
“c:ommunist” was elected to 

head a capitalist - bourgeois
country? A second question is
needed to be asked also. How
will such a President be able to
hold on to power, to govern a
state that has the dictatorship
of the bourgeoisie, where the
parliaments are composed of
anti-socialist deputies, busi­
nessmen, Ma'fiosi type who are
supported, abetted and heavily
financed by Imperialism and
the International Monetary
Fund? It is a fact that not one
proposal of the new President
shall be able to be passed by
the parliament. He could try
and use the power of a veto as
is now in the constitution of
Russia and Ukraine, to try and
push through the recommenda­
tions that he as a “Communist
President” wants. The confron­
tation shall be sharp as it is
now, with a bourgeois presi­
dent and a bourgeois state.

The present bourgeoisie shall
go to sabotage, diversions, ter­
ror and a putsch to overturn
the will of the people. Since
the Parliament shall have at its
disposal the courts, the power
shall still be in the hands of
the army, police, secret service
and militia, for dictatorship of
the bourgeoisie. In order to
overthrow this bourgeois dicta­
torship, you need the dictator­
ship of the proletariat. But,
where will you get the dicta­
torship of the proletariat when
in the constitution and pro­
gram of the CPRF (Russia) and
in the CPU (Ukraine) you can­
not find this important phrase
or even the mention of a peo­
ples revolution to overthrow 

the present capitalist regimes?
Both the CPRF and the CPU

think that they can build so­
cialism through parliamentary
means. It is a dangerous illu­
sion.

V.I.Lenin said that to attain
socialism there are only two
roads - peaceful and also non­
peaceful way, but he added -
history does not know even one
instance where a change of
government of a ruling class
was achieved by peaceful
means. V.I.Lenin also em­
phatically stated that the dicta­
torship of the bourgeoisie must
be replaced by the dictatorship
of the proletariat which must
use all power to defend the
gains of the revolution against
the forces of the impending
counter revolution.

Only by such means will the
Soviet State be formed and
defended against the internal
and external enemies. There is
no other path. The working
class should understand this,
as should the present leaders of
all the communist and socialist
parties in former Soviet Union.
This should also apply to the
leaders of communist parties in
all of the capitalist countries!

Besides all of the above, let
us just suppose again that -

Zyuganov or Simonenko man­
age to get elected as Presi­
dents. How will Zyuganov or
Simonenko take on the task to
abolish the post of President?
To abolish the post of Presi­
dent by parliamentary means is
impossible - the present Con­
stitution has this guaranteed...
there is no paragraph in the
present Constitution of both
Russia and Ukraine that an
elected President can abolish
the post of President for which
he was elected! There is only
one other means to do this - a
referendum.

Suppose that in the Refer­
endum the people decide to
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abolish the “Presidency"!
This still leaves the bour­

geois parliament in control of
the country. The leader of the
Duma in Russia and the Su­
preme Soviet in Ukraine are
both, supposedly “reds”, but in
reality they are pawns in the
hands of the capitalist class
that is ruling both countries.

An example what happens
in the bourgeois parliament in
both Russia and Ukraine is the
never-ending discussions and
debates which are nothing but
for the “show” to the people as
to how “democratic” the par­
liaments are, but in actual fact
this is a tool to propagate and
carry out the plans of IMF and
US Imperialism, but hide it
under the “democratic cloak”
of parliamentism. A perfect
example was the election in
Ukraine of the speaker of the
parliament,a certain A. Tkach­
enko, a vicious Trotskyiet, an
anti Sovieteer- who was elected
as a compromise candidate,
with the full vote of the CPU!

Will a situation as stated
above change the country and
put it on the road to Socialism?

Is anyone that naive that US
Imperialism and NATO would
allow the Soviet Union to go
back to Socialism, without an
outright attack against the So­
viet people in order to drown
them in blood as they did in
Yugoslavia and scores of other
countries of the world?

The above questions are not
without reason. You have read
in NSC numerous stories that
in Russia the so-called “red
governors”- members of the
CPRF act as lackeys of the
present Yeltsin regime, doing
their dirty work, hiding behind
their lilies as “Red Governors”
while carrying out the present
program as dictated by IMF.
The same things are happening
in Ukraine, where the govern­
ing officials in Crimea, all 

members of the CPU are re­
pressing the Bolsheviks and
not one economic, political
or national question was set­
tled.

The fact of the matter is that
the present regime in Russia is
illegal even by the standards
as established by the US judi­
ciary. The last Referendum in
the USSR decided overwhelm­
ingly that all the Soviet Re­
publics wanted to stay inside
the USSR with no separation.
The Yeltsin regime ignored

this and together with the
traitors in the leadership of
the Soviet Republics the USSR
was dismembered. Interna­
tional Law does not in actual
fact recognizes this, but you
will not read about this in any
present bourgeois press.
Therefore, trying to change the
present situation through par­
liamentary means, while the
state is in the hands of the
capitalist class, supported by
Imperialism, is nothing but a
pipe dream.

The Call by “Trudovaya
Rossia” and the Stalin Bloc in
Russia for a united front in the
forthcoming election to the
Russian Duma in December of
this year, deserves comment
and support as a tactic in a
given situation. This Appeal
was sent to Gennady Zyuganov
of the CPRF, asking that all
Communists unite and field
candidates from “Communists
of Russia” for the Duma elec­
tions. As of the date of NSC
publishing, there was no re­
sponse from the CPRF.

This is only a tactic, but it
certainly shall not overthrow
the present Russian Mafia in-

fested regime...but it is a nec­
essary step towards building a
United Front which shall go a
long way towards the over­
throw of capitalism in Russia
and the coming dictatorship of
the proletariat, to be followed
by the resurrection of the Un­
ion of Soviet Socialist Repub­
lics.

These are the reasons as to
why we are planning to hold
the First Congress for Friend­

Last July 3 was the 3rd anni­
versary of the second term for
Yeltsin as President of Russia.
Just in August, at the gradua­
tion ceremony of officers from
the Military Academy, who
gave him a hearty welcome,
Yeltsin was not able to hold
himself back and he yelled out
also “Hurrah!”, then went to a
banquet.

Next day he called a press
conference, and with his Min­
ister of Justice at his side, he
had his directive already
worked out to ban the Com­
munist Parties in Russia. He
loudly proclaimed to the offi­
cer cadets that: ”1 did not re­
ceive any information from the
Minister about carrying out
this order. I’m not used to 
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such work not being carried
out!” Minister of Justice
Krashennikov just lowered his
head.

It seems that Yeltsin is
playing for time and for the
right moment in order to bring
into law the already prepared
Presidential Decree about
banning all Communist par­
ties. It is interesting to note
that in open press releases,
Yeltsin only mentions the
CPRF!

The Communists of Russia
know this and it is a fact that
Yeltsin already twice was on
the verge of banning the com­
munist parties. First time was
after the August 1991 counter
revolution and the second time
was in October of 1993 when
he gave orders to attack with
tanks and cannon the Russian
Supreme Soviet. Yeltsin also is
blaming himself that he let the
moment pass twice when he
could have removed and re-bur-
ied the body of Lenin.

