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Dear friends:
Allow me as a member of the

Organizing Committee for an In­
ternational Council from Georgia
to give you a brief outline of my
position on the matter of the
significant upcoming international
event, the preparations which are
in progress now.

According to the latest list of
signatories to the World Congress
there are 34 parties, 27 organi­
zations, 22 publications and 13
peoples movements who support
the CALL for setting up an Inter­
national Council. The fact that 96
public units (35 of them from the 

former Soviet Union) approved
the idea of bringing together the
progressive peoples of the world
under the banner of International
Friendship and Solidarity with the
Soviet People, speaks in favour
of the need to set up the pro­
posed United Front of strong and
world-wide anti-imperialist move­
ment, which will undoubtedly
speed up the resurrection of the
Soviet Union as a Socialist State.

In view of the readers of NSC
active interest in what kind of
socialism the Soviet People want
to have, I would like to refer them
to the relevant paragraph of the
Resolution of the XXXII Con­
gress of the United Communist
Party of Georgia and quote the
following:

“Time has come when all Com­
munist Parties must wholly con­
centrate on Stalin’s achievements
in the sphere of home and foreign
policy which, as the whole of
mankind has made sure of now
was faultless and all-triumphant."
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Consequently, it is possible to I
conjecture what kind of socialism I
all of the Soviet People, Marxists- I
Leninists-Stalinists are going to I
resurrect.

lics. These reviews contained es­
sential statistical and compatible
data. Quite a number of articles
suggested thorough analysis of
the many causes and effects of
the disintegration of the USSR, as
well as analysis of the criminal
actions of US imperialism. Good
elucidation materials were printed
in NSC about Marxism-Leninism
and J.V.Stalin. Of much interest
were the articles about the cur­
rent events in some of the native
countries of the subscribers.

The above presupposes that
the regular readers of NSC jour­
nal and the delegates coming to
the Congress must be politically
aware, so, I would call upon the
speakers to abstain from wasting
precious time at this Congress by
beating the air and touching upon
the facts and problems that have
already been written about and
discussed and annalized. I con­
sider that it might be useful to
discuss the ways for our future
joint actions.

A trial of Mr. Milosevic on these
false and the outrageous charges
would be nothing but a travesty of
justice, really a contemporary

What
was then joyfully greeted almost
universally with massive outpour­
ings of triumphant hope and con­
fidence that the future would be
peaceful, constructive and reflec­
tive of the best purposes of hu­
manity, under the guiding powers
of the newly established United
Nations and its Charter, this was
not to be.

victory, the massive losses be­
yond all other nations, belonged
to the peoples of the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics, led by
their Communist Party, by Joseph
Stalin, by Marshal Zhukov, and a
myriad of unprecedentedly heroic
fighters and leaders.

ished acknowledged top - notch
troops of Nazidom, accepted the
final whimpering “unconditional
surrender’’ of remaining remnants
in Prague. The day before, May
8th, Marshal Zhukov together
with U.S.A. General Eisenhower
had accepted the “unconditional
surrender" of the Nazi state in
Berlin which had been captured
by the Soviets. The war was over
in Europe, VE Day was pro­
claimed and history was believed
to be embarked on a new roadway 

to peace. The world, soon
learned, however, it was strewn
with the fearful obstacles of what
we call the "Cold War". Eventually
this was to produce the downfall
of the mighty world force that was
the USSR and its Soviet Socialist
state I future temporarily at least.

In order to comprehend the real
substance and purposes of this,
it is necessary to know something
of the historical collisions, sub­
versive anti-Soviet machinations 

Generalissimo Joseph Stalin surrounded by heroes such as Marshal Zhukov, Konev, Bulganin,
Malinovsky. Budyony, Rokossovsky and 50 others.
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working class was fully in support
giving leadership, the Western
powers mobilized a fourteen na­
tion military force to invade and
destroy the new Soviet state. The
“crime” of the Bolsheviks and the
revolution' was clear to every
banker and industrial tycoon in
the industrial world. Capitalist
ownership, stock markets, foreign
invested holdings on resources
were to be eliminated... an un­
thinkable and terrifying proposi­
tion, particularly if the idea was
spreading to the international
working people The “wars of inter 

vention” were defeated. There
followed a Western inspired "civil
war” with the minority anti­
revolutionary forced in Russia (of
whom Yeltsin, Alexander Yakov­
lev and other anti-Soviets in to­
day's leadership are descen­
dants) carrying the “burden" of
capitalist restoration. They were
defeated.

By 1924, On February 8th, the
New York Times carried an item
that said:
“The Bavarian Diet has long had
information that the Hitler move­
ment was party financed by an

in the post-war
so-called “Cold

at preceded the Nazi-monopoly
offensives firstihin Europe and
ultimately against the Socialist
USSR. What in reality did pre­
cede WW II, and
jave rise to the
War"!

It is necessary to retrace some
historical events and statements
made by Western governments
and forces to open even slightly
the lid on that “Devil’s Box” of
anti-working class and anti-Social-
ist activity.

Following the 1917 Bolshevik
Revolution, where the Russian

Marshal K.K.Rokosovsky of Soviet Red Army
commanding the Victory Parade on Red Square
Moscow in June of 1945 while Joseph Stalin
and Government were on the Lenin Mausoleum

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American anti-Semitic chief, who
is Henry Ford...Herr Hitler openly
boast's of Mr. Ford’s support and
praises Mr. Ford, not as a great
individualist, but as a great anti-
Semite...”