The question is the body of
V.I.Lenin, the eternal leader of
the working class of the world
be re-buried? 7 The Answer is
yes! That is what Yeltsin
stated. Yeltsin and the Kremlin
were to take this step on May
14th when the impeachment of
Yeltsin was being decided in
the Russian Duma. If there
were enough votes against
Yeltsin, then on May 14th the
body of Lenin would have been
removed. Thanks to the yellow
streak of many members of the
Duma, the impeachment was
not to be, since many members
of the Duma (including CPRF
members) were bought off by
$3-4,000 US dollars either not
to vote or not to be present in
the Duma when the voting was
being conducted.

It is noteworthy that at the
end of May into this “re-burial
of Lenin” the Russian Ortho­
dox Church mixed in, in the
person of Patriarch Alexei the
Second, who stated that :”it is
not Christian not to let
Lenin’s body be resting in the
ground”. Now it is logical that

Kremlin has plans drawn up as
how the body is going to be
taken and re-buried, what
transport and what road it
shall take. It is planned to
take the body of Lenin by
plane to Leningrad, and re­
bury him at the Volkhov
Cemetery. It is not known yet
whether they shall cremate the
body of Lenin. Only the out­
pouring of hate on this ques­
tion by Zhirinovsky is being
bantered and quoted in the
media. Zhirinovsky stated:
“We are going to cremate
Lenin, we shall re-bury him in
St.Petersburg cemetery and
place Zyuganov (CPRF) under
house arrest and outlaw the
Communist parties so that they
should not mix in!”

There is talk that Lenin
is already cremated and taken
out the Mausoleum through
underground tunnels and cre­
mated.

There are many variations to
this blasphemy.

What is needed now is for all
Soviet people to join together
to save this historical monu­
ment, which is under protec­
tion by UNESCO as a histori­
cal sight for humanity.

SEARCHING FOR
PEOPLE- THIS IS
THE RCWP JOB

Victor Tiulkin, First Secre­
tary of the Russian Communist
Workers Party (RCWP) in a
wide ranging article stated the
position of the party at the
present time, its strengths and
also its weaknesses in the
struggles for the minds of the
Soviet people.

After the abolishment of the
CPSU ten years ago, we as
members of the CPSU first
formed the Movement of
Communist Initiative-ithe left
wing of the former CPSU. We
were more than 1/3 of CPSU,
and this fact scared Gorbachev
out of his wits. This left wing
inside the CPSU was already
formed even in 1989, when the
cry of some CPSU members
was hysterical that “ there is
no alternative to private mar­
kets and capitalism”. Although
the CPSU was liquidated, the
Communists remained.

This solid patriotic core be­
came the foundation which
later became the Russian
Communist Workers Party. We
organized together with other
movements and already on No­

vember 7,1991 there were
demonstrations all over the
USSR under Red flags and ban­
ners. In the meanwhile, former
CC CPSU members, such as
Kuptsova, Rybkin, Zyuganov,
Zorkaltsev started to organize
a socialist peoples patriotic
movement which were against
Marxism-Leninism, organizing
other movements and patriotic
fronts, but their tactics back­
fired since they thought that
by going to court with Gor­
bachev and Yeltsin, they will
get all the money that the for­
mer CPSU had.

During 1993 the CPRF
(Zyuganov) was formed and
registered, composed mostly of
former members of CPSU ap-
partchiks. Some of our dedi­
cated party members joined the
CPRF with the intentions of
swinging it more left We were
accused of concentrating on
the working class, instead of
going after the former mem­
bers of the CPSU which now
had begun to mingle and inte­
grate with capitalism and own­
ership of the means of produc­
tion.

Unfortunately a majority of
former apparatchiks of the
CPSU, even though they call
themselves “communists” are
for reforms and privatization
of the economy. As an example
of how these former CPSU
members behaved, here is just
one example: When Primakov
was Prime Minister, his First
Deputy was Yuri Masliukov,
member of CC CPRF whose
first statement was - the re­
forms must go on and he shall
not fully oppose privatization.
Zyuganov himself stated right
from the start that the re­
forms must go on...there must
be different forms of owner­
ship and be part of the world
economic order.”

Workers understand our
program, but, our main weak­
ness is that we haven’t enough
hands to do the jobs that is 

needed at this time. All the
former agitators, propagan­
dists, teachers of political
economy...they all deserted
Marxism-Leninism and are co­
operating with the present re­
gime.

We must use legal and un­
derground methods of struggle
in order to achieve the rebirth
of Socialism and of the Soviet
Union. We must work like
Lenin by encompassing all
sections and establishing dif­
ferent committees and groups,
all dedicated to the cause of
Socialism.

We are going ahead and
trying for unity in order to
beat the present regime and
their international backers.

Locust Swarm
Spreads
into Russia
According to (AP) information
from Rome, locusts have cov­
ered up to 22 million acres in
Kazakhstan, but now have
spread into Russia, infesting
some regions for the first time
since 1920s, the United Na­
tions Agricultural Organiza­
tion reported.

The locusts are thriving on
the land left fallow by the pre­
sent regime of Kazakhstan
(capitalist-Editor) because of
the poor economic conditions
since the collapse of the Soviet
Union.

From the Bulletin issued by
Odessa Information-
Analytical Center of the
AUCPB

According to the plan adopted
in February of 1998 by the
Minister of Defense of US-
named “Unified Command
Plans”- Ukraine, Byelorussia,
Moldavia and the Caucasus
from October 1,1998 were
deemed as the zones under
NATO command, which are
based in Western Europe.
These designated zones are
nothing less than a potential
theater of war maneuvers.

The first in this “zone of
interest” is Ukraine, which in
July 1997 signed an agreement
with NATO as a partner in
cooperation - the result of
which is that Ukraine has be­
come the base where NATO
trains its forces and uses
Ukraine territory as training
ground.

NATO’s aims is to make.
Ukraine an eventual member
and partner in the plans of
NATO to isolate Russia.

Here are just some exam­
ples:
*The training facilities in and
around Lvov, Nikolaevsk and
Poltava are used to train foot
soldiers of NATO plus the air
force staging and combat
training.
*Training exercises to land
thousands of US marines in
and near Odessa.
♦Visits of war ships to Odessa
and surrounding ports from
USA, Italy, Turkey, Greece
and other nations.
♦On August 26-27,1998 there
took place in Odessa a meeting
of 78 parliamentarians from 16
NATO member countries on
the topic of “Civilians and
their control” and Ukraine
acted as the host country.

♦On September 28,1998 there
came to Ukraine a Military
Delegation from USA and they
oversaw the strategic bombing
practices by USA air force
near Chernigov region. This
exercise was to see how NATO
and Ukraine handles the Rus­
sian TU-160 bombers in case
of attack. Ukraine was “proud”
that with the help of USA it
downed “16 Russian” bombers
during this military exercise.
♦On October 25,1998 NATO
held sea exercises called “Sea
Breeze” where thousands of
USA marines “invaded” the
shores of Odessa with US war­
ships participating in full war
conditions.

The above was nothing less
than war maneuvers to ascer­
tain and learn about the ter­
rain of the Soviet Union by
NATO forces.