Henry Ford also sold the Model
*T’ Ford car and organized the
"Black Legion” in the USA of anti
labour organization goon-squads
under Harry Bennett, at his De­
troit auto plants. This fact re­
ceived less attention from the
erudite' New York Times.

Between the revolution of 1917 

and 1933, tne USA government
refused diplomatic recognition to
the USSR. Great Britain initially
extended such in the early 1920’s
but then withdrew diplomatic re­
lations in 1926 when the Soviet
coal miners sent financial aid to
striking British coal miners as a
gesture of international working
class solidarity. The “class war"
purposes of capitalism against
Soviet Socialism were absolutely
very clear.

Without detailing enormously
anti-Soviet diplomatic and sub­
versive activities that led directly
to Hitlerian diplomatic and mili­
tary offensives in Europe, that in­
cluded in particular the Great
Britian's Prime Minister Chamber-
lain "Munich Agreement" of'peace
in our time", a total “sell-out”. This
was one of many efforts to turn
the Nazi war machine eastward
against the Soviets. But the ac­
tions of newly elected Franklin D.
Roosevelt's extending diplo­
matic relations to the USSR was a
welcome master move on the
"chess board' of moves and
counter-moves preceding WW II.

With the fall of France and
Western Europe and Nazi seizure
of territory to the Atlantic sea­
wall by mid-summer of 1940 the
entry of Churchill and disagree­
ment with appeasement poli­
cies of the overtly anti-Soviet
crowd, signified something of
change. Within hours of the "Drang
Nach Osten” (March to the East)
by the Nazis on June 21, 1941 to
destroy the USSR, Churchill had
announced acceptance of "mutual
military coalition" with the Sovi­
ets. His long held view had been
that a mutually decimating war on
the European continent between
the Nazi and the USSR would pull
“British Empire chestnuts” out of
the fire and to the Empires great
advantage. This was contrary to
“appeasement policies" that
saw destruction of the Soviets as
the central objective by covert or
overt cooperation with the Nazis.

Churchill’s innermost policy
aims were revealed however in a
secret memorandum he dictated
as early as October 1942 and that 

was revealed at Strasbourg in a
meeting of the European com­
munity by Mr. McMillan, the Brit­
ish spokesman only in September
of 1949.

Winston Churchill appar­
ently realizing that the possibili­
ties of Nazi destruction by the
USSR were becoming quite pos­
sible, Churchill confided in his
October, 1943 secret memo that
instead of carrying forward an
active and genuine "coalition”
policy with the Soviets, he be­
lieved "it would be a measureless
disaster if this Russian barbarism
overtaid the culture and inde­
pendence of the ancient states of
Europe...” He had turned thumbs
down on the opening of a "Second
Front", and blocked it for a year.

The belated entry of Roose­
velt’s USA into the European
hostilities late in 1941 may have
dampened (limited and to a small
degree) such Churchillian notions
and brought added strength and
focus to the military coalition and
prosecution of the war, what ap­
peared an extension of the "good
neighbor" policy, first detectable
in his 1933 recognition of the
USSR. But he too, after 1944,
found his political direction un­
dermined by the strength of Vice
President Truman who in 1941,
prior to US participation in the
war, had expressed the center
piece of "appeasement" doctrine,
and was reported in the New York
Times of July 24th, 1941:
“ If we see that Germany is win­
ning the war we ought to help
Russia, and if Russia is winning
we ought to help Germany, and in
that way let them kill as many of
each other as possible..."

Such expressed sentiments
could hardly have been reassur­
ing to the Soviet people, or their
leadership in their life and death
struggle. Neither was the Allied
western contribution to defeating
the Nazi-Fascist war machine
that strengthened by U.S.
"isolationism" and appeasement
forces who were actively op­
posed. But the real fruit of the
Allied effoits, both Soviet and

Western, was not only the victory I
in Europe that came in early May I
of 1945. It must be said that
notwithstanding delayed in open­
ing the Second Front in Europe
until the fear of Soviet military
power and capacity was grasped
by Churchill and demanded the
opening of that Second Front , in

I early June of 1944 served to
I shorten the war, and to save
I lives. The political victory was the
I birth of the UN.
I What demands explanation,
I beyond this short article is what
I was the essential character of
I what we called the “Cold War”.
I Apart from Roosevelt whose un­

timely death followed the signing
of the Yalta accords in February
of 1945 within weeks was there
really ever an intent to proceed to
post-victory cooperation by the
Western powers with the USSR?
There are powerful arguments
that apart from short term self
interest and preservation, the
wartime alliance was part sham
part reality. Included in such ar­
guments must be the two year
Churchillian hiatus; and refusal to
move to establish the Second
Front in Europe; the ongoing and
immediate post-VE Day hostility
of the US Truman Government;
the shattering macabre
“diplomacy laden" atomic bombs
on defenseless Japanese civilians
by the U.S. power brokers. This
was in the face of the almost
certainly agreed upon (at Yalta)
Soviet offensive that destroyed
quickly the Hiro Hito Kwantung
Army in China. But the bombs
were dropped and appeared to
place major new, diplomatic
power in U.S. anti-socialist, anti­
working class hands, that culmi­
nated in the Me Carthyite assaults
on the American people. The
bomb drops came two days before
the Soviet offensive was to begin
- and only short weeks following
U.S. rejection of Japanese “peace
feelers" in Geneva, according to
Cave Brown's book., “The Last

American Hero" about General
"Will Bill” Donovan, U.S. Chief of
intelligence during World War II.