The training seminars, offi­
cer schools for US and NATO
officers, are all under the di­
rection of the CIA, which has
a branch in Kiev, military in­
telligence and also counter­
intelligence of NATO has
headquarters in Odessa. Sec­
tion of Brussels European
Command has representatives
from their headquarters in It­
aly plus the Command of 6lh
US fleet is headquartered in

Kiev...all of the above in­
fringement of Ukrainian terri­
tory is supported by RUKH and
other governmental parties of
this nationalistic government
of Ukraine, headed by the pre­
sent president Kuchma.

The argument of the present
regime of Ukraine is to the
effect that this is just
“peaceful cooperation and
partnership” and it allows

Ukraine to utilize the Ameri­
can money to build up its own
Armed Forces.

No one is naive to realize
that NATO and its center of
intelligence and counter­
intelligence is not situated in
another country just to help
build its army that might
eventually be used against
NATO!

The offices of US Rear Ad­
miral Kenneth E. Barbor does
not make any secret of the
fact that he is studying the
Meteorological and Oceano­
graphic facilities in Odessa
and Ukrainian ports. They
spent over $1.5 million dollars
just to lift the Russian subma­
rine which had sunk in the
estuary near Odessa, in order
to study the vessel.

Now, due to the policy of
present Ukraine regime, other
countries like Rumania have
territorial claims upon Ukraine
as does Hungary.

Aim of NATO is to use
Ukraine as a base to contain,
disperse or liquidate the
mounting movements in Russia
and Ukraine for the resurrec­
tion of the Soviet Union and
Socialism.

President Kuchma and his
clique state quite openly that
their aim is to integrate
Ukraine into the European
Union and then into NATO
membership. If this is done,
then Ukraine shall find itself
completely isolated from for­
mer Soviet republics

Under pressure of NATO
loyal Ukrainian officers are
being purged from the army
and loyal NATO appointees

on the territory of USSR is
growing. In Ukraine especially 

the movement is gaining
strength in view of the forth­
coming presidential elections-
Things could be improved if
there appeared a LEADER,who
could unite the people on the
basis of Marxism-Leninism
and revolutionary activity. As
an example, leaders of parties,
those that call themselves even
“communists”, many times do
not even mention the word
“communist”. The problem is
that under the name of com­
munists many times there are
hidden social democrats of
bourgeois persuasion.

How then can weseparate real
left partie,s from those that are
opportunists? The criteria for
making this distinction should
be looked from the point of
view of their stance to the
question of the ownership of
production. Is not this the
question of the struggles for
decades about the character as
to who owns the methods of
production. Is this not so?

Socialism and Communism
does not recognize private
ownership of production. It is
good to realize that it wasn’t
Bolsheviks that thought this
up. Working people dreamt of
such a society since ancient
times. An example could be
the Christian Brotherhoods of
past century. They formed a
brotherhood that was based
solely on common ownership
and not private ownership. The
products of their labour were
divided evenly. All members of
such brotherhoods had to work
together and share collec­
tively.

Of course such early model
cannot be the example for
building a Communist Society.
The question is about the ide­
als of Communism and the
growing collective morality.
Early stages of human history
saw many attempts at collec­
tive living and social society.
The feelings of collective own- 
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crship always overpowered
individual ownership. It must
be stated that Communists
never were against private
ownership of clothes and other
necessary utensils to live. But,
some people, trying to muddy
the waters proclaim that the
Bolsheviks want to take away
from each person all - even his
personal necessities.

This is nothing but a lie!! It
is capitalism that takes away
the rights of an individual.
Under the leadership of Kraw-
chuk-Kuchma of Ukraine that
our personal freedoms were
taken away! Why must just a
private owner of a factory,
enterprise decide the fate of
who works, who doesn’t and
the fate of the workers? The
workers, the producers of
wealth should be the owners of
the results of their production.
The methods should that “he
who does not work - he does
not eat! Therefore the allow­
ance of private enterprise and
ownership can be allowed only
at the first stages of building a
Communist society.

The success of such society
cannot be dismissed. But lead­
ers and members of these par­
ties that cover themselves with
socialist phraseology, right
from the start are opportunists
and revisionists.

Besides, without dictatorship
there cannot be any society at
present. Every state is a dicta­
torship. But in whose interest
is this dictatorship working?
In the interests of the bour­
geoisie as is the case now in
our country. Here is the root
of the problem ! That is why
the present leaders are afraid

In some people when you say
“proletariat” they smirk or
laugh. They say that there is
no longer such a class. Why do
they look so aghast at this
terminology? Of course, the
modern working class is not
the same as the one about
whom Karl Mark wrote about.
But the modern working class
performs the same as in the
days of Karl Marx - it pro­
duces the goods...but does not
own the means of production
as did the working class of
Karl Mark’s days did not own
the means of production. Be­
cause capital ruled and is
ruling the world then and now.

During Soviet times the
workers were in control and
even when Krushchev started
his pseudo-capitalism the
workers even then had the
right to fire directors and were
in control of the means of pro­
duction. There were peoples
courts. But now? The director
of the factory, enterprise or
industry, if he doesn’t want to
sign a contract with or- wants
to fire or dismiss workers, he
does it...then he hires someone
else. Am I not correct in this?

That is why the present
bourgeois and their apologists,
opportunists are afraid of the
dictatorship of the proletariat.

I would like to give an ex­
ample to illustrate the above,
that happened during the time
of the 1917 Revolution. A
peasant is asking a Bolshevik
soldier - aYou are talking
about the Bolsheviks. But, tell
me, what is a Bolshevik?” The
soldier was not verse in theory
of Marxism-Leninism, but he
knew as to why he is fighting
on the side of the Bolsheviks.
Instead of an answer, he asks
the peasant: “Do you want to
fight?” “What do you mean?
Haven’t the people enough of 

war?” -says the peasant. “That
means that you’re a Bolshevik.
Do you want bread?” “Of
course I do, why ask such a
question?” “That means that
you are again a Bolshevik”.

At the end of 1980s and
early 1990s, in the first place
the intclligencia became enam­
ored with this “healthy theo­
ries”, and supported the on­
coming “reforms”. It is the
truth that “practice is the truth
of a given theory”!

What is the present daily
situation showing us? These
promoters of this “healthy
thoughts” brought the collapse
of USSR,thousands of deaths,
internal national conflicts, in­
ternational conflicts and also
the former Soviet Republics
like Russia and Ukraine have
become countries of the “Third
World”.We have lost all social
gains,health care and growing
unemployment, crime, prosti­
tution and all ills of capital­
ism.

machine.These were the people
who with their “new thoughts”
and “new thinking” who mas­
terminded this traitorous act of
dismembering the USSR and
socialism.

The teachings of Marx,
Engels and Lenin showed that
if there is no control from the
bottom, if there are allowed
people of that caliber to be at
the head of the CPSU, the
possibility of these elements
reverting back to capitalism is
always there.Marxism always
taught that decisions made
must be made for the benefit of
the working class.