The most revealing and damn­
ing of the real U.S. war aims un­
der president Truman was re­
vealed by General Leslie Groves
testifying about scientist J.Robert
Oppenheimer and quoted in the
U.S. Government Printing Office,
1954. Groves was the top author­
ity in charge of the El Alamo
“Manhattan Project" that pro­
duced the atomic bombs that were
dropped on defenseless Hi­
roshima and Nagasaki, “...there
was never any illusion on my part
from about two weeks frem when I
took charge, that Russia was the
enemy and the project was con­
ducted on that basis.” (added
emphasis) G-roves said on the
public record.

As already noted, his deadly
killing devices were dropped two
days in advance of a Soviet of­
fensive against the remaining
Japanese reserves in Manchuria.
Without doubt, President Truman
knew of the plan that was to save
G.l’s lives. That Soviet offensive
in Manchuria accomplished a total
military “wipe-out" of the Kwan­
tung Army within a week or ten
days. The atomic destruction of
cities and people was a total pre­
meditated and cynical “first
atomic - war - demonstration - kit"
designed to frighten the Soviets
(and the rest of the world) and
claim the U.S. atomic bomb mo­
nopoly at that time made them
invincible. The Soviets didn’t
scare quite so easily as subse­
quent events showed.

The military defeat of Fascism-
Nazism, key to which was the
Soviet and Socialist role was a
high point in the advance of hu­
man history. Envisioned then was
a world of collective cooperation
that included the new and mighty
United Nations Organization, that
was to a major degree the result
of the active war time cooperation
by the Soviets with the “Good
Neighbor Policy" central to
Franklin Delano Roosevelt’s pol­
icy and vision.
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Recently we received a few
letters from US readers in which
they criticize the Editorial Board
of NSC for publishing some arti­
cles that show the reactionary
policies of Zionism, not only in
Israel, but in some other coun­
tries of the world.
These readers seem to equate
anti-Zionism with anti-Semitism
and not make the proper distinc­
tion.

The Palestinian question is
just one example of the reaction­
ary and extremely very dangerous
policy of Zionism that is being
pursued by the present State of
Israel towards the Palestinian
people and Palestinian territory
that it captured and holds, even
though the United Nations has
condemned this action for many
years.

Any reactionary, occupational
policy, be it called Imperialism,
Fascism or Zionism is to be ex­
posed and fought against by all
mankind.

The Communist Party of Israel
also struggles against Zionism
very strongly. Will these couple
readers of NSC call the CPI anti-
Semitic also?

It had nothing in common with
the current human debacles wit­
nessed and endured day-by-day
under the miserable and deadly
policies of Transnational Corpo­
rate power led by the lineal fol­
lowers of Hitler supporter and
financial“sugar daddy" Henry Ford
and his monopoly ilk. It has eve­
rything in common with current,
growing human needs in our ter­
ribly distressed sea of humanity.
Key is the restoration of socialism
to replace and remove the horror's
of a capitalist system that long
ago lost any semblance of rele­
vancy for human development and
needs.

Such was the hope and the
promise of VE Day, fifty-six
years ago

According to the latest poll
taken in Russia, the number of
people nostalgic about the Soviet
Union has increased with the
passage of time. In 1992 over
69% of Russians confessed that
they regretted deeply the break­
up of the USSR. Since then the
figure has risen by 10%, making it
now way over 79%. Interestingly
enough in 1992 the number of
people who said that they did not
regret the break up stood at 32%
while in 2001 this has dropped to
less than 15%.

The study showed also the fact
that 72% of respondents would
vote for the unification of USSR if
it came to a vote. Significant is
the fact that due to the constant
media attacks against socialism
and communists, 58% of people
feel that it is unlikely that the
resurrection of the USSR is pos­
sible at this time.

Although 10 years ago most

Russians voted for the preserva­
tion of the USSR as a single en­
tity state, 20% of the respondents
today do not remember how they
voted in that referendum. More
than 40% of them do not remem­
ber its outcome. (It is a fact that
over 85% at that time voted for
the Soviet Union as a single state
- according to results we have on
file in NSC - Editor).

It is interesting that 63% of
those people feel that the break­
up of the Soviet Union ten years
ago could have been averted.
People thast are over 50 years of
age polled said it by over 82%.
Those that are under 35 years of
age said that the break up could
not have been prevented - 32%.

Over 71% of Russians of all
ages stated that today Russians
fare worse as the result of the
Soviet Union’s collapse. Most of
the people polled stated that the
break-up was positive are young
people (23% who are employed in
the private sector of the econ­
omy.)

The Foundation’s sociologists
who did the opinion poll noted
that 76% of the respondents were
willing to talk about the negative
aspects of the break-up.

Yes, opinion polls are a good
barometer of public opinion but,
when most of the media is in the
hands of the oligarchs, day in and
day out for 10 years...the results
are predictable. But in spite of all
this brainwasahing, the revolu­
tionary upheaval is coming, and
this will include also the yonger
generation! ■

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Which part is the
true PUTIN?

These new Oligarchs have
close ties to all law enforcement
agencies, the courts and security
services. Basically they have
learned very well from the West­
ern model of the Military-
Industrial complex.