Up to the time that the
CPSU leadership proceeded to
guide the country based on
Marxism-Leninism teachings
the country was going from
victory to victory. Marxist the­
ory is not static and must be
utilized and adopted to the
ever changing conditions,
without throwing away the
main tenet of building a social­
ist society and onwards to
Communism. Stalin, following
teachings of V.I.Lenin, showed
and proceeded to state the need
for ongoing dictatorship of the
Proletariat, but after Stalin
died, the leadership of the
CPSU tried to show the Soviet
people, that the victory of So­
cialism in the USSR “was ac­

Problems were hushed up, and
Krushchev proclaimed that the
Soviet Union is “the highly
developed socialist society”
and we are now “starting the
first stages of building a Com­
munist Society”.This cover was
meant to confuse the people, to

ries to blossom.

As Marx,Engels and devel­
oped by Lenin and Stalin
stated...the building of a new
society takes many generations
and years. We, the USSR, did
not have the opportunity to
build a higher stage of Social­
ism...we had only 10-15 years
of peace, while Krushchev
predicted that USSR shall be
living in a communist society
within 20 years! This was a
complete departure from
Marxism-Leninism theory! The
departure from dialectical ma­
terialism by the leadership of
the CPSU proceeded to wrong
and devastating conclusions
that there is no need for class
struggle and that the Soviet
people have already reached
that stage of unity of thought
that everyone is going forward
towards a communist soci­
ety...that there is complete
“unity of the party and the
people”. The leadership be­
came divorced from the work­
ing class.Lenin warned that the
Soviet State can fall if the
party forgets that it is the
party devoted to the working
class and always hears the
pulse of the people. The top
leadership of the CPSU, with
their hidden agenda, became
the grave digger of Socialism.

Then the question has to be
asked as to: “Where is the es­
sence of so-called “healthy
thoughts”, which these present
“democrats” are trying to con­
vince us to replace the teach­
ings of Marx and Lenin?

The answer is simple, this
is the road towards a bourgeois
ideology and the laws of capi­
talism. According to their
thinking, under capitalism eve­
ryone can become a million­
aire. But reality points out that
in the world the means of pro­
duction is in the hands of only
1-5% of the world popula­
tion...what about the 95% of 

the people...where do they
stand in this question of be­
coming a millionaire? In order
to run in elections under capi­
talism and have at least a
chance to get elected, you need
hundred of thousands of dol­
lars.

In present”Independent”
Ukraine, in order to get a seat
in the Government is close to
$2 million dollars as is the
practice in USA. Who has the
money is most likely to be
elected and he or she is the one
that will rule the majority of
the people.The hue and cry
that we need “multi-party sys­
tem and democracy” is now
understood by the people as a
blind screen in which they are
asked not to think about the
economic benefits and social
guarantees that the people lost.

Here is another up-to-date
example of “healthy thinking”.
The aggression against the
Republic of Yugoslavia, ac­
cording to the “free press” we
were informed that it was a
“peaceful humanitarian mis­
sion”, to defend the Kosovar
Albanians and that Milosevic
is to blame. It is NATO who is
the aggressor, who build, nur­
tured and armed the KLA
bandits.

Because the majority of
people are geared to their own
daily problems, can be sum­
marized by a peoples saying
which says: “A fish seeks
deeper waters, a person seeks
where its better”, or “your own
shirt is closer to you”. These
sayings of the people represent
the principles of most people.
It’s one sided of course.This is
being utilized by the present
“democrats”. By telling the
people to vote for only the
Independence” of Ukraine,and
stating speculative figures of
the richness, production and
possibility of Ukraine,they tell
the people, that if Ukraine is
independent, we shall “live 

like in France”. But most peo­
ple unfortunately do not real­
ize that the growth and rich­
ness of Ukraine was only
reached because it was part of
the USSR.The complete broken
relations economically, the
privatization of our industry
and production,we have be­
come the last in Europe.

Unfortunately, due to the
Western propaganda about
“heaven on Earth” and the
constant media attacks, the
people could not understand
that how come the USA and
Germany had a higher standard
of living and not Uk-
reaine. Therefore if we just
adopted the same system of
capitalism, we shall achieve
also such standards. That is
why these “democrats” (former
opportunistic show communists)
peddle this falsehood,without
telling the people the real truth
behind our problems and the
struggles that the working
class of those countries are
waging.

At the beginning of the XX
century, Lenin stated that so­
cialist understanding cannot

NATO/US OUT OF
YUGOSLAVIA

As a deadly rain of high tech
bombs fall on Yugoslavia, a dead­

ening rain of propaganda falls on
Americans, media-manipulated
lies designed to prime the popu­
lace into supporting harsher
military measures against a sov­
ereign nation, in the name of
protecting human rights.

NATO is but a fig leaf for
American “interests”, and the
bombing of Yugoslavia is but a ,
global demonstration of the
ruthlessness of the American
empire. A demonstration? The
monstrous atomic bombing of Ja­
pan, after it was virtually beaten
in World War II, was not a mili­
tary necessity, but a political one,
designed to demonstrate to the
Russians that the U.S. was, and
would ever be,boss. It was a mas­
sive, deadly demonstration.

So too, the Yugoslavia bombing
treats Serbs as the U.S. treated
Japanese during the war - as
props to demonstrate the power of
the empire.

Let us consider the claims that
the U.S. is concerned about
“human rights” or about the
“rights of ethnic minorities,” as
the corporate press projects
hourly. What of America’s largest
national minority -African Ameri­
cans? The world-respected Am­
nesty International group, speak­
ing through its secretary general,
Pierre Sane, announced just a day
before the bombing, “Human­
rights violations in the United
States of America are persistent,
widespread and appear to dispro­
portionately effect people of ra­
cial and ethnic minority back­
grounds.”

Sane was critical of police vio­
lence and executions in the U.S.
Further, internationally, let’s see
how the US. responds to
“liberation movements” of the
oppressed. When fighters from
Puerto Rican independence began
to raise their voices, the U.S.
didn’t support this “ethnic mi­
nority”, they sought (and con­
tinue) to crush, incarcerate and
silence them.

Consider the case of Palestini­
ans, the Kurds, the East

Timorese, the Colombian rebels -
who has the USA consistently
supported, the oppressed or the
U.S.-armed governments?

This isn’t about “human
rights”. It isn’t about “ethnic mi­
norities”. And it also isn’t about
“genocide”. It’s about establish­
ing who’s “boss” in the next
century. It’s about keeping Russia
in its place. It’s about keeping
the European Union under the
thumb of Wall Street.

The bombing of Serbia is an
echo of the bombing of three
other countries in the past six
months- Iraq, Sudan and Af­
ghanistan. And for precisely the
same reason - to show that it can
be done, no matter what so-called
“international law” states. It is to
instill terror throughout the
world, in order for U.S. capital
to institute what former president
George Bush tried to do, but
failed to establish a New World
Order.

Days before the bombing,
NATO signed up Poland, Hungary
and the former Czechoslovakia
(Czech Republic) as its newest
members, thereby virtually isolat­
ing Russia. Only Serbia and the
Yugoslav states have refused to
join NATO - their bombing is
their punishment.

Our brilliant, revered national­
ist leader, Malcolm X, taught us
to examine history. It we look at
history, the bombing of Yugosla­
via becomes clear.