Moreover, Putin needs the oli­
garchs. Gazprom, for instance, is
a very powerful foreign-policy
tool. Domestically, the oligarchs
attract foreign investment, pro­
vide political and financial serv­
ices for the Kremlin and promote
docile stability by employing
many thousands of paid cronies,
all depended on the oligarchs.

Since at present there is none too
stable State Treasury, the Putin
government has turned over Rus­
sia’s lucrative arms export agency
to oligarch-controlled banks.

According to Moscow Times, cer-
ainly not a pro-Communist or
pro-socialist magazine and writ­
ten up by Donald Jensen, they
call Putin as they see him devel­
oping his stranglehold on Russian
society.

“Although he is being promoted
as reducing the clout of business
oligarchs, they're doing as they
did during Yeltsin's reign, when
they dominated the government
and at the same enriched them­
selves.

Putin is making these powerful
oligarchs less conspicuous but
those that support him have pros­
pered very well indeed. In fact ,
Putin and the oligarchs need each
other and it is now very doubtful
whether Putin is strong enough to
sever the links between money
and power, despite his claims to
the contrary.

Although Putin has targeted
publicly Gusinsky and Boris Bere­
zovsky, he is keeping in mind that
their media empire is needed by
him...this is just show dressing

• that makes Putin looks as if he is
fighting the “mob”. He leaves un­
touched moguls such as Mikhail
Khodorovsky, Potanin, Mikhail
Freidman or even Aven...Why?
Because all of these oligarchs are
100% behind Putin and not maver­
icks like Mr. Gusinsky and Mr.

PLENUM of CC

On January 27-28, 2001, a
Plenum of the Central Committee
of Russian Communist Workers
Party (RCWP) was held in Mos­
cow. It determined further steps
to be undertaken for the imple­
mentation of the 10th Congress
decisions of October 2000.

Appropriate orders and a plan
of practical actions had been af­
firmed.

The structure of the Central
Committee was given a much
clearer meaning, so was the dis­
tribution of duties amongst the
Central Committee members.

A Commission on Agrarian
Questions has been formed inside
the CC. Its task is to mobilize the
farming sector workers for strug­
gle in order to save large-scale
enterprises, against private prop­
erty and land trade, as is outlined
in the Party's agrarian program.
G.I.Kotliakov, a farming enter­
prise leader was appointed as the
chairman of this Commission.

The Plenum pointed out that in
common actions against the gov­
ernment-induced version of the
new labour code, which expresses
bourgeois intentions to deprive
the working people terminally of
all their rights, the radical oppo­
sition managed to deflect in-the
Duma the Putin-Kasyanov gov­
ernment's onslaught for the time
being. However, this does not
give us right to relax. A new wave

of pressure is already imposed on
the Duma. The new stage of
struggle must be developed and
carried out by the Party along
with other organizations of the
working people under the banner
of the struggle for the worker s
version of the labour code -
Worker's Academy Fund's Proj­
ect, introduced by former RCWP
deputy V. Grigoriev, and later on
supported by comrades T. Avalian
and O.Shein.

Following an Agreement with
the Russian Executive Committee
of the Workers' Soviets Congress,
the next Congress of the Workers’
Resistance Organizations will
take place on April 14-15 in Mos­
cow. The problems of the tactics
for labour movements struggle
will be addressed.

The Plenum also took a deci­
sion to open soon a scientific and
practical in-absentia conference
on the working people's move­
ment and the problems in the
Party press. The Conference Or­
ganizing Commission has been
chosen.

In accordance with the 10th
Congress' decision, the Plenum of
CC RCWP has carefully consid­
ered the question on the condi­
tion of our Party work amongst
the youth. In the Decision passed
at the meeting, the Party organi­
zations, while always agitating
the young people, are asked to
pursue the key position - that the
struggle for communism, against 



the domination of private property
and exploitation is of direct in­
terest and the key objective of
the youth in this 21st Century.

It was noted that while pseudo-
patriotic, nationalist organizations
and the CPRF would be diverting
the youth from the class struggle
towards ways of agreement and
compromise with the present re­
gime, so that until the RCWP
branches learn to organize the
youth struggles for all their basic
and specific interests, the bour­
geoisie will be daily poisoning
the consciousness of the young
people by its ideology, fascism,
religious cults, drugs and propa­
gation of violence.

Unity in the struggle must be
realized and then achieved! This
problem is not an easy one to
solve. But this problem must be
solved. In a methodical plan there
exists an absolute principal -
demagogically swearing at revi­
sionism of all shades, or calling
most or all of these (currents as
“national-communists', "political
dregs” or ‘traitors to the Mother­
land” will not bring tie expected
results. Alternative is to discuss
to the point of a concrete prob­
lem! Even though in most cases
this is correct and tells the truth,
but the communist principal must
be followed of explanation until
there is absolutely no doubt that
these elements know exactly what
they are doing and then they must
be declared as enemies that are
bent of destroying any movement
that wants to abolish exploitation
and capitalism. We must remem­
ber that amongst the opportunists
and revisionists there are many
honest party members who in ac­
tual fact are very close to Bol­
shevism.
Criticism against the labyrinth of
propaganda for revisionism must
be done on a basis of educational
opportunity for people that takes
into account their understanding
of logic. It is important not to
struggle against a given group of
people who are following a mis­
taken course, but only against
that mistaken course. This must
be done logically in order to un­
dermine their opportunistic and
revisionist leadership. As J.V.
Stalin said, not all misunderstand­
ing is decided during a debate or
debates, but in actual practice
and work plus the request that
they change their erroneous
principals (Letter to the CC
CPSU, Dec. 31, 1910). The ac­
tual work and action on problems
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must be completely understood by
the people that it is in their inter­
ests. This follows that the strug­
gle for immediate economic gains
then leads into a political strug­
gle. The people will understand
that only the re-establishment of
the dictatorship of the proletariat
can all these problems can be
solved.