Empires are maintained, not by
reason, but by ruthless terror. It
was in Rome. It is so in the U.S.
The brilliant revolutionary, Dr.
Huey P. Newton, founder of the
Black Panther Party, explained,
“The United States was no longer
a nation. We called it an empire.
An empire is a nation-state that
has transformed itself into a
power controlling all the world’s
lands and people.”(1973)

Huey was right then, and our
response then was to oppose the
empire. We must do that now.

US IMPERIALISM
STATED POLICY
Following the collapse of the
USSR and Eastern bloc, the
restoration of capitalism in
these former lands of social­
ism, US Imperialism outlined
its objective - in remarkably
clear terms in a policy docu­
ment leaked to the Interna­
tional Herald Tribune, which
was published on March 9/93:

"In a broad new policy
statement the Defense Depart­
ment asserts that US political
and military mission in the
post cold war era will be to
ensure that no rival super­
power is allowed to emerge in
Western Europe, Asia or the
territory of the former Soviet
Union.

The draft takes the position
'that no collection of nations
can aspire to regional domi­
nance because that would put
them on a path to global ri-



valry with the American su­
perpower.'

Implicitly the paper foresees
building a world security ar­
rangement that pre-empts
Germany and Japan from pur­
suing a course of substantial
rearmament in the future.

The new draft sketches a
world in which there is only
one dominant military power
whose leaders 'must maintain
the mechanisms for deterring
potential competitors from
even aspiring to a larger re­
gional or global role.'

The document says: 'we must
seek to prevent the emergence
of Europe-only security ar­
rangements which undermine
NATO.'

In the event of a resurgent
threat from Russia, ‘we should
plan to defend against such a
threat’ farther forward on the
territories of Eastern Europe."

It is already in the cards
that the powers behind Euro­
pean Union, although they’re
playing it cool yet, it is ap­
parent that European powers
and Japan shall not accept
this role assigned to them by
US Imperialism!

NOT POLICIES

The Israeli elections resulted

in Ehud Barak victory over his
rival Netanyahu, the Likud
leader, who received 44% of the
votes, while Barak got 56%.

With tears in his eyes, Netan­
yahu admitted his electoral loss,
resigned as Likud leader and 

announced that is committing
himself to a “pause” in the po­
litical life after two decades
serving the Zionist State.

As usual, the Arab trotters
hastened to welcome Ehud
Barak and took his electoral
victory as if it was a victory of
the peace which the Arabs seek
on the basis of the restoration
of all their usurped rights.

Was their welcome suitable?
Let us go back to realities.

Netanyahu arrogance and
reckless policies put an end to
the calculations of the trotters
who crept towards normalizing
their relations with Israel; even
though Netanyahu repeatedly
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announced that he would not
give the Arabs their lands and
rights. He even went far in the
settlist policy and the Arab land
confiscation

Those trotters thought that
Likud would appreciate their
stands and free concessions of
the Arab legitimate rights. They
were satisfied with crumbs in
the name of the alleged peace
after they were cornered in bi­
lateral agreements which gave
them nothing but false promises
and loss of more lands and sov­
ereignty.

Netanyahu racism and arro­
gance refused to deal with them
in a way that would save their
faces. He dealt with them as
defeated parties. After Barak
came, succeeding Netanyahu,
those trotters peeped out again
to give the “old new comer”
different and positive nomencla­
tures. They spanned a web of
spider illusion around the new
Israeli government policy, as if
Barak victory was based on a
program of a just and real peace
which will return the rights to
their owners. They began pub­
licizing that the peace doors
have been pushed wider and
opened. While in fact, all they
cared was for hiding their nox­
ious intentions and miserable
plans for interconnection and
cooperation with their masters
in Washington without waiting
for the realization of a just and
comprehensive peace in Pales­
tine, Lebanon and Golan.

Does Barak deserve all these
acclamations, welcome and the
confidence? We will let the Is­
raelis answer this question.

The Israelis openly say that
they chose another person, Ehud
Barak, not another policy. One
of their military writers, Zaeif
Shif, talked about the security
issue saying that the “fortress
Israel” theory for the Chief of
Staff Barak, is not at all differ­
ent now while he is a Prime
Minister, albeit he made few

indows in it as maximum.
The Israeli policy is invari- 

. It does not change with a
change of persons. In the Israeli

elections the choice was on the
basis that one of the two rivals,
Netanyahu refuses even to ne­
gotiate with the Arabs. The
other rival, Barak, is depicted
as a “hard negotiator” and the
Israelis chose the one they
thought to be able to get them
out of an International and Arab
isolation in which they were put
by his precursor and that Barak
wants to implement Netan­
yahu’s policy in a more courte­
ous way without exposing their
trotting Arab “friends” as de­
feated, caputalist and subservi­
ent parties. The difference be­
tween Netanyahu and Barak is
in style, not in quintessence.

Arab sources say that Barak,
who is considered to be one of
Labour Party hawks (as if it has
any doves) will further compli­
cate the peace negotiations
through his capability to ma­
neuver his presentations which
are more insistent on Israel’s
basic conditions. This can be
confirmed by Barak’s no’s
which he introduced directly
after his electoral victory:.

*No withdrawal to the borders
of June 4,1967.
*No negotiations on the one Je­
rusalem capital of Israel.
*No dismantlement of the set­
tlements. He will not give up
Israel’s sovereignty on them. He
explained that he supports the
“bringing together” and con­
centration of some, not all ,
settlements, specially those in­
habited by ten fools and pro­
tected by a hundred Israeli sol­
diers.
*No to any military force pres­
ence, other than the Israeli
military force presence, in the
Jordan River Western Bank.
*No withdrawal from Golan, but
he, Barak, will balance them
between security, tourist set­
tling and withdrawal.
*As for Lebanon, Barak, im­
mediately after his electoral
victory, stated that it is no
longer a matter of choosing
peace together with security,
but after this day, as he put it,
“we will choose peace together
with security”. He said also:

“We will achieve peace, not
from a position of weakness, but
from a position of strength and
feeling of security".

In addition, we should not
forget that Barak is the leader
of the Likud Party which,
thanks to it, the Zionist state of
Israel was created. It is also the
same party which led four ag­
gressive wars against the Arabs.

! Barak is also known as a ter­
rorist and assassin. The Leba­
nese newspapers published a
statement made by a Lebanese
citizen saying that when he saw
Barak on television he remem­
bered (as did others) that he
saw the same man when he
(Barak) came to Beirut dis­
guised as a blond woman and
assassinated three Palestinian
leaders. This topic and news
item was one of the advertising
points made by Barak in his
election campaign.

Therefore, arriving at hasty
conclusions pertaining to
Barak’s electoral victory will
only remove the alertness and
lead to limitless catastrophes
afflicting the Arabs. As the
maxim says, a letter is known
by the address it has. It is na­
ive to say that the politician
Barak is different from Barak
the Zionist terrorist militarist.
Through his military history, it
is possible to say that he, as a
Prime Minister, will be more
austere, albeit with a fake
flexibility. He is the son of the
Zionist militarist establishment
and one of its servants who are
sincere to its aggressive objec­
tives. Therefore, the facts
should not be hidden under the
guise of noise and alarmist
where “hawks” are depicted as
“doves”. n

AMERICA, THE LAND
OF “FREEDOM”!