During these concrete struggles,
the wide circle of mass partici­
pation will grow.

CZECH GOVERNMENT
CLEARS THE DECKS FOR
RAIL PRSVATOZAT0ON

Under pressure from the Euro­
pean Union, the road lobby and
soaring public debt, the Social
Democratic government had an­
nounced last month that it will
shortly put a bill before Parlia­
ment to “transform” the Czech
state railways (CD), - by splitting
it up and turning part of it into a
joint-stock company.

If the bill becomes law, in
January 2002 CD will lose control
of its track and platforms and be­
come a state-owned joint-stock
company owning locomotives,
rolling stock, stations and other
operational buildings and running
rail services. Its track and plat­
forms will be owned by a separate
state body - Rail Track Manage­
ment - which will lease them to
CD.

The changes in CD's legal firm
means that it will have to sell off
a large part of its assets of 100
billion crowns to meet the claims
of creditors, who owe a massive
38 billion crowns (more than $1
billion). As a joint-stock company,
CD will be left with less than a
third of its present assets. The
run-down of rail services which
has taken place since the 1989
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“velvet revolution” will thus be
accelerated.

By turning the CD into a joint-
stock company, the government is
obviously clearing the decks for
privatization of the railways. A
future government will be able to
sell off the state’s holding to pri­
vate, possibly foreign companies
- as has already happened in the
case of Czech Ostrava-Karvina
coalfields in North Moravia, where
tens of thousands of miners have
lost their jobs since 1989 as pits
have been privatized and closed
down.

The bill is the government’s
latest betrayal of Social Democrat
voters at the 1998 general elec­
tion, when they promised to de­
fend CD and rail services. It is
also a betrayal of the railway
workers, the main rail union
(OSZ, whose leader publicly cam­
paigned during the election for
the SocDems) and the traveling
public, especially in rural areas
where many lines have already
been closed.

fhe two main right-wing oppo­
sition parties, ex-premier Vaclav
Klaus’s Civic Democrats and the
Freedom Union have already an­
nounced that they will oppose the
bill on the grounds that “it puts
difficulties” in the way of “solving
CD’s accumulated problems” i.e.
it will delay privatization by mak­
ing this dependent on sale of
state's holding. They want imme­
diate privatization of CD and
“liberalization” of CD.

MP Pavel Hojda will have
raised the eyebrows of many of
the communist readers of the left
daily newspaper “Halo Noviny”
when he told the paper last Feb­
ruary 22 that he and his col­
leagues in the 24-strong Commu­
nist group in the 200-member
Chamber of Deputies would back
the government's bill “as lesser of 

the two evils”. If this is true, it
would mean that the Communist
Party (KSCM) is not in principle
against rail privatization and that
it merely prefers privatization to
take place "later" rather than
"sooner"!

This isn't a “left social demo­
cratic” position, let alone the kind
of policy which one would expect
from a progressive party calling
itself “communist".

The real issue, of course, is to
defend the Czech state railways
as the cornerstone of a future
integrated national transport pol­
icy which serves the interests of
both the traveling public and the
economy. But this has now been
muddied by the strategic concern
of some Czech Communist lead­
ers to build a "left” alliance with
the Social Democrats, even
though the Czech Social Demo­
cratic Party is uncompromisingly
and bitterly anti-Communist.

By pursuing the same
“transformation" policies as its
openly right-wing predecessors,
the Social Democratic government
of Prime Minister Milos Zeman
has ensured that the country is so
burdened by debt that it cannot
afford to subsidize the railways,
even at the relatively low level
prevalent in the rest of Europe.
After the 9% increase in passen­
ger fares in January, Czechs are
paying 30% of the economic cost
of their rail travel, which is more
than the European average. And
in July they will face further fare
increases at 6-7%I The Czech
government is reducing the state
subsidies on rail fares. They were
last year by 10% - from 6.6 billion
crowns in 1999 to 6 billion - as
part of the government's effort
to clamp down on public spend­
ing to keep the unelected Brus­
sels (Belgium) bureaucrats happy.
The deficit in public financed (the
combined debt of the state and
local authorities) now represents
9.4% of the Czech Republic's
Gross Domestic Product, which
compared with the European Un­
ion “acceptable" Maastricht con­
vergence criterion of 4%.

The government's rail bill is a
revamp of an earlier bill tabled in



Parliament in June of 1999 which
would have left CD with only a
fifth of its assets. CD's manage­
ment and the main railway union
OSZ opposed it, and Parliament
threw it out. Much will now de­
pend on the OSZ's attitude to the
government’s new proposal.

Czech railworkers, who in bet­
ter days were known as the “Blue
Army" after- the colour of their
uniforms, have a militant history
which survived the 1989 events.
But whether, after a decade of
rundown, longer working hours,
low basic pay and demoralization,
they have the stomach for an­
other battle remains to be seen.
Their union has yet to react pub­
licly to the government's latest
proposals.

immorality of Joseph Estrada and
his cohorts, furthered the political
isolation of the Estrada clique.
Estrada was charged with bribery,
graft and corruption, culpable
violation of the constitution and
betrayal of the public trust.