75 years ago on September
18,1918, Olli Kinkkonen (A
Finnish immigrant) was tarred
and feathered; two weeks later

his body was found hanged 
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from a tree in Lester Park in
Duluth. He was tarred and
feathered from head to foot.

Olli as thousands of others
Finns in USA were against the
World War I, knowing full
well that it was an economic
war, for economic power and it
was not a just war.

He was adamant that be­
cause the First World War was
an Imperialist war, he was not
going to join the Army. He was
kidnapped from his bed by the
Knights of Liberty, a vigilante
group, promoted by USA gov­
ernment in order to pressure
men to join and fight. He was
interrogated by these hood­
lums, beaten ,tar and feathered
and hung. He rescinded his
application for US citizenship
and wanted to return back to
Finland. The perpetrators were
not looked for and the whole
episode was forgotten.

Lynching, killings, murders
and beatings were and are the
legacy of “the land of the
free”. Only now, 75 years later
the Tyomies Finnish Society
has unveiled a memorial
plague to Olli Kinkkonen.

OUR COMMUNIST
PAPER WILL NUT
GIVE UP!
The following article was
printed on the front page of
the theoretical monthly publi­
cation called Dialog-Otazki-
Odpovedi, (Dialogue, Ques­
tions and Answers) which is an
independent Czech Communist
monthly. The Communist Party
of Czechoslovakia (KSC) has
been in existence since before
the Second World War and
ruled Socialist Republic of
Czechoslovakia until 1989
when the so-called "velvet
revolution" replaced it with
the present Havel led capital­
ist regime. The article levels
criticism against the Commu­
nist Parly of Bohemia and
Moravia (KSCM) which was
formed after the 1989 "velvet
revolution" and is now repre­
sented in parliament by 24
members of parliament and 4
senators. The KSC at the pres­
ent time lacks parliamentary
representation.

Recently attacks have surfaced
against our paper known as the
“Dialog-Olasky-Odpovedi. The
leadership of the Communist
Party of Bohemia and Moravia
issued instructions that the
paper shall not be sold or pro­
moted in any of the party’s
forums or structures. This
however was to be expected.
The party congress is to take
place shortly and judging from
the discussion papers that have
been published and the pro­
nouncements of the leading
functionaries of KSCM, it is
reasonable to assume that the
event will be used to rid the
party of its’ remaining Com­
munist characteristics. It is
our Communist paper that has
unilaterally warned against
this imminent danger. It is for
this reason that the paper had
rendered itself unacceptable to
the leading functionaries of

KSCM and their collaborators.
Their accusations hurled at our
paper both oral and written
state that our paper is trying
to undermine the unity of
KSCM, that it is accusing the
leading spokesmen of the party
of betrayal and that the publi­
cation is being too dogmatic.
They (KSCM) overlook the
reality that they have become
the main leaders of the oppo­
sition to the politics of war as
practiced by the present gov­
ernment and a majority of
members of parliament. Dia­
log, on the other hand fights
for a clear Marxist-Leninist
policy and nothing else as
noted in the Communist news­
paper “Nase Pravda”, by some­
one using the pseudonym “s”.

The truth is that Dialog is
concerned first and foremost
with the retention of the purity
of Marxism-Leninism not only
ideologically but also as this
concerns its practical applica­
tion in the day to day practice
of the .Communist Party. The
fact that in the day to day life
of the party there is being in­
troduced various forms of revi­
sion ism, opportunism, reform ism
which weakens acceptability of
party-cannot be ignored by the
Communists. Theories such as
self-management and demo­
cratic socialism accommodate
the thinking and dogma Utopian
Socialism and Social Democ­
racy,that these are the theories
that became the launching
platforms for revisionism. Both
of the previously mentioned
theories have little to do with
the furthering of working class
power or also the much needed
cooperation of all classes in
society. Take for example the
capitalist class. Is this class,
the capitalists, struggling for
changes in society? This is
total nonsense. History teaches
that capitalism prevails and
they therefore liquidate all
that might stand in the path of
this achievement. The present
aggressive war that was started
against Yugoslavia is a case in
point.
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What is really at stake here
are the revisionist and the re­
formats goals of a particular
group of leading party func­
tionaries within the KSCM and
this is born out by the follow­
ing facts.
* At one of the recent meet­
ings of the central leadership
of KSCM the chairman put
forward a suggestion in that
consideration should be given
to the re-examination of the
party’s name, its logo and
even its hymn. The effort was
abandoned due to the rank and
file opposition. In the final
analysis even under the Com­
munist name, things which are
not becoming of a Communist,
are performed.

The leadership of the
party, due to pressures from
anti-Communists, can be seen
to distance themselves from
the real socialism of the past.
They allow themselves to be
forced into a defensive posi­
tion by making excuses for the
past and in so doing they lend
credence to those who are try­
ing to besmirch the real social­
ism of the past. They do this
rather than pointing out the
advantages of Socialism when
compared to the criminality of
Capitalism. An example of this
is the various debates on tele­
vision. One would assume that
we lack arguments to defend
Socialism when comparing it
to Capitalism. The much-
feared dictatorship of the pro­
letariat is much more demo­
cratic than the dictatorship of
the bourgeoisie.

Our opposition constantly
harps on the illegality of the
past fifty years and the illegal
acts that were committed.
However it does not mention
that during the presidency of
T.G.Masaryk (founder of
Czechoslovakia) in quelling
various anti-hunger demon­
strations where the various
branches of the police and
army killed a total of 69 peo­
ple and wounded over 134 oth­
ers. The hunger endured by
those that were out of work 

during his presidency is not
mentioned cither nor is the
fact that the police were firing
on women and children. Using
the same criteria as Mr. Rans-
dorf (ideological head of
KSCM) used on a recent tele­
vision debate, when he in­
ferred that President Gottwald
(the first Communist President
of Czechoslovakia) was a
criminal.Then it can be as­
sumed that T.G.Masaryk was
also a criminal.

Similarly no one mentions
the fact that during the years
1951-1953 over 1,200 foreign
agents with large quantities of
arms were detained in our
country. Many functionaries of
the Communist Party of
Czechoslovakia (KSC), mem­

bers of the National Commit­
tees, and individual members
of Agricultural Cooperatives
fell victim to these terrorists.
During the years 1951-56 there
were 79 political murders
committed in the Czechoslovak
Socialist Republic (CSR) and
115 acts of sabotage. During
the years of 1948-54 1 13 mem­
bers of the State Police (SNB)
lost their lives in the perform­
ance of their duties. In most
cases they were murdered by
terrorists. A large number of
border guards fen prey to
agents sent us by the capitalist
West. Nevertheless it was no
coincidence that one of the
first measures of the post Oc­
tober government was the

the SNB and the Armies of the
Ministry of the Interior. This
was done in order to destroy
the evidence of the crimes
that were committed against
Czechoslovak people. There
was unquestionable evidence
as to the role of Western Im­
perialism and internal ene­
mies.