Astrida Right...a loose alliance
bound by the single purpose of
removing Astride from power."

BEAN (New Patriotic Alliance)
has long called for Estrada's re­
moval from power. It is the most
formidable legal democratic coa­
lition of the patriotic and pro­
gressive forces of the working
class, peasantry and urban petty
bourgeoisie taking the line of
struggle for national liberation
and democracy.

BAYAN encompasses sector;
alliances and organizations pre­
dominantly of the toiling masses,
such as the Kilusang Mayo Uno
(workers),COURAGE (government
employees), Kilusang Magbubukid
ng Pilipinas (the peasants), and
PAMALAKJAYA (fishermen), Ka-
damay (urban poor), GABRIELLA
(women) and Anakbayan (youth).
It also includes urban petty bour­
geois formations, such as the
large League of Filipiono Stu­
dents (LFS), Alliance of Con­
cerned Teachers of Philippines
(ACT), CONTEND (university and
college teachers), KARAPATAN
(human rights), and Promotion of
the Church People’s Response
(PCPR) and so many other pro­
fessional and daily issue-based
sector alliances and organiza­
tions.

BAYAN covers the left and
Middle forces that adhere to the
national-democratic line. In the
broad united front, it has also
cooperated with all the workers,
peasants and middle social strata
that are unorganized or who be­
long to organizations and institu­
tions whose leadership is ideo­
logically and also politically either
Middle or Right.

The anti-Estrada Right
So blatant was the corruption

of Estrada that even sections of
the ruling classes condemned his
moral turpitude and joined the 
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broad front to remove him from
power. Nearly all the business
organizations, the Catholic and
Protestant clergy and Islamic
ulamas, civic and professional
organizations, plus the yellow
trade union organizations and
most of the major bourgeois mass
media called for his resignation.

The Catholic bishops, clergy
and laity moved to counter the
strong support of El Shaddal fa
“charismatic” group) and also the
Iglesia ni Cristo for Estrada.

Cardinal Sin, former presidents
Aquino and Ramos, the LAKAS-
NUCD and United Opposition de­
manded that the Philippine vice-
president Macapagal-Arroyo re­
place Estrada. Other significant
groups that joined the anti­
Estrada Philippine movement
were the Council of Philippine
Affairs (COPA), headed by Jose
Cojuangco, the People's Consul­
tative Assembly (PCA), pushed by
former president Ramod, Kangong
Brigade (consisting of governors
and mayors in Southern Tagalon.
Metro Manila and Central Luzon)
and Kompil II, initiated by Jesuit-
insoired “social-democrats” who
are in fact upper-class Christian-
democrats.

The broadest and strongest at­
tack against the narrowest and
weakest target

According to Liwanag, the
CPP’s united front policy at every
given period calls for concentrat­
ing “the broadest range of forces
against the worst reactionary in
power as the narrowest target. It
is in fighting and defeating one
enemy after another that the
Party and the masses can grow in
strength and advance until the
time comes that they can over­
throw the entire ruling system."

“To overthrow the entire ruling
system, it is necessary to break
the backbone of the enemy armed
forces in the countryside and
smash the bureaucratic and mili­
tary apparatuses of the reaction­
ary state. To overthrow the Es­
trada ruling clique in particular, it
is even possible for the legal
broad united front and the legal
mass movement to do so, as in

the case of Marcos in 1986."

A people’s agenda
People’s democratic power

manifested itself in the conver­
gence of all, anti-Estrada forces
and the combination of forms and
methods of struggle in the legisla­
ture and in the parliament of the
streets, in the rural and urban
areas, in the Philippines and
overseas. Yet the patriotic and
democratic forces caution against
being too complacent and call for
vigilance. They want to ensure
that the new government of Glo­
ria-Macapagal-Arroyo brings Es­
trada and his gang to justice and
urge the new government to im­
plement a very thoroughgoing
social, economic and political re­
forms that address the people's
fundamental interests. “The
people first, before and above
the interests of an elite few and
foreigners” - this is the call of
the Philippic patriotic and demo­
cratic forces. Among others, this
agenda includes:
’justice, human rights and peace
- the criminal prosecution of Es­
trada and his cronies; the release
of all political prisoners; the re­
sumption of peace negotiations
with the National Democratic
Front and the Moro Islamic Lib­
eration Front; indemnification and
justice to all victims of human
rights under the Marcos dictator­
ship;
’socio-economic reforms - the
delivery of basic social services
to all Filipinos; genuine agrarian
reforms; immediate sectoral con­
cerns - protecting migrate work­
ers rights abroad; a stop to all
demolition of urban poor homes;
priorazation of education in the
national budget, and
‘national sovereignty and genuine
economic development - abroga­
tion of all treaties and abolishing
laws that now perpetuate foreign
plunder and exploitation of the
national economy such as the
present New Mining Act; scraping
the Visiting Forces agreement.

People’s democratic revolution
The CPP chairperson indi­

cates: “It is “Left" opportunism to 



have the illusion that the long­
term objective of overthrowing the
ruling system can be accom­
plished in the course of realizing
the short-term objective of over­
throwing the hated Estrada ruling
clique. On the other hand, it is
“Right" opportunism to forget
about the long-term objective of
overthrowing the ruling system
and to lose the independence and
initiative of the Party in the broad
united front."