One can appreciate that be­
ing in a televised bear pit
situation facing a majority of
anti-Communist agitators can
be very demanding as was em­
phasized by the author
Jaroslav Matejka in his Friday
meditations on the newspaper
Halo Noviny. However, in the
last bear pit TV debate the
participant from the KSCM
was no ordinary member, but
its chairman Grebenicek.

Included in
that further discussion on be­
half of the Multinational Cor­
porations Shall be Bill Gates
of Microsoft plus other corpo­
rations. This is just a first
step, which is to be followed
by an individual tax on every
man and women in the world.
This tax shall be gathered by
locali ties-administrations.This
question was already discussed
in its final stages in 1998.

Aside from all of the above,
Mr. Whitney suggests that eve­
ryone should look for the role
being played by someone
called Yakov Yegushov. As an
expert, he is invited to all the
plans of the Bilderberg
Club.He is the author of a se­
cret document, which acts as
the textbook for the Bilderberg

At this moment it is very
important especially to organ­
ize the young people and make
them understand what interests
the leaders of the “Western
democracies” really represent.

Distortion of actual
facts. We see that very clearly
here in Sweden when it comes
to the Baltic states for exam­
ple. As you know a large num­
ber of Nazi collaborators fled
to Sweden at the end of the
war. Some of them even ar­
rived in German Nazi uni­
forms. (A small number of
these were sent back to the
Soviet Union, in accordance
with agreement how to treat
fleeing troops from Nazi Ger­
many, between the Allied
forces.) The large majority
remained in Sweden, however
on the pretext that they had
been “forced” to join the Nazi
occupation armies and also
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“forced” to make the Baltic
region virtually “Juden frei”.
(The historic truth is, as you
well know, that Latvia was the
first country the Nazi Germany
declared as such, and the SS
troops found “to their own
amazement and astonishment”
that the task had already been
carried out by the Latvian vol­
unteers.. Almost the same was
the situation in Lithuania and
Estonia.

Anyway, these people were
for a long period here in Swe­
den regarded as people with a
very shabby background. They
kept very quiet in all political
matters. But during the last
decade of the conservative 
party government and also the
Social Democrats - describe
them as “freedom fighters” and
hail them as “ early heroes in
the struggles against Commu­
nism”! Together with this, the
whole history of the Baltic
countries is distorted. The fact
that they were ruled by Fascist
groups in the 1920’s and 30’s
( at the time mostly known in
Sweden for their enormous
smuggling of cheap alcohol to
our country!), that the working
class of those countries in a
referendum voted for joining
the Soviet Union, the fact that
parts of the bourgeoisie joined
hands with the Nazis during
the war etc. etc, is today de­

CONFERENCE OF TRADE UNIONS
Impressions of the
Russian trade union
delegate

In Turkey (in the region of
Eren) there took place an In­
ternational conference of trade
union. There were more than
300 delegates from Turkey and
from many countries of the
world. At this conference con­
crete and specific problems of
the class struggles were dis­
cussed of the contemporary
working class and the possible
means to solve them.

The high level of organiza­
tion, the high sense of re­
sponsibility and the fraternal
hospitality of the Turkish com­
rades made jt possible for the
cause of consolidation of the
workers movement interna­
tionally, and without a doubt
this should be considered an
event of historic importance.

The privatization and de­
crease in production today has
acquired a global character
that affects all the workers of
the world. As a result of sys­
tematic closing of enterprises,
the level of unemployment is
systematically rising in all
countries. The conference em­
phasized the fact that the
problems faced by union in
different countries have com­
mon elements. This points out
the need for trade unions
movement to unite on an in­
ternational level, even to the
extent of forming an interna­
tional center to consolidate
forces, for mutual aid and the
coordination of actions.

The struggle against trade
union bureaucracy and labor
aristocracy is necessary since
they try to divert the class
struggle along the road to
compromise with the bour­

geoisie and the bourgeois sys­
tem of exploitation. The
struggle against the opportun­
ist disease in the heart of the
workers and union movement
takes on a fundamental charac­
ter. The union masses should
establish a strong control over
the movement and not leave it
entirely to the trade union
leadership.

The opportunists are the
most effective defenders of the
bourgeoisie, even more than
the bourgeoisie itself, since
they are in the heart of the
union, they act inside the un­
ion movement in a concealed
and hypocritical manner.

Below we publish just a ran­
dom selection of trade union
activists who were murdered.

SULIMAN YETER - TURKEY
Born March 7,1962. Activist
in the proletarian union in
Turkey. A journalist for a
workers’ newspaper. He was
arrested and died in a Turkish
prison at the murderous hands
of the Turkish bourgeois gov­
ernment in 1999.

SERGEI KOLOKOLOV-
KAZAKHSTAN
He was martyred in the bour­
geois fascist prisons of
Kazakhstan at the age of 28
years. He was active in the
struggle against the perverse
exploitation and social op-
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pression. The inhuman condi­
tions in the prisons finally
put an end to this fighter:
“Don’t worry Mother, we will
win!” (his last letter from
prison to his Mother).

OLEG MAKSAKOV - RUSSIA
He murdered by gunshots
at the age of 36 years by
criminals paid by the bour­
geois fascist regime of Russia.
He was one of the leaders of
the coal miners who cut the
rail lines at Astrakhan and
other regions of the country in
1998. He was an activist in the
trade union movement
“Zashchita-Defense). He died
on March 13,1999.

ALAN AOONOV-
BULGARIA

Born in 1973, he became a
dedicated revolutionary. A
student of history, founder of
the “Red Detachments” that
grouped into ranks revolution­
ary sectors off Bulgarian stu­
dent youth. He was active
against the present reactionary
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Bulgarian regime. He was
convicted on a false accusa­
tion. He was assassinated.

JAIME HURTADO -
ECUADOR

Born into a poor peasant fam­
ily. In 1978 he became one of
the founders of the Popular
Democratic Movement. He was
active in the workers move­
ment, in the defense of the
rights of the racial minorities,
Mestizos, Indians and Blacks.
He was arrested for his revo­
lutionary activity. He was a
representative of the Ecuador­
ian parliament, but, was mur­
dered on February 17,1999.

□

*The new Prime Minister of
Israel, meeting with President
Clinton after his elections al­
ready confirmed the next day
(July 19) that Israel is buying
50 new F-16E fighter-bombers
at $2.5 billion plus another 60
more for an additional $2 bil­
lion US. This purchase is from
Lockheed-Martin Corporation.
♦Israel receives annually
$1.86 billion in military aid
from USA.

The US ruling class wants
“stability" in the oil rich
Middle East, which pro­
tects the Chevron's and
Exxon’s and Citibank’s
systematic exploitation of
the regions resources and
labor.

♦Every year Israel receives
over $3 billion in official US
military and economic aid, and
billions of dollars through US
based Fund Appeals .Over
these many years, US has
pumped hundreds of billions of
dollars into Israel, something
that country in the world has
or can receive.
* Why such generosity while
denying its own US citizens
food, housing, health care for
the poor?

Israel is an integral part of

the US Imperial system and
has a special and irreplaceable
military role in that system.
Israel is now considered the
Sth or 6th most powerful air
force, outgunning and Italy.