Further on he says: “The revo­
lutionary forces and people under
the leadership of the Party have
a clear grasp of the current bal­
ance of forces between the armed
revolution and the armed counter­
revolution. They have no oppor­
tunist illusion whatsoever that the
movement to oust Estrada pro­
vides them the chance to either
seize power from the reactionar­
ies or share power with them as
an immediate result of realizing
the short-term objective of oust­
ing Estrada."

“They are aware that they can­
not as yet overthrow the entire
ruling system, but they can take
advantage of the crisis of the
ruling system and the split among
the reactionaries, overthrow and
punish the current ruling clique,
and thus strengthen themselves
in the process and then take a
step forward in the new demo­
cratic revolution. ”

□

being born and making it to
his first birthday than if he
had been born in Washing­
ton, D.C..USA.

The truth is that your
mother and her boyfriend
snatched you and put you in
that death boat because
they simply wanted to make
more'money. I can under­
stand why they wanted a
better life. Cuba is a poor
country. America, 90 miles
away, looks like a rich

country. The majority of
people that have sailed to
this country in the past have
come for the same reason.
Often, they have come be­
cause they did not like liv­
ing in a country such as
Cuba, where you cannot
freely elect your president
and your basic rights are
limited. I can understand
that.

But your mother placed
you in a situation where you
were certain to die on the
open seas fas most of the
rest did) and that is uncon­
scionable. It was the ulti­
mate form of child abuse,
and I see why the Cuban
judge did not give you
mother custody.

Now you are with
"relatives’’ in Miami. Nor­
mally, in this country, when
we say, “I'm going to stay
with the relatives," we mean
brothers, sisters, aunts,
uncles, cousins, grandpar­
ents.

You are with a “great
uncle" and a "second
cousin". But in our country
no “relative" replaces the
parent. A brother, cousin or
"great uncle" who holds a
child against the will of the
parent is committing a major
crime.

You must really miss your
daddy! I hear that he is
coming soon. Those
"relatives" are trying to
prevent him from being with
you. I know that doesn't feel
like love, does it? Please
don’t take it personally.
They do love you. They love
having you to toss around in
front of TV cameras so they
can further their own politi­
cal agenda.

You are only six, so I
know you can't understand
what all the politics are
about. That’s okay. Some
day, you will. In time, you'll
read how these former Cu­
bans, who are abusing you,
instead of staying in Cuba
and fighting for freedom

like our ancestors did for
this country in 1776, they
turned tail and ran to Miami.
Once here, they began de­
manding that we Americans
fight their fight for them.

What did we do?
Something stupid! We

fought their fight for them!
We based our entire foreign
policy in this hemisphere on
one thing...eliminating Cas­
tro. We tried to assassinate
him. We sent “troops" to in­
vade at the Bay of Pigs. We
prevented medicine and
food from being shipped to
Cuba. When I was nearly
your age, we almost blew up
the world over Cuba and
Castro. Can you believe
that? We have become in­
sane as those ex-Cubans in
Miami!

And we've stayed that way
for forty years. We're still
whacked-out over Cuba.
Last year we fined an
American citizen S10.000
because he went down to
Cuba to tune pianos! It’s il­
legal in this “free" country
to travel there. Loopy, huh?
We’ve been driven crazy

I hope that whenyou're 18
and with your baseball lov­
ing daddy, long after Castro
and the Bushes and all this
nonsense is gone, maybe
you can comer back to
America on your own free
will. Our team, the Tigers
will still be in desperate
need of some good pitching.

From SS to OSS
1944-1954 - GERMANY I USA
By MARTIN A.LEE

The CIA's “original sin” dates
back to when it used a Nazi spy
network brimming with war crimi­
nals. The CIA protected this cast
of killers to ostensibly counter the
Soviet threat. The key player on

the German side of this unholy
alliance was Reinhard Gehlen,
Hitler’s top anti-Soviet spy. Ge­
hlen oversaw Germany’s military­
intelligence capabilities through­
out Eastern Europe and the
USSR.
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(It must be remembered that
USA, Britain, France were Allies
fighting German fascism-Editor)

As the war drew to a close, the
crafty Gehlen surmised that the
grand anti-fascist alliance would
not survive the peace. Gehlen
also recognized that the US intel­
ligence operations would be ill-
prepared to wage a very sus­
tained struggle against the USSR.

Gehlen then surrendered to a
USA's Army counter-intelligence
Corps team on March 22, 1945.
He offered US to share the vast
espionage archive on the USSR.
He also offered to activate all of
the underground army of battle-
hardened anti-Communists that
were left in Eastern Europe.

Although the ink had hardly
dried on the Yalta Agreement of
Churchill, Roosevelt and Stalin
which required the US to give the
Soviets all the captured German
officers who had been involved in
“Eastern area activities" Gehlen
was immediately transferred to
Fort Hunt, Virginia, USA.

During his 10 months at USA's
Fort Hunt, Gehlen presented a
professional image of a pure
technician who liked nothing bet­
ter than to immerse himself in
maps, flow-charts and statistics.
Allen Dulles, Head of US Office of
Strategic Services (OSS) and fu­
ture CIA director, became of Ge-
hlen's biggest post-war boosters.

With a mandate to continue
gathering information of a former
ally against Hitler and also to
gather information across Eastern
Europe as he had been doing for
Hitler, Gehlen re-restablished his
spy organization, initially under
US Army supervision. The Gehlen
“Org" as it was called, enlisted
thousands of German Gestapo,
Wehrmacht and SS veterans.