Israel’s population is only 7
million, with close to 2,000
Soviet Jewish immigrants, but
it is set up and funded to pro­
duce high tech weapons for
export and including nuclear
weapons - although Israel de­
nies this. It is a garrison state
protecting USA’s economic
and geopolitical interests.
♦In exchange for playing the
role of US Security Cop, Israel
is well compensated by high
living standards for its citi­
zens, but not for the Palestini­
ans.

So...with all this talk by
Ehid Barak, Prime Minister of
Israel, emanating from Wash­
ington and Tel Aviv is only for
mass consumption only. The
US Imperialism wants only its
own domination, the peace of
the new fighter-bombers that
now can reach Iran and Iraq.

Dear friends:
The attitude and reaction of

Georgian peoples towards the
NATO bombardment and
genocide against Yugoslavia
are looked upon differently by
various political organiza­
tions. As far as our Patriotic
Union is concerned, here is
what we have done on this
tragic question.

On October 3,1998 yet, there
was held a scientific-practical
conference on the problem of
Georgia’s possibility of join­
ing NATO. The speakers ex­
pressed and exposed the ag­
gressive nature of this military
bloc and predicted the poten­
tial aggression of NATO
against the Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia, which disregarded
the view of the UN Security
Council. Every speaker at this
conference pointed out that
disadvantage of Georgia join­
ing NATO. The conference
delegates spoke about the
needs for close co-operation 

with Russia and the political
orientation towards this coun­
try. It was also stressed that
Russia is the only historical
ally of Georgia. There were
warnings expressed by the
speakers that the Yugoslavia
scenario could run and be re­
peated in the Caucasus. If the
present regime establishes re­
lations with NATO, this will
mean internal interference in
the Caucasus region, which in
turn can lead to a new war.
The participants of the confer­
ence unanimously stated “No
to NATO!”

Statement to President Mi­
losevic was adopted at the
conference, condemning the
possible aggression against
Yugoslavia and supporting the
struggle of Yugoslav people.

This Statement-Appeal was
sent to leaders of NATO
states, demanding that they do
not support the aggression of
US Imperialism. Similar mes­
sages were sent to Prime Min­
ister of Russia, the Chairman
ofd the Federative Council and
to President of Byelorussia.
The conference delegates ex­
pressed confidence the leaders
of these countries would take
the correct stand and help
Yugoslavia to repel the ag­
gression.

Participants ofd the confer­
ence unanimously condemned
the efforts of the President of
Georgia, Mr.E. Shevernadze to
establish close alliance with
NATO and make Georgia a
NATO member.

The following resolutions
were passed:

* No to NATO’s Eastern ex­
pansion!
*No, to NATO in Georgia!
*NATO should be disbanded in
the same way as the Warsaw
Treaty was!

In April of 1999, Georgian
Communists and the represen­
tatives of the People’s Patri­
otic forces held a meeting of
protest at the US Embassy in
Tbilisi, in response to NATO 

aggression against Yugoslavia
and expressed their solidarity
with the people of Yugoslavia.

Protest .statements were
printed by People’s Patriotic
Union of Georgia, the Central
Executive Committee of the
Komsomol of Georgia (named
after J.Stalin) and the Union
of Soviet Officers of Georgia.

I read in the NSC Vol.7/11-

12,1999 a letter from James
Tait of the Red Rebel publica­
tion, regarding the “National
Bolsheviks” in Russia.

This worry about the over
exaggerated and mythical pow­
ers of “Russian fascism” I find
strange, especially now that we
know the tragedy of what hap­
pened to Yugoslavia at the
hands of Western Imperialism
that is represented as the ulti­
mate in “democracy”.

One week after the bombing
atrocities ceased, the Russian
language section of world-wide
BBC Radio stated to the Rus­
sian listeners that if that war
was supported by England’s

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For me (if these figures arc
true) it was not a surprise at
all since the Soviet historian,
Laureate of the Stalin prize
E.V. Tarlc in his work called

when the country is in a given
situation of expansion and the
threat of war, the English and
German governments who are
themselyes Imperialistic, year
after year they always manage
to get the largest support in
their expansionist wars from
the working class.”

Some Western “leftists”,
about whom the author of that
letter is so worried about
should realize an historical
fact that, first it was British
Imperialism than American
Imperialism that could not
prolong their expansion with­
out their respective working
class.

Some of these Western
“leftists” 30 years ago were
fighting for and defending
Solzhenytsin and Sakharov
who helped to dismember the
USSR, now these same
“leftists” are fighting the per­
ceived “Russian fascism” and
“Serbian ethnic cleansing”.

I recently bought a video of
an early 1940’s film called
“Tawny Pipit” an unheard of
by me, hymn to a village life
some 55 years ago. It was co­
written and directed by the
once teacher, long time actor,
Sir Bernard Miles, and I
basked in the warmth this film
expressed.

It deals with a rare bird
nesting and being protected by
villagers; the celebrations for
a young Russian women sniper
who visits the village having
“shot over 100 Germans”. She
is a true heroin and as the old
Colonel states before her arri­
val, “we must have a Soviet
flag,after all, it’s their show”.
When one villager volunteers
to make one by reversing the
Red Ensign, another says
she’ll “sew on the Hammer
and Sickle”.

The article in the August

issue of NSC by Raphael Mar­
tinez called “The Communist
movement in Russia now”, is a
fresh breeze. Whether we
agree with everything he says 
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or not, he puts things clearly,
that we have only now began
to guess at.

Looking at the period from
1998, we could agree with him
that there is seeming loss of
confidence in demonstrations,
and even limited local strikes,
They have not proved to be a
serious threat to the continu­
ing existence of Yeltsin’s
“New Order”, nor have they
faced any substantial change
in it.

For those that missed his
points, they are:
*The workers movement in
Russia is growing, numerically
and qualitatively. It is begin­
ning to organize as a class,
and oppose the Yeltsin’s gov­
ernment in a more or less an
organized manner, in contrast
to the demonstrations by op­
position forces, which are get­
ting smaller. Almost all plants
have a strike committee. There
already exists an All Russia
Strike Committee, and even of
Soviet of Workers Committees.
Some plants have already been
taken over by the workers.
*Many parties are only a frac­
tion of what they were in the
early 1990s, due to a lack of
organizing work amongst the
working class. Just waving a
red flag, goes nowhere. You
have to be where the workers
are, organizing them and pre­
paring for the struggles ahead.
*On unification. There is only
one working class, and they
need only one party. In those
districts of Russia where the
different parties have links
with the working class and the
general labor movement, they
have been able to work to­
gether on a common program.
(South Ossetia is a perfect ex­
ample. DB)

Raphaels’ statement that we
might question is that
“amongst the Communist Par­
ties there are no serious ideo­
logical or tactical differences.
In some cases it is just a dif­
ference in personalities”.

Keeping the record in mind,
that is hardly true, even if we 

exclude the Communist P(arty
of Russian Federation.

Lastly - That there exists the
trade union “Zashchita-
Defense” is good news. The
implication is that it is left
wing, but there is no mention
of its strength or geographic
locations. Maybe Raphael in
near future can inform us
about this.