Such senior bureaucrats who

administered the Holocaust were
welcomed into this Organization.
Alois Brunner, Adolph Eichmann's
right-hand man found gainful
employment, courtesy of Gehlen
and the CIA.

US officials knew the people
that they were subsidizing with
dollars had committed horrible
WW II crimes against humanity,
but these atrocities were over­
looked as the US sponsored anti­
Communist crusade gained mo­
mentum. Through Gehlen, the CIA
has access to former leaders of
virtually every Nazi puppet re­
gime, from Byelorussia in the
north to the Black Sea, as well as
rogue gallery of Waffen SS fanat­
ics.

Working within the CIA in the
late 1940's, Gehlen Nazi-infested
spy apparatus functioned as
America's secret eyes and ears in
Central Europe and USSR. Under
CIA’s auspices, and later as head
of the West German secret serv­
ice (BND) Gehlen influenced US
policy towards the Soviet Union.
This Gehlen Org played a major
role in NATO also, by supplying
over two-thirds of raw intelligence
on the Warsaw Pact countries.

The CIA loved Gehlen, said
James Critchfield who worked
with Gehlen daily for eight years
“because he always fed us what
we wanted to hear. It was a
hyped-up Russian bogeyman junk
and it did a lot of damage to that
country."

Gehlen exaggerated the so-
called Soviet threat and he fos­
tered paranoia in the West, to­
gether with the goading of the
CIA. Gehlen theory was that the
colder the Cold War got, the more
political space for Hitler’s heirs.

While Gehlen catered to the
CIA’s anti-Communist cravings,
his Org became a life raft for le­
gions of Hitler’s SS henchmen to
escape their crimes and resettle
them safety in post-war world.
Third Reich expatriates and fas­
cist collaborators found jobs as
“security advisers’ in the Middle
East and Latin America, where
they organized “death squads"
which persists till now as an en­
during legacy.

Brigadier Gehlen worked in
many secret organizations:

'Stepan Bandera's “B" faction in
Ukraine
'Romania's Iron Guard
'The Ustachis of Yugoslavia
'The Vanagis of Latvia
'General Vlasov’s Army in Russia

We should note that Gehlen Org
initially had an immediate staff of
150 agents. Hundreds of German
army and SS officers were re­
leased by US from internment
camps to join the Gehlen Organi­
zation at his headquarters in US
German Occupation Zone Spes­
sart Mountains.

Then, when staff reached 3,000
fully paid officers by USA taxpay­
ers money, he moved to Munich
under the cover name of South
German Industrial Development
Organization. By early 1950’s the
Organization employed 4,000 in­
telligence specialists and more
than 4,000 undercover agents
who were active throughout the
Eastern Europe countries.

Under the “Operation Sunrise’
over 5,000 anti-Communist East
Europeans, Ukrainians and Rus­
sians were trained in Germany
already in 1946 under the com­
mand of SS General Burckhardi.
They supported the Ukrainian na­
tionalist movement, amongst oth­
ers in sabotage, murder and in­
dustrial sabotage. In Ukraine the
Soviets were able to liquidate
most of this Bandrera gangs only
in 1956.

THE VATICAN RATLINES
The Roman Catholic Church

through the Vatican guided over
30,000 Nazi's to sanctuary in the
USA, Canada, Britain, Australia,
New Zealanf and South America.
These included war criminals like
Klaus Barbie, Alois Brunner, Adolf
Eichmann, Joseph Mengele, Mar­
tin Bormann and others. The en­
tire Waffen SS Division of 8000
men of the SS Galician Ukrainian
nationalists were smuggled to
England and given “free settler’
status.

With thanks to
‘Press for Conversion’ -
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Regarding my article on China
in the previous issue of NSC, I
seem to have been blamed for
skirting the issue of supplies by
USSR to Vietnam. The reason
that I skirted this issue is very
simple. 1 have not heard this alle­
gation before and have my doubts
about its veracity. From what
source material do you conclude
that China prevented the USSR
from supplying Vietnam through
its territory?

If I assume for the sake of ar­
gument that this allegation is 

completely true, however, it is not
strictly relevant to my thesis that
the CPC was essentially a Marx­
ist-Leninist Party to begin with,
not a left-nationalist party. After
all, this happened (allegedly) af­
ter 1965, when it was clear for
other reasons (e.g. calling USSR
"social imperialist” and also
"state capitalist" and later col­
laborating with president Nixon of
USA) that Mao's ideology and that
of the CPC leadership degener­
ated. It is of no relevance to the
ciass character and ideological
character of the CPC during the
1920s to mid 1960s period.

I concur that from the 1970s
onward, if not even slightly ear­
lier, CPC was a revisionist party,

just as the CPSU was from mid-
1950s onward. I disagree with you
in making no direct distinction
between revisionism and imperial­
ism. China and USSR were both
revisionist by this time, but the
USSR did not collaborate with the
imperialists until the Gorbachev
era, and China's collaboration
with imperialism was limited. Re­
visionism is certainly the tool of
imperialism, but fear of popular
rebellion for a time kept the revi­
sionists of China and the Soviet
Union from acting in an objec­
tively pro-imperialist manner. We
can see for example, that well
into the 1980s, the Soviet Union
was providing support for anti­
imperialist struggles in Cuba, An­
gola, El Salvador, Palestine and
Afghanistan.
