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The demands were for an 8-hour
working day and other measures
agreed upon by the Congress.

The third event, was the first
celebration of May Day in 1890.
In many countries the demonstra­
tions were so extremely success­
ful that workers' organizations
decided to mark this day every
year with mass demonstrations.

At first this was celebrated in a
few Western European countries
and the United States. The Rus­
sian workers then brought a spe­
cial revolutionary spirit to it. As
the working class grew all over
the world, May Day became an
increasingly broad holiday.

The slogans carried on May
Day demonstrations reflected na­
tional, regional and international 

issues.
In today’s world, going into the

next century, the bourgeoisie, in
order to dispel the danger of a
united working class, have man­
aged to delude the meaning of
May Day by getting under their
wing many of the trade union
leaders in order to prevent real
solidarity of all the workers, both
nationally and also internation­
ally. This unfortunate schism in
the working class is detrimental
to the unified actions of the work­
ers. Infused into the trade union
movement is the question of di­
vide and rule, opportunism, so­
cial-democracy cooperation with
the caoitalist class.

Imperialism has now practically
conquered the world markets for

May Day is perhaps the most
popular holiday that is marked
internationally. This holiday tran­
scends national borders and is
celebrated practically all over the
world. There are now only a few
countries in which this holiday is
illegal.

This holiday was marked from
the ancient times as probably a
Spring Festival. During the days
of the Roman Empire this holiday
was in great honor of the goddess
Flora. In later centuries other na­
tions followed this Roman custom
and celebrated May 1.

This tradition is maintained
now, but it was only 110 years
ago that May 1 became the holi-

day of workers’ international soli­
darity, a worldwide festival of la­
bor.

May day originated from three
events at least.

The first of these started with
a major strike of American work­
ing class during which the police
opened fire on the demonstrators
in Chicago, USA. This also in­
cludes the tragic events at the
Haymarket Square and the bloody
execution of many innocent work­
ers, which caused a wave of pro­
tests all over the world.

The second event was the de­
cision of the International Social­
ist Congress which was held in
July, 1889 in Paris, France, to
hold international demonstrations
of working peoples in all coun­
tries on May 1 of the next year.



US multinational corporations and
through all the economic methods
uproots its industries and settles
into countries where exploitation
becomes rampant, with the non­
union cheap labor and horrible­
like working conditions. The main
world trade union federations in
the USA are working in most
cases (there are exceptions to
the rule of course) hand in glove
with the US corporations. Hardly
is there any political demands by
the AFL-CIO to curb the powers
of the monopolies in their own
country or in other countries of
the world where this US inspired
Global Economy is rampant.

In many capitalist countries of
the world the bourgeoisie has
managed to dispel with May Day
and instead has relegated it to
early September and then called it
“Labor Day. The whole meaning
of May Day as international soli­
darity of all the workers is thus
brushed aside and thrown out of
the minds of the workers. As we
said, their ARE exceptions to the
rule.

We feel that it is time that the
international working class united
all of its efforts against the world
gendarme in order to help their
brothers and sisters to defend
themselves from super exploita­
tion by world imperialism, headed
by US/NATO exploiters!

Isn’t it time that there existed
a genuine pro-labor International
Federation willing to struggle and
fight against oppression of the
workers, not only in their own
country but also internationally?

Isn’t it time also for the pro­
gressive movements to unite their
efforts and thus help to lead the
working class towards eliminating
all exploitation and organize the
working class for their liberation
from capitalism and onwards to­
wards Socialism?

Since the temporary demise of
the Soviet Union there were held
scores of congresses, seminars,

For those of you who see the
world as our grandparents did
in the 1930’s, take heart: all of
the people who criticize you
for your views won’t know a
thing about it until their stock
portfolios take a nose dive
The realist and the historically
astute know exactly what I’m
here talking about, however. A
Geoff Metcalf story published

■ in World Wide Daily Internet
just lately lends further proof
and explanation.

The world of the 1930’s was
on a great collision course.
Nazi Germany, under the spell
and leadership of Adolph Hit­
ler and his Nationalist Social­
ist Parly was hell-bent on rul­
ing the world and was making
very good progress towards
that goal. As the U.S. agonized
in the throes of the Great De­
pression, Germany was becom­
ing much stronger and Ameri­
cans were all oblivious to the
evil brewing a half a world
away in Europe and also in
Asia. Worse, Germans were
also largely oblivious to the
inherently evil intentions of
Hitler - this is due largely to
the guy named Dr. Joseph
Goebbels, liemaster extraordi­
naire, who was busy whipping
up on Poles, Jews, Czechs and
mainly Russians to “prepare”
the German people for the
coming onslaught and destruc­
tion that would destroy them
within a half decade. Using the
state-controlled German media,
Goebbels and Hitler were able
to very successfully convince
not just ordinary Germans but
much ol the rest of the world
that “injustices ” against Berlin
were all being committed on a
daily basis by the “dirty”
peoples of Jewish and Slavic
heritage.

Something must be done to
"protect ourselves” very soon
against this threat; and any­
way, those Sudetan Germans
living in the near-abroad were
becoming very “frantic” to be
“reunited with the German
Fatherland. ”

So, what does any of this
have to do with the American
CNN? Good question. If you
read Metcalf’s report - and you
should - two possible conclu­
sions by you should have been
reached.

If you’re a student of his­
tory, lights should have gone
off in your head because what
CNN and the US military are
doing is very reminiscent of
those dark days in Germany in
the 1930’s and 1940’s, when
Goebbels kept the masses igno­
rant and misinformed.

If you’re not a student of

If, somehow after you
read Metcalfe’s report you still
think that all the major media
players like CNN are “fair”
and “unbiased" and “very honest"
in the way they present the
news, you’re hopeless. Inter­
estingly, think about it --- that
concept of - “presenting the
news” - is revealing in and of 

itself. Goebbels “presented the
news" to the German people;
the Fascist German press did
not “report” it.

Now we know that - at least
when it comes to military ad­
ventures that are now likely
less than popular with the
American people... the media
giant,' CNN, with Uncle Sam’s
help, is also “presenting the
news” rather then reporting it.
Just like Goebbels.
*if you still believe all the
“polls" showing “support" for
NATO's attack on Yugoslavia
and our “peacekeeping role" in
Kosovo
*if you still believe NATO, is
completely innocent of com­
mitting war crimes exactly like
those blamed on Slobodan Mi­
losevic
*if you still believe the ethnic
Albanians are the real victims
here
*if you still believe President
Bill Clinton, Sen. John McCain
and others when they tell you
that America “has a right and
a moral obligation" to bomb
the hell out of innocent people
who do not threaten our secu­
rity, our survival or even our
way of life.

So, you still believe the
CNN? If you really do, then
you would also have believed
Dr. Joseph Goebbels!

We publish the following, by the
gigantic Afro-American intellec­
tual, Dr.W.E.B. Dubois who pio­
neered in the long and relentless
struggles in the United States for
the rights of his people against
lynching, impoverishment,
"slavocracy" and intellectual dep­
rivation in the “white" (read
“capitalist”) world of the Afro-
American people.
We find it most moving that this
towering figure in those struggles,
found it his task to pay such
tribute to the Georgian Commu­
nist and Soviet leader Joseph
Vissarionovich Djugashvili
(Stalin) short weeks after his
death. It was significant then, as
it is now, primarily because Dr.
Dubois anticipated and "called the
shots” of what was later to be­
come a massive world-wide
"demonization" of Stalin.. Un­
questionably that "demonization"
was the vile product of capitalist
elements who hated the very
thought of socialism with undying
visceral hatred.

In addition they became the
inheritors of the Nazi program of
destruction of the Soviet Union
and its people. Some will suggest
that Dr. Dubois wrote this tribute
to Stalin before he "knew" of the
alleged "crimes" laid at Stalin’s
door. We suggest that regardless
of such despicable allegations,
never proven, but always ad­
vanced by the enemies of the
people, the USSR and Social­
ism...the truth is emerging. Dr.
Dubois's 47 years old eulogy is
both a tribute that remains rock­
solid in a sea of lies and an im­
perative for the return of Social­
ism to the Soviet people.

Joseph Stalin was a very great
man, and few other men of the
20th century approached his stat­
ure. He was simple, calm and
courageous. He seldom lost his
poise; he pondered his problems
slowly, made his decisions clearly
and firmly; never yielded to os­
tentation nor coyly refrained from
holding his rightful place and with
dignity. He was the son of a serf,
but stood calmly before the great
without hesitation or nerves. But
also - and this was the highest
proof of his greatness - he knew
the common man, felt his prob­
lems, followed his fate.

Stalin was not a man of con­
ventional learning; he was much
more than that: he was a man
who thought deeply, read under­
standing^ and listened to wis­
dom, no matter whence it came.
He was attacked and slandered
as few men of power have been;
yet he seldom lost his courtesy
and balance; nor did he let at­
tacks drive him from his convic­
tions nor induce him to surrender
positions which he knew were
correct. As one of the despised
minorities of man, he first set
Russia on the road to conquer
race prejudice and make one na­
tion out of its 140 groups without
destroying their individuality.

His judgment of men was pro­
found. He very early saw through
flamboyance and exhibitionism of
Trotsky, who fooled the world,
and especially in America. The
whole ill-bred and insulting atti­
tude of Liberals in the U. S. today
began with our naive acceptance
of Trotsky's magnificent lying
propaganda, which he carried
around the world. Against it, Sta­
lin stood like a rock and moved
neither right or left, as he contin­
ued to advance toward a real so­
cialism instead of the sham Trot­
sky offered.

Three great decisions faced
Stalin in power and he met them
magnificently: first, the problem
of the peasants, then the West
European attack, and last, the
Second World War. The poor
Russian peasant was the lowest
victim of Czarism, capitalism and
the Orthodox Church. He surren­

dered the Little White Father
easily; he turned less readily but
perceptibly from his icons: but his
kulaks clung tenaciously to capi­
talism and were near wrecking the
revolution when Stalin risked a
second revolution and drove out
the rural bloodsuckers.

Then came intervention, the
continuing threat of attack by all
nations, halted by the Depres­
sion, only to be re-opened by
Hitlerism. It was he, Stalin who
steered the Soviet Union between
Scylla and Chatybdid: Western
Europe and the U.S. were willing
to betray her to fascism, and then
had to beg her aid in the Second
World War. A lesser man than
Stalin would have had demanded
vengeance for Munich, but he had
the wisdom, to ask only justice for
his fatherland. This Roosevelt 

granted but Churchill held back.
The British Empire proposed first
to save itself in Africa and south­
ern Europe, while Hitler smashed
the Soviets.

The Second Front dawdled, but
Stalin pressed steadily and unfal­
teringly ahead. He risked the ut­
ter ruin of socialism in order to
smash the dictatorship of Hitler
and Mussolini. After Stalingrad
the Western World did not know
whether to weep or applaud. The
cost of victory to the Soviet Union
was extremely frightful. To this
date the outside world has no
dream of the hurt, the losses and
the sacrificed. For his calm, stern
leadership here, if nowhere else,
arises the deep worship of Stalin
by the people of all Russia.

Then came the problem of
Peace. Hard as this was to
Europe and America, it was far
harder to Stalin and the Soviets.
The conventional rulers of the
world hated and feared them and
would have been only too willing
to see the utter failure of this at­
tempt at socialism. At the same
time the fear of Japan and Asia
was also real. Diplomacy therefor i
took hold and Stalin was picked
as the victim. He was called in
conference with British Imperial­
ism, represented by its trained
and well-fed aristocracy; and with
the vast wealth and potential
power of America represented by
its most liberal leader in a half
century.

Here Stalin showed his real
greatness. He neither cringed nor
strutted. He never presumed, he
never ever surrendered. He asked
neither adulation nor vengeance.
He gained the friendship of Roo­
sevelt and the respect of Chur­
chill. He was very reasonable and
conciliatory. But on points what
he deemed essential, he was in­
flexible. He was willing to resur­
rect the League of Nations, which
had insulted the Soviets. He was
willing to declare war and fight
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Japan, even though Japan was
then no menace to the Soviet
Union, and might be death to the
British Empire and also to Ameri­
can trade. But on two points Sta­
lin was adamant: Clemenceau's
“Cordon Sanitaire” must be re­
turned to the Soviets, whence it 

was stolen as a threat. The Bal­
kans were not to be left helpless
before Western exploitation for
the benefit of land monopoly. The
workers and peasants there had
to have their say.

Such was the man who lies
dead, still the butt of noisy jack­

As a result of the temporary

The present regime instigates
conflicts, such as in Chechniya
and in other regions of former
Soviet Union.

Under the forceful dictates
of IMF who do not and will not
allow any competition from the
Russian or others against their
monopoly, so that already the
built-up Russian monopolies
are being dismantled and sold
off to all foreign ownership or
made into smaller entities, thus
not in any position to compete
with any of the Western impe­
rialist monopolies.

This policy has produced an
immense crisis in the economy.
The situation is such that the
top bourgeois echelons are
afraid of the potential revolt of
the people and thus are forcing
them into promoting chauvin­
ism and authoritism

Following the dictates of
Western imperialism and, hid­
ing these facts under the label
of "defense reforms” the pres-

als and of the ill-bred and studied
insults; he was forced to make
bitter decisions on his own re­
sponsibility.

Stalinism, different revision­
isms and chauvinism of all ilk,
all fighting against the Bol-
shevization of the communist
movements.

In Russia, the main danger is
the opportunism of the CPRF,
which is in actuality a social-
democratic party - but is one
of the largest parties in Russia,
and also the opportunist parties
that are members of the Union
of Communist Parties-CPSU.

As at the beginning of the
20th century, the weakest link
in the world capitalist system
was Russia then and now.

In order to try and patch-up
some sort of economic unity in
all of the former territory of
the USSR, the present bour­
geoisie has initiated the proc­
ess of economic integration.

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STATEMENT ON RUSSIAN ELECTION BY
(Russian Communist
Workers Party)

The forecasts of the CC Russian
Communist Workers Party Plenum
on the possibility of the CPRF
candidate being defeated in the
first round of the Presidential
Election has now become a real­
ity. The idea of a State system
and of non-class patriotism, these
bourgeois delimiting ideas instead
of the needed proletarian inter­
nationalism and the power of the
Soviets as the highest form of the
organization for a modern, con­
temporary civilized state, were
easily taken away from Zyuganov
by the candidate Vladimir Putin.
Gennady Zyuganov (CPRF presi­
dential candidate) had haughtily
rejected the tactical proposal to
organize a United Front for an
election boycott by all the oppo­
sition forces. The boycott was the
only correct Marxist response to
the forced option of the non­
alternative elections, which had
been induced by the regime after
the combined Yeltsin-Putin per­
mutation. The boycott would have
cut Vladimir Putin’s administra-
tional resources; it would buy
some time and cause the succes­
sor's real image to be unveiled to
all the people. The boycott would
have given the CPRF an oppor­
tunity to unite all of the opposi­
tion forces in defense, in order to
pass to the offensive soon after­
wards, for the first time, not in
words but in deeds.

The boycott was real but Gen­
nady Zyuganov refused to inten­
sify the struggle and has in effect
helped V. Putin to the presidency.

G. Zyuanov, as leader of the
Communist Party of Russian Fed­
eration (CPRF) is under a great
burden for his past losses and
serious mistakes. The absence of
political will from the leadership

of the CPRF and their incapability
to make non-standard moves in
present politics, helped to solid­
ify the present situation

The trust of the people who
share the views of the rebirth of
Soviet Russia headed by Com­
munists, is being undermined by
the CPRF leadership's unprinci­
pled policies, and as a result of
which, the collapse became inevi­
table of the organized People’s
Patriotic Union of Russia (NPSR)
when they put forward a number
of candidates in order to help the
present Russian regime, such as
G.Zyuganov, S.Govorukhin, Alex­
ander Tuleev and A.Podberiozkin.

Today there is constantly a
never-ending public media at­
tacks against J.V.Stalin, but it
has ceased to make gains for
the bourgeoisie. “Joseph Stalin
knew, what is needed, knew 

what the Soviet Union needed.
He talked also like his Soviet
Red Army, - accurately and
straightforward... he has in­
spired in us hope and total be­
lief, that the USSR shall stop
the German attacks and sur­
vive.” wrote about Stalin the
well known American politi­
cian Harry Hopkins.

But the world and our media
keeps on churning falsehoods
about tens of millions in the
Gulags. Even though all these
figures are known through the
archival materials by all the
world, that from 1921-1953,
that is for 32 years, there was
sentenced close to 4,060,000
people, from them there were
790,000 jailed for long sen­
tences, while others were sen­
tenced to death for crimes
against the Soviet Union,
working for foreign agencies
and internal enemies, trying to
revert USSR back to capital­
ism. These facts, this proof of
the crimes and traitorous ac­
tivities by these enemies arc
glossed over. They also do not
draw the proper conclusion as
to why these elements acti­
vated their murder, sabotage,
and deals with German fas­
cism...just on the eve of the
outbreak of the Second World
War! Thus the Soviet Union
was saved from this Fifth Col­
umn that Hitler’s Germany and
the Western powers were de­
pending upon.

The problems and situations
at that time were very com­
plex. J.V. Stalin at the Febru­
ary-March Plenum of the CC
ACP(B) in 1937 spoke: "...The
strength of these present di-
versionists and traitors is the
fact, that in their pockets there
are Party Cards. The very
blind weakness of our people
is in believing everyone that
carries a Party Card... ”

But this is from the histori­
cal period of 1937 and we for­
got about that. The contempo­
rary high-ranking former party
card holders such as Yakovlev,
Gorbachev, also Yeltsin, Putin,

Krawchuk, Kuchma and their
ilk were all leaders in the top
government and state appara­
tus...getting there with their
concealed aims and a party
card.

What concerns all of the
people who were rehabilitated,
this process started already in
January of 1938. At that time
there appeared the Resolution
of the Plenum of CC ACP(B)
about....

In a party of Bolsheviks there
were no secrets from the peo­
ple, and in this they did not
feel scared to correct the mis­
takes that were made.

Here is just an excerpt from
this very important document.
which was and is hidden from
the public after 1953:

“The Plenum of CC ACP(B)
feels that it is imperative to
show the party organizations
and its leaders that, they did a
great task of cleansing the
party of Trotskyiets and Right­
wing opportunists and agents
of Fascism, but they allowed
serious mistakes to be made
during this important work,
mixing up the struggle against
agents, demagogues, spies and
hidden enemies...

It came to our attention of
many facts, when party organi­
zations, without any shred of
real evidence, without any
cause expelled honest commu­
nist members, forced them to
be fired from even their place
of work and called them ene­
mies of the people and behaved
in a very autocratic manner...

The Plenum of CC ACP(B)
believes that this phenomena is
amongst some party organiza­
tions, because in very many 
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party organizations we have
not managed to clean out ca-
reerists-communists, who are
trying to exclude from all the
party ranks many honest and
dedicated Communists and in
this way, try to make a career
for themselves as the very top
“cleansers” of the party and
thus in this way eliminate and
sow discord among the dedi­
cated Bolsheviks- Communists,
which serves these opportun­
ists well, since they are the
hidden enemies of the state...

An example here is what.
transpired in the Kiev Regional
party of CP(B)U, the enemy of
the people Kudriavcov, at all
the party meetings always was
very provocative and con­
stantly asked questions such
as: “Have you ever written a
complaint against anyone?” As
a result of all this provocation
in Kiev there were sent thou­
sands of false accusations
against practically half of the
Kiev party organization mem­
bers, but at the end most of
them were false, provocative,
but this did manage to sow
misunderstanding, great con­
fusion and apathy amongst the
dedicated Communists...

All these facts show, that
many of our party organiza­
tions and their leadership were
not able to recognize and ex­
pose these hidden masked
enemies, trying by these accu­
sations against honest Com­
munists to fulfill their hidden
agenda--- this is in the first
place, and secondly--- all of
these hidden enemies through
this tactic of repressing inno­
cent people - Was meant to
decimate the ranks of the Bol­
shevik cadres, and also to sow
dissension and confusion in
our ranks....

In this way, already at the
beginning of year 1938 the CC

This all went towards the
complete trust, dedication and
great heroism shown during the
Great Patriotic War where the
moral of all the people and the
party was great and it was al­
ways the battle cry of the Red
Army during attacks against
German fascism...

Freedom for
Anti-Fascist
Heroes in
Latvia

Vasili M. Kononov was born in
1924 in Mali Bali, a small
Latvian village in the region of
Latgalia, which was the poor­
est and backward region in
bourgeois Latvia. The peasants
were forced to work for Kulaks
(very rich landowners) and
their class consciousness de­
veloped, not from books but
from hard life under capital­
ism.

In 1940 there was no ques­
tion for Vasili Kononov and
most other poor peasants as to
whether to support the Soviet
power or fight against it. The
landowners land passed over to
the hands of the peasantry. The
poor peasants for the first time
had access to schools and col­
leges. Illiteracy was then fi­
nally liquidated.

When the Nazis occupied the
Baltic’s and with the help of
their bloody collaborators, who
were recruited from local na­
tionalists and former landown­
ers, Vasili Kononov and his
comrades fled to the forests
and began a guerrilla warfare
against the German Nazis and
local Fascists until the Soviet
Red Army liberated the Baltic
countries. The Latvian parti­
sans hit hard at positions of
the Fascists troops, disrupted
railway communications, de­
fended the civilian population
from the violence of the Nazi
occupiers and saved many Jews
and Gypsies from extermina­
tion. The Latvian section of
the German SS recruited local
youth, but at the same time the
partisan resistance won over
lots of youth who refused to
join the Fascist German SS.
There were many agents and
provocateurs who joined the
partisan movement and these
agents-provocateurs were very
severely punished by the Lat­
vian red partisans. Some were
expelled from the partisan de­
tachments and some were exe­
cuted for carrying out murder­
ous actions against the popu­
lation as agents of the SS, in
order to cast blame on the anti­
fascist partisan movement.

The present bourgeois gov­
ernment has made an accusa­
tion against the patriot Vasili
Makarovitch Kononov which
arc based on falsified charges,
and unforgivable slander and
trumped-up charges, because 
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the partisans liquidated a de­
tachment of Latvian SS traitors
in the life and death struggle
against German fascism. The
present Latvian bourgeois re­
gime is trying to discredit the
glorious Red Partisan move­
ment- 55 years after the defeat
of fascism.

Hitlerites in conjunction
with traitors in many countries
formed many fake partisan de­
tachments made up of criminal
elements who daily terrorized
the population and thus cast
the blame on the patriots who
were dying in fighting fascism.
Thus, the present Latvian re­
gime is following in the foot­
steps of Hitler Fascists.

The bourgeois-Fascists of
Latvia have sentenced Vasili
Kononov to 6 years in jail, but
they failed to demoralized this

fighter.
These tactics are used by the

present Latvian regime against
also the former Soviet Security
Forces who were in the front
lines to clear the territory of
Latvia from the fascist hordes.

Unfortunately all my well
thought ‘meteorological prog­
nosis’ proposed for last Octo­
ber (1999) the last month of
the campaign for the seats in
the Georgian Parliament, had
proved to be absolutely true.

The election were held on
last October 31 and they re­
sulted in no seats for the po­
litical left election bloc... “77te
United Communist Party of
Georgia (Stalinist) and the
Union of Working People”. If
you want to know why the bloc
met with failure, you are wel­
come to the following analyti­
cal material (printed in the
newspaper “Zarya Vostcka ,

111,2000 -pages 1-3, under the
heading of 'The results of the
elections to the Parliament of
Georgia ’).

The party in power ‘was at
the head of the poll’. The
forces, the persons who had
robbed most of all, had become
very rich at the expense of the
people’s misfortune and had
abstained from nothing, violat­
ing not only the laws but also
the common ethic standards of
human intercourse, resorted in
sight of the whole community
to much violence, intimidation,
physical insult, total graft and
total falsification. The upper 

hand was gained by the forces
which followed the firm direc­
tions of Mr. Shevcrnadze: par­
ticipating in the election of the
political parties which have no
money, makes no sense at all
and to be a candidate for the
post of the country’s president
without possessing capital is
sheer madness. This is the
credo of the present Georgian
power. It has been known for a
long time as a credo of the
capitalist bourgeois democ­
racy. We know about it from
the textbooks, but now unfor­
tunately we learned in practice
about the charms of bourgeois
democracy of the worst type.

Great support in gaining the
victory was lent to the Presi­
dent and his team by the lead­
ers of all Western countries,
the financial bosses in the first
place. But not without reason
when just as usual they (the
West) encouraged by the USA
in September of 1999. when
these Western world bosses
publicly declared that the
Western countries are very be­
holden to Mr.Shevcrnadze. So,
they pay for the break-up of
the USSR, for the break-down
of Georgia and for the war in
the Caucasus. Having heard in
the press that 'the world is be­
holden to Mr. Shevernadze’, in
October of 1999 he received
the most incentive from Ger­
many. Mr. Shevernadze is tir-
essly admired for his activities
in all of the many spheres of
‘democratization’ of the coun­
try and for the reforms carried
out in it. He is praised by all
of the Western presidents and
heads of the countries. They
sent him many telegrams of
congratulations without even
waiting for the election results
to be announced. The citizens
of Georgia are indignant with
Mr. Shevernadze and damn him
as they are in an unbearable
living conditions.

The ‘victory’ was gained by
Mr. Shevernadze and his team
through falsification in which
the present Georgian power is 
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very experienced. Many peo­
ple, including foreign observ­
ers, noticed and marked all the
infringements in the election
process. But the parliamentary
elections were more or less
correctly estimated by Mr. Pe­
ter Anderson, the director of
the (The Borda Institute and
which was fully printed in the
Georgian newspaper “Akhali
Taoba" #306, Nov.6,1999} He
openly declared that the nu­
merous infringements had been
allowed during the course of
the elections, mostly in the
outlying districts of the coun­
try, i.e. in the towns and the
regions.

Tbilisi differed from the
outlying districts of the coun­
try in the infringements made
through many tricks. "Strong
parties took their electoral top
vote in all of the election dis­
tricts.” The organic law itself
is no good. “The election sys­
tem itself is faulty- 'supporters
and opponents' is already a
system of conflict, and it will
never lead to democracy be­
cause under such a system we
deal with illegal dictatorship"
“The parliamentary election in
Georgia -that were held on
October 31,1999 was very un­
democratic”- concludes Mr.
Peter Amerson.

It is widely known that a
real hunt after the Communists
and the patriots has been car­
ried out for a long time by the
President and the government.
The president has repeatedly
and abusively labeled our party
and our movement for the last
five years. Shevcrnadze him­
self set the police bodies on
us, demanding that the General
Prosecutor and other law bod­
ies “investigate the lawfulness
of the activities of the UCP
(United Communist Party) of
Georgia”. In 1998. after an act
of terrorism, having not inves­
tigated as to who was guilty of
that terroristic act, the presi­
dent and then the Security
Minister demanded that the
UCPG be banned, claiming it 

to be “the fifth column fi­
nanced by reactionary forces
of Russia”. A wave of sum­
monses ‘invitations’, interro­
gations and warnings on the
part of the Security Service
bodies. Then there quickly be­
gan searches, arrests and mass
media publications of material
on everything and telephone
conversations plus other fabri­
cations. The scare campaign by
the security bodies plus arrests
of the leaders of the UCPG and
the Peoples’ Patriotic Union of
Georgia were done just before
the elections, as a very sizable

On December 2 1 workers of all
the world and continents hon­
oured the 1 20lh Anniversary of
the birth of J.V.Stalin.

A well known Soviet writer
Yuri Bondarev, appearing on
December 21,1998 in the daily
“Tomorrow-Zavtra”, wrote: “ I
am not as Stalinist, but I am a
Stalinels! The word “Stalinist"
was coined by people who
were very bitter enemies oi
J.V. Stalin. I am a Stalinels -
because I feel certain that I
shall not be beaten in my de­
votion, that Stalin - he is a
historical figure in the annals
of history there is no one that
can come near him in stature
and accomplishments. Not even
Alexander of Macedonia, not
Kaiser or even USA’s Roose­
velt cannot be equal to Joseph
Stalin...when 1 think of this 

great figure, 1 come to the
conclusion, that people like
Stalin, arc born only once in a
thousand years”. (Workers-
Farmers Pravda", til 2,1999)

Without doubt, “to rehabili­
tate Stalin in the eyes of some
people, is useless.

We have to remember that
the dismemberment of lh£_ So­
viet Union started with anti-.
Stalinism! Anti-Slalinism ful­
filled its role of undermining
our belief in our ideals. Today,
it is its aim to undermine and 
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also liquidate all of the com­
munist parties in the world.
This is the main weapon of the
world bourgeoisie in their total
struggle for ruling the world.
We must explain to all people,
and mostly to the young gen­
eration, about the glorious path
and the victories of the Soviet
people in the realm of socialist
and communist construction.

Only in 1945 did the most
horrific world war end with
fascism, and our country was
in unbelievable ruins. But in
the atmosphere of international
intrigues and sabotage by im­
perialism in the economic and
political spheres, we were re­
building at an enormous pace
our tremendously ruined Moth­
erland. Already in 1948 the
tempo and the gains of our re­
covery reached quickly the
pre-war levels. In all spheres
on production we gained mo­
mentum with 100% and some­
times even 200% in some sec­
tors of our economy.

But today our economy is in
ruin. By the end of 1990’s
Ukraine was in the first place
in industrial and agricultural
production per capita of popu­
lation. The material and cul­
tural level for our people, no
matter who tries to obscure
this fact , was very high. In the
production of all grains, milk,
sugar, and all other agricul­
tural products, we were at the
top with other Western devel­
oped capitalist countries.

For the last 10 years on our
land there were no wars or
even earthquakes. Everything
seemed in order and in peace.
But why are most of the facto­
ries and most enterprises
standing still?

STATEPOWER”
“Democracy and State Power”
- that is how a radio program
is named over the Ukrainian
language radio broadcasts of
American owned station called
“Svoboda-Freedom”. Over the
airwaves every single day this
Western sponsored and also
directed radio program states
what kind of “democracy" was
brought by the present bour­
geois - nationalist putsch of
August 1991.

At the beginning of March,
eleven fascist minded young
people occupied the building
where the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of
Ukraine has offices in, they
then proceeded to fulfill their
pogrom and announced that
they will burn the building and
themselves unless their staled
demands arc met. There is an
old proverb which says: "What
is in a sober mind, is always
on the tongue of a drunkard".
These present day Ukrainian’s
nationalist youngsters spilled
the beans of their elder provo­
cateurs who arc planning a
fascist- revolution. Their de­
mands were: (1) Banish the

These were just part of the na­
tionalist infantry attempts, but
behind them there is waiting
the heavy artillery, well pre­
pared to again have an anti­
Communist putsch, all choreo­
graphed by Mr. Kuchma whose
policies that are now followed
brought on this attempt.

The next attempt in this sce­
nario is to hold a “referendum ”
another step to solidify this
“democracy”. This referendum
was held last April...and if it is
successful, it shall give the
president extraordinary dicta­
torial power. The only people
in his way are the Communists.
Therefore, Kuchma is gung-ho
on liquidating all communist
parties and also all of the
movements... in one way or
another.

Whom does this so-called
“independent” Ukraine serve?
Ninety percent of the people
know fully well as to who
controls present “independent”
Ukraine.

The entourage surrounding
president Kuchma is composed
of “hungry cats” with whom
Kuchma, in all of his pre­
election programs, promised
to fight with! One of these
“cats”, named Bokui was made
head of the very large complex
“Ukraneftgas”. This large oil­
gas corporation produces prof­
its in millions of dollars, and
this Bokui has opened a bank
account in his wife’s name in
the USA. The piece of land he
purchased in Florida where his
mansion is being built, costs
over $6 million dollars, as was
confirmed by an American re­
searcher!

On one hand there’s a very
small percentage living in lux­
ury that makes Western capi­
talists green with envy, while
on the other hand, over 90% of 

the people arc in a terrible
economic state of hardships.

The terrible accidents hap­
pening in all the mines over
Ukraine due to safety neglects
are mounting, the latest was in
Krasnodon where 80 miners
lost their lives. In 1998 there
were 363 miners killed due to
unsafe working conditions. In
1997 there were 297 deaths. In
the first 3 months of this year
(2000) there were 190 deaths
in the mines of Ukraine. It is
so bad that it is not uncommon
that only one lamp has to serve
two or three miners. All these
deaths have solidified the min­
ers to demonstrate and picket
the administration. In 1998 the
miners were demonstrating in
one mine for over 6 months
because they did not get their
wages for 11 months.

There were many suicides by
miners and the back pay to
miners now has grown to over
2 billion Hriven.

This is how this present
“independent ” Ukraine looks
after the miners who risk their
lives daily. It is not uncom­
mon! for a miner who could not
feed his children, decides to
starve to death in order to
bring this situation to a head.
President Kuchma and his for­
eign advisors plan to close
more than 50% of all the coal
mines in Ukraine. What will
await these miners when this
economic strategy comes into
force?

The same fate awaits also the
collective farmers in Ukraine.
Kuchma signed a decree abol­
ishing all collective farms and
selling them into private hands
of the internal manipulators
and also to external owners.
This means that millions of
collective farm workers shall
be out of work and with no
personal finances to buy land
and equipment to farm the
land.

Because of this present
situation (much to the happi­
ness of the present bourgeois­
nationalist government) thou­

sands upon thousands of farm­
ers and workers arc forced to
go and find work in other
countries. Ukraine has already
lost over 1,000,000 workers,
mostly women who had to
leave their families to go into
other countries in order to feed
their families. Most of them
became induced into houses of
prostitution. The faith awaiting
the men is the same, who also
go across many borders hunt­
ing for work.

Some of the Ukrainian work­
ers, that are finding themselves
on Czech private farms are
forced to work absolutely
cheap and very hard. If the
Czech farmer-worker tics up
only 600 stacks of wheat on a
field, the Ukrainian immigrant
worker must produce over
1,200 stacks of wheat. They
have to fulfill this quota in 8
hours. If you did not meet this
quota, you did not get paid al
all for the work that you have
already done. It was even
common that for one month
these Ukrainian workers did
not get paid. These Ukrainian
workers had to daily scrounge
to pick up left-over wheat from
the field and try to cook it or
bake it. in order to eat.

Many of the Ukrainian work­
ers found themselves in Czech
jails, and were branded as
“illegals”. One Ukrainian
worker who gave an interview,
Michael Potapov, stated that
they worked as slaves, they
were scolded, sworn at, de­
rogatory remarks of chauvinist
nature were common and they
were all disappointed, because
they thought that things of this
sort never happened now, es­
pecially by brother Slavs.

This is the tragedy of all of
the former Soviet people, the
people who won a great victory
that saved the world from fas­
cism! This is the payment for
the present Ukrainian so-called
“freedom” and “democracy”,
and in abandoning socialism in
name of “building capitalism”. B
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Say “NO” to the Labour
Code of Slavery!
Statement by the Zashita Trade Union
By Rafael Martinez

The Russian Government now
prepares to hurry through the
Russian State Duma (Parliament)
its new barbarous anti-Labour
Code which will leave our working
class without legal methods of
struggle against the arbitrariness
of the new proprietors.

The governmental draft of the
Labour Code emancipates the
employers from the need to seek
the trade union's consent for
terminating the worker’s employ­
ment, or its approval of work
schedule and workplace regula­
tions. The New Labour Code ef­
fectively abolishes the 8-hour
work day and legal protection of
trade-union activists from the
bossed’ vengeance, legalizes un­
limited overtime work without
overtime pay, weaken the protec­
tion of working mothers with small
children.

The labour code that the ex­
ecutive committee of the ruling
class prepares now to impose on
the Russian workers, throws them
back to the times of Tsarist Rus­
sia.

The newly elected President
Putin has already announced at
the meeting with the deputies to
the State Duma that the govern­
ment’s Labour Code would be
sent to the Duma in the near fu­
ture and confidently predict that it
would be adopted.

If it is adopted, this Labour
Code will destroy the legal foun­
dations of trade union activities
at the enterprises, all legal ven­
ues for defending the rights of
workers. The Independent Work­
ers’ organizations - the Union
“Defense” ands others - capable
of combating the bourgeoisie will
be liquidated. But now this fight is
going to be much harder for us,
because the new State Duma is
more reactionary than the previ­
ous one.

We are preparing the All-

Russian action in defense of the
present Labour Code. In all likeli­
hood, it will take place in May
when the Government sends the
draft to the State Duma.

In a counter-action, I, as a
newly elected Deputy to the State
Duma, will introduce an alterna­
tive, trade union draft of the La­
bour Code which increases the
rights of workers.

The defense of the present
Labour Code will be the maim
direction of out struggle in the
near future.

In this struggle, we count very
much on the international support
from the Left and progressive
forces in general. This support
may include spreading truthful
information about this assault on
the rights of the working class
people in the mass media and
over the Internet, sending faxes
and cables to the Russian gov­
ernment and State Duma depu­
ties, picketing Russian Embassies
and Consulates.

If the government meets with a
serious internal and international
resistance to its lanti-labour leg­
islation, there is a good chance to
fend off this vicious attack of the
Russian bourgeoisie.

I am asking all of our foreign
comrades, labour unions, left and
progressive organizations to let
us know whether we can count on
your help. We are working on
making available all the materials
pertaining to the new about legis­
lation shortly.

ARRESTED
KAZAKHSTAN

On April 6 in Alma Ata the
leader of the Kazakhstan Work­
ers’ Movement, Madel Ismailov
was arrested again. He was then
charged with organizing an illegal
meeting of workers on January
30th of this year. This meeting
was organized in order to protest
against the anti-worker's policy of
the Kazakh government and its
plans to institute social and eco­
nomic reforms that will make the
already miserable life of millions
of Kazakhstan workers absolutely
impossible. It was a very peaceful
rally, but the police assaulted the
demonstration and tried to arrest
Ismailov. The leader of the Work­
ers' Movement was defended by
the participants and escaped from
the police.

According to the present
Kazakhstan law, one cannot be
arrested in Kazakhstan for such a
“transgression” after two months
have passed. But the Alma Ata
authorities and police did not
hesitate to break their own law
and Ismailov was arrested 3
months later. On the very same
day he was sentenced to impris­
onment. Last year Ismailov was
set free after a year in prison for
organizing the Kazakhstan work­
ers and for “insulting the Presi­
dent".

Letters of protest should be
sent to the Kazakhstan embassies
in your respective country.

Northstar Compass as well as the
Organizing Committee for an In­
ternational Council have already
sent letters of protest. We urge
all of our readers who belong to
trade unions to urge them to also
send protests against this creep­
ing fascism in Kazakhstan. □

The black clouds of Kuchman-

ism more and more are covering
the territory of Ukraine. In 1997
President Kuchma stated: ‘7 have
enough sense not to put my name
as a candidate for the presidency
again unless the economic situa­
tion is not changed to its roots".
But the situation since that time
has become much worse. Never­
theless Kuchma did not get more
brains or tried to remedy the ter­
rible economic situation. He was
a candidate again and even all
the foreign observers (a// of his
friends) were surprised that he
won.

use the method of a referendum
in order to gage public opinion.
In such cases the formulation of
the questions are clear and sim­
ple to understand. But let us give
just one example from the ques­
tions that are to be asked in this
referendum on April 16th:

“Do you support the proposal
on adding to article 90 of the
Constitution of Ukraine a new
third part which shall read as:
“President of Ukraine can also
before the appointed time call a
halt to the power of the Supreme

and even I do have trouble un­
derstanding what the above ref­
erendum question states, now, to
translate it into English is beyond
me. But this is just one of the
questions that Kuchma and his
clique are going to try and ask
the voters to vote upon. There
are going to be unfortunately 6
such “questions" in this referen­
dum! It looks as if the president
is trying to make certain that all
Ukrainian voters should study in
two University faculties at the
same time - philosophical and law
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faculties! In order to answer this
question, first of all you must
study all the articles of the Con­
stitution and know exactly who
these people in Kuchma's organi­
zation are and why such a con­
fused question - one of six? Each
voter, in order to know exactly
what the questions are must study
each item of the present Consti­
tution!. According to Kuchma, who
tells the media that this referen­
dum was on the “initiative of the
people!?

The question to be asked is :
what per cent of Ukrainian citi­
zens ever read or studied the
whole of the Constitution? Even
our University students and Pro­
fessors when asked about article
90 and 106 could not answer at
all. What will happen if you ask a
worker and a peasant farmer to
tell you about these two articles
in the Constitution? Who needs
a farce of this kind?

Even this one question shows
that this “referendum'' is meant to
get a yes vote mechanically and it
also is meant to completely be­
fuddle the people in order to give
Kuchma his presidential monar­
chy. These questions are meant
to psychologically fool the people,
knowing full well that if a person
does not understand the question,
he understandably votes “yes” -
since he figures that this is the
“official" position of the govern­
ment, thus lending “legality" to
the questions!

In other words, president
Kuchma wants to ride roughshod
over Parliament and forcing the
deputies to vote as he, the presi­
dent deems necessary, but with
the farce of “democracy" and
“elections”.

This in actual fact means the
following:
"President must have the abso­
lute power at any time, whenever
he deems it expedient, to abolish
all the elected Supreme Soviet,
which means the Ukrainian Par­
liament.
"Deputies must not have immunity
of any kind, thus allowing the
president to find “treason" in any
Deputy that deems does not fol­
low his dictate.

"Eliminate many election districts
in the country. This will give the
president the power to liquidate
any district that does not vote in
members of parliament that the
president does not like...meaning
any left wing candidates.
"He wants to install a two levels
of government. The upper house
shall be strictly the appointees of
the president.
"Get approval of his “new consti­
tution" by a “referendum" which is
the most effective means of fool­
ing the electorate to give power
to presidential dictatorship.

Kuchma wants to be the
Ukrainian Emperor. This, my dear
readers is not a fairy tale- all that
I wrote about are facts. Kuchma
and his title as president is not
enough...he wants to be a Czar
under the direction of the West in
order to give his Western
“consultants” (read masters) the
opportunity to rob and exploit our
natural resources and the working
force.
human activity of the president
even disturbs Western observers
about all of these proposed new
“reforms". As an example, a high
ranking spokesman for the Euro­
pean Council, H. Severinsen in
his interview on Radio “Freedom"
stated, that Ukraine shall not gain
membership in it due to its pro­
posed referendum. The Monetary
Committee concurred with the
European Council recommenda­
tions to disbar Ukraine from this
body.

What can the people do when
over Ukraine there is all powerful
Yellow Devil? The only answer is
for the Ukrainian people to boy­
cott the referendum! This farce
must be exposed!

The Presidium of the Central
Committee of the Communist
Party of Ukraine in its appeal to
the people of Ukraine, stated:

The Czech president Mr. Va­
clav Havel who had in recent
limes aspired unsuccessfully
on several occasions to win the
Nobel Peace Prize has been
progressively unmasked before
the whole world. Today, his
acquiescence in the NATO ag­
gression against Yugoslavia is
gaining worldwide exposure.
His support for the indiscrimi­
nate bombing which has caused
enormous suffering among the
civilian population in Yugo­
slavia and irreplaceable mate­
rial damage is a case in point.

Mr. Havel’s most recent
pronouncement before mem­
bers of the European Parlia­
ment in February of this year
that NATO’s interference in
Kosovo shows that European
security could now require the
European Union’s (EU) inter­
ference outside its’ borders. It
is therefor necessary for the
EU to make preparations for
these eventual transgressions
even without a United Nations
mandate and US assistance.

It is becoming apparent that
Mr. Havel should qualify lor a
totally different prize than that
that of peacemaker. He is in
opposition either intentionally
or through great ignorance to
the international law and other
recognized norms of interna­
tional behavior. Finally, he is
in opposition to the recognized 

norms of peaceful coexistence
among nation states.

(BEECH POLICE ARE
[BE0C3® ISEMIED
The annual meeting of the In­
ternational Monetary Fund
(IMF) and of the World Bank,
which is to be held in Prague
this coming September, is re­
ceiving a lol of attention from
not only the many opponents
of world globalization but also
from the Czech police. While
the so-called Palace of Con­
gresses is being renovated at a
cost of almost three million
Czech crowns, the Czech po­
lice authorities are counting
all the manpower that they will
need to muster for this event in
September.

What is at slake here is the
fear after what had happened
in Seattle and in Davost Swit­
zerland as a result of the world
economic forum that did lake­
place in these two cities, the
pillars of globalization as rep­
resented by the IMF and the
World Bank might be seriously
shaken. Therefore the authori­
ties are to have approximately
11,000 police on hand here in
Prague for this extravaganza.
Never in the history of both
the present Czech Republic and
its predecessor Czechoslova­
kia, has there been anything to
parallel this type of total po­
lice concentration in Prague
for a single event. The police
will naturally be equipped with
the latest in radio communica­
tions network. Traffic will be
stringently controlled and the
location where the IMF and
World Bank will be meeting
will be cordoned olf and only
properly accredited personnel
will be allowed to enter this
security zone after being sub­
jected to close police inspec­
tion.

Schools will be closed and
the children given unscheduled
holidays for the duration of the
IMF and WB assembly. Also as
a matter of fact, even pension­
ers living in close proximity of
this conference will then be
asked to leave City of Prague
while these meetings are taking
place. Private cars will not be
allowed to park near where the
economic deliberations will be
taking place. This gigantic po­
lice presence will be hard put
to prevent an anticipated pro­
tests from taking place. Some
twenty thousand members of
various non-governmental or­
ganizations arc then expected
to descend on Prague during
the conference. They will try
to organize here in this capital
their own alternative forum.
and also hold public protests to
condemn globalization. The
Transnational monopolies who
through their representatives
dominate all of the interna­
tional monetary and banking
institutions are constantly us­
ing these institutions as a ve­
hicle and means through which
to carry out their ruthless po­
litical aimes. These 1MF-WB
means bring all of them ever-
increasing unjustifiable high
profits gained through the im­
poverishment of the people in
the developing countries.

In Prague, three main organ­
izational groups are planning
the protests. They are the An­
archists. Ecologists and also
the Young Communist League.
An ever increasing number of
young people across the whole
political spectrum are now
beginning to realize the dan-

j gers posed by world globaliza­
tion. It poses a threat to not
only the left oriented segments
of society, but to a broad sec­
tion of society as a whole.

In Prague, September signi­
fies the end of a warm summer.
but this year, all the indica­
tions are that the summers' end
will be a hot one!

The American aggressors all

over the world have no right to
criticize the justified struggle
against the Chechen bandits in
Russia going on now. The ter­
rible crimes of American Im­
perialism in Korea, Vietnam,
Iran, Yugoslavia and in
countless countries of the
world are horrendous. Below is
just one example as spoken by
the Foreign Minister of the
Democratic People’s Republic
of Korea.

US CRIMES
IN KOREA

“The barbarous atrocities
committed by US GI’s during
the Korean War were of late
brought to all of the news me­
dia through freedom of infor-
mation act and caused a sensa­
tion worldwide.

Since these facts were made
known already in July of 1999,
it showed that in July of 1950,
right after the outbreak of the
Korean War, the US GI’s
slaughtered over 400 civilians
in Rogun-ri, north of Chung-
chong and another 40 different
massacres took place in South
Korea. All of these facts
aroused world-wide indigna­
tion and forced the USA to lift
the dark shroud of mystery
from these crimes.

Crimes such as the US GI’s
exploding bridges to kill and
bury hundreds of civilians in
the river: slaughtering 1,800
political prisoners in the Tae­
jon prison and also showered
napalm bombs on scores of in­
nocent civilians sheltered in a
tunnel in the town of Sang-fi,
Yongchn-myon region in the
north Chungchong province in
January of 1951, killing over
300 people there alone.

Innocent people were killed
I in air raids on towns, using the 
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military US Army code name
“Mosquito” and it is a fact that
more than 1,000,000 people
were mercilessly killed in less
than one year after the out­
break of the war in many parts
of South Korea, including
towns such as Suwon, Chungju,
Kongju and many other towns
and villages.

These facts are now known
after the US military opened
up its military documents and
those from the Institute of US
Air Force History at the Max­
well Air Base plus the US Na­
tional Archives, located in
College Park, Maryland. This
also includes the many state­
ments and testimonies of the
Korean War veterans and South
Korean witnesses.

The deaths in Korean prov­
inces are way too numerous to
mention. All these figures and
documents were made public
long time ago by the Demo­
cratic Peoples Republic of Ko­
rea, but of course most of the
capitalist press completely ig­
nored them until now. Even
now, after the shroud of se­
crecy was lifted, the bourgeois
press keeps silent on these hor­
rendous crime facts. World or­
ganizations such as the Inter­
national Lawyers Association,
International Women’s Union
and many many other influen­
tial bodies tried to make these
facts known to the world about
these US atrocities in Korea
during this 3 year war, insti­
gated by US Imperialism but to
no avail.

These US G1 massacres were
premeditated without exception
and committed on the orders of
their superiors, in disregard of
all the US signed International
Treaties. All this notwithstand­
ing, even 50 years after this
tragedy, the present US gov­
ernment attempts to use every
imaginable trick in an attempt 

to “shift upon us the respon­
sibility for provoking the Ko­
rean War and distort the stark
historical truth.”

Recently, a US General that
came to North and South Korea
on an “investigation assign­
ment” due to the public clamor
for truth, he openly stated that
“correct truth by US was not
traced”, that “no plan for ad­
ditional investigation of other
events and crimes was not pro­
ceeded with. ”

These facts show that the
USA is an arrogant aggressor,
a shameless hypocrite and hei­
nous violator of human rights,
no matter how it forever tries
to hide its crimes as “apostles
oj peace", “standard bearer of
democracy”, and “defender of
human rights”.

The United Nations should
now probe to the bottom of
these crimes by all of the US
armed forces in Korea, and let
it not abuse its cover of “UN
Forces” and deal with those
responsible as criminals under
international laws.

It should also take steps to
dismantle immediately the “UN
Forces Command” in South
Korea, in order to clear off the
ugly blot in its history.

The German Nazi criminals
were caught, tried and many of
them paid the supreme penally
for their crimes. If this is not
done, nobody can predict what
human catastrophes will result
from this ongoing US aggres­
sion in the future.

All international human
rights organizations now must
and should demand that this
exposure takes place.

We will never forget for
many future generations to
come about the mass killing
and genocide perpetrated by
US troops in the Korean War,
and we will not give up to de­
mand that the US pay a very

The Czech and Slovak nations

have a very rich tradition of
close ties with other Slav Na­
tions within their history. The
first Pan Slavic Congress was
held in Prague in 1848. This
tradition of Slavism is foreign
to the present ruling govern­
ment of the Czech Republic.
This alarming fact is borne out
by the decision made by the
Czech Ministry of the Interior
in March of this year. The
ministry in its pronouncement
has declared that it does not
condone the activities of the
International Pan Slavic Con­
gress and the fact that it is
headquartered in Prague. This
is in spite of the fact that the
Congress, which was formed
by the united decision of all
Slavic nations that were gath­
ered in Prague, Czech Republic
in 1998, expounds a humanist
mission. This is the all encom­
passing cooperation of all the
Slav nations, but it is also
against all forms of racial, re­
ligious, social and any other
discrimination no matter what
its form.

The reason for the action
taken by the Czech Ministry of
the Interior vis a vis the In­
ternational Pan Slav Congress
is the reality that the congress
condemned the NATO-USA led
aggression against Yugoslavia.
This does not conform to the
present policies of the Czech
Social Democratic administra­
tion towards the U.S. and to­
wards its efforts to drag the
Czech Republic into NATO.

These policies can be con­
firmed in many ways. How­
ever, take as a prime example
the fact that the U.S. admini­
stration has directly expressed
its displeasure at the possible
delivery of Czech technical aid
to Iran for its construction of
nuclear generating station in
Busehr and the Czech parlia­
ments possible affirmation of
this action.

In the Czech Republic today,
anti-Communism is being res­
urrected in all of its many
forms. History is being rewrit­
ten and historical realities es­
pecially as these refer to the
history of the Second World
War and the decisive role of
the Soviet Armv in the fight
against the German so-called
Third Reich and Japan. While
from time to time parades by
the ultra-right wing neo- fas­
cists appear on Prague streets,
the dangers of so-called left
wing extremism are being ex­
pounded. Apparently, it ap­
pears that the shameful deci­
sion to evict the International
Pan Slavic Congress from their
premises in Prague is now be­
ing justified on the ground of
the dangers of its extremism.
In this way all the interests of
foreign powers will be served,
which is typical of the political
climate here in the Czech Re­
public. d

GERM WAR:
US RECORD

Madeleine Albright US Secretary
of State charged recently that
Saddam Hussein is a repeat of­
fender of using biological weap­
ons!

By Madeleine Albright's criteria
Saddam had a long way to go to
catch up with the United States,
which has deployed its CBW ar­
senal against the Philippines,
Puerto Rico, Vietnam, China,
North Korea, Laos, Cambodia,
Cuba, Haitian boat people and
Canada, plus exposure of hun­
dreds of thousands of unwitting
US citizens to an astonishing ar­
ray of germ agents and toxic
chemicals, killing scores of peo­
ple.

The US experimentation with
bio-weapons goes way back to
the distribution of cholera-
infected blankets to American
Indian tribes in the 1860s. In
1900, US Army doctors in the
Philippines had infected prisoners
with a variety of plague and 29
prisoners with Beriberi. Many
subjects died as a result. In 1915,
a US doctor working with govern­
ment grants exposed 12 prisoners
in Mississippi to pellagra, an in­
capacitating disease that attacks
the central nervous system.

After World War 1, the United
States went on a chemical weap­
ons binge, producing millions of
barrels of deadly mustard gas and
Lewisite. Thousands of US troops
were exposed to these chemical
agents in order to “test the effi­
cacy of gas masks and protective
clothing". The Veterans Admini­
stration refused to honour dis­
ability claims from victims of such
experiments. The Army also de­
ployed mustard gas against the
anti-US protesters in Puerto Rico 

and the Philippines in the 1920s
and 1930s.

In 1931, Dr. Comeliud Rhoads,
then under a contract with the US
Rockefeller Institute for Medical
Investigations, inflected dozens
of unwitting subjects with cancer
cells. At least thirteen of his vic­
tims died as a result. Rhoades
went on to head the US Army
Biological Weapons Division and
to serve on the Atomic Energy
Commission, where he oversaw
radiation experiments on thou­
sands of US citizens. In memo to
the Heads of Department of De­
fense, Rhoads expressed his
opinion that Puerto Rican dissi­
dents could be “eradicated" with
the judicious use of gas bombs.

In 1942, US Army and Navy
doctors infected 400 prisoners in
Chicago with malaria in experi­
ments designed to get “a profile
of the disease and develop a
treatment for it." Most of the in­
mates were black and none was
informed of the risks of the ex­
periment. Nazi doctors on trial at
Nuremberg cited the well known
Chicago malaria experiments as
part of their defense.

At the close of World War II,
the US put on its payroll, Dr,
Shiro Ishi, the head of the Impe­
rial Army of Japan’s bio-warfare
unit. Dr. Ishi had deployed a wide
range of biological and chemical
agents against Chinese and Allies
troops. He also operated a large
research center in Manchuria,
where he conducted bio-weapons
experiments on Chinese, Russian
and American prisoners of war.
Dr. Ishi infected prisoners with
tetanus; gave them typhoid-laced
tomatoes; he developed plaque-
infected fleas; infected women
with syphilis; performed dissec­

tions on live prisoners; and ex­
ploded germ bombs over dozens
of men tied to stakes. In a deal
hatched by US General Douglas
MacArthur, Dr. Ishii turned over
more than 10,000 pages of his
“research findings" to the US
Army, avoided prosecution for war
crimes and was invited to lecture
at Ft.Detrick, the US bio-weapons
center in Frederick, Maryland,
USA.

In 1 950 the US Navy sprayed
extremely large quantities of ser-
ratis marcrscens, a bacteriologi­
cal agent, over San Francisco,
promoting an outbreak of pneu-
monia-like diseases and causing
the death of at least one man, Ed
Newvins.

A year later, Chinese Premier
Chou En-lai charged that the US
military and the CIA had used bio-
aqents against North Korea and
China. Chou produced statements
from the 25 US prisoners of war
backing his claimed that the US
dropped anthrax contaminated
feathers, mosquitoes and fleas
carrying Yellow Fever and propa­
ganda leaflets spiked with cholera
over Manchuria and North Korea.

From 1950 to 1 953, the US
Army released chemical clouds
over six US and Canadian cities.
The tests were designed to test
dispersal patterns of chemical
weapons. Army records note that
the compounds used over Winni­
peg, Canada where there were
numerous reports of respiratory
illnesses, involved cadmium, a
highly toxic chemical.

In 1951 the US Army secretly
contaminated the Norfolk Naval
Supply Center in Virginia with
infectious bacteria. One type was
chosen because Blacks were be­
lieved to be much more suscepti­
ble than whites. A similar experi­
ment was undertaken later that
year in Washington, DCs Na­
tional Airport. The bacteria was
later linked to the food and blood
poisoning and respiratory prob­
lems.

In Savannah, Georgia and Avon
Park, Florida were targets of re­
peated Army bio-weapons ex­
periments in 1956-57. Army CBW
researchers released millions of
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mosquitoes on the two towns in
order to test the ability of insects
to carry and deliver yellow fever
and dengue fever. Hundreds of
residents fell very ill, suffering
from fevers, respiratory diseases,
stillbirths, encephalitis and also
typhoid. The Army researchers
disguised themselves then as
Public Health Workers in order to
photograph and test the victims.
Many deaths were reported.

In 1965 the US Army and Dow
Chemical Company injected di­
oxin into 70 prisoners (most of
them black) at the Holmesburg
State Prison in Pennsylvania. The
prisoners developed severe le­
sions which went untreated for
seven months. A year later, the
US Army set about the most am­
bitious chemical warfare opera­
tion in history.

From 1966 tO 1972, the United
States dumped more than 12 mil­
lion gallons of Agent Orange ( a
dioxin-powered herbicide) over
about 4.5 million acres of South
Vietnam, Laos and Cambodia.
The government of Vietnam esti­
mate the civilian casualties from
Agent Orange at more than
500,000. The legacy continued
with high levels of birth defects in
areas that were saturated with
the chemical. Tens of thousands
of US soldiers were also the vic­
tims of Agent Orange.

In a still classified experiment,
the US sprayed an unknown bac­
terial agent in the New York Sub­
way System in 1966. It is not
known if this test caused any
casualties.

A year later, the CIA placed a
chemical substance in the drink­
ing water supply of the Food and
Drug Administration headquarters
in Washington, D.C. The test was
designed to see if it was possible
to poison drinking water with
LSD, or any other incapacitating
agents.

In 1969, Dr.D.M.McArtor, the
Deputy Director for Research and
Technology for the Department of
Defense, asked Congress to ap­
propriate $10 million for the de­
velopment of a synthetic biologi­
cal agent that would be resistant

“to the immunological and thera­
peutic processes upon which we
depend to maintain our relative
freedom from infectious dis­
eases".

In 1971 the first documented
cases of swine fever in the West­
ern hemisphere showed up in
Cuba. A CIA agent later admitted
that he had been instructed to
deliver the virus to Cuban exiles
in Panama, who carried the virus
into Cuba in March of 1991. This
astounding admission received
scant attention in the US press.

In 1980, hundreds of Haitian
men, who had been locked up in
detention camps in Miami and
Puerto Rico, developed gyneco-
masis after receiving “hormone”
shots from US doctors. Gyneco-
masia is a severe condition
causing males to develop full-
sized female breasts.

In 1981, Fidel Catro blamed the
outbreak of dengue fever in Cuba
on the CIA. The fever killed 188
people, including 88 children. In
1 988, a Cuban exile leader named
Eduardo Arocena, who himself
admitted "bringing some germs’
into Cuba in 1 980.

Four years later an epidemic of
dengue struck Managua, Nicara­
gua. Nearly 50,000 people came
down with the fever and dozens
died. This was the first outbreak
of a disease in Nicaragua. It oc­

curred at the height of the CIA's
war against the Sandinista gov­
ernment and followed a series of
very low-level “reconnaissance”
flights over the capital city.

In 1996, the Cuban government
again accused the US of engaging
in ‘biological aggression". This
time it involved an outbreak of
thrip palmi, an insect that killed
all potato crops, palm trees and
other Island vegetation. Thripd
first showed up in Cuba on De­
cember 13,1996, following low-
level flights over the island by the
US government spray planes. The
US has been unable to quash a
United Nations investigation of
the incident that is now underway.

At the close of the Gulf War,
the US Army exploded an Iraqi
chemical weapons depot at Ka-
mashiya. In 1996 US troops of
Defense finally admitted that
more than 20,000 US troops were
exposed to VX and sarin nerve
agents as the result of the US
operations in Kamashiya. This
may be one of the causes of the
Gulf War illness, another cause is
certainly the experimental vac­
cines given to more than 100,000
US troops.

Will he be forced
to sing The Star Spangled Ban­
ner? Will he denounce the anti-
Christ Fidel? Will he attack his
own beloved father?

Revisionist history gutted we

United Statelets. The towering
figures of 1940's were Franklin D.
Roosevelt and his entourage,
Eleanor Roosevelt, Harry Hop­
kins, Henry Wallace, Charlie
Lindberg, Charlie Chaplin, Albert
Einstein, Adolf Hitler and Joseph
Stalin. Ask any school child today
what he knows about '40’s and he
might remember only Harry Tru­
man the most hated President
ever. Not one Black survives at
all, not Paul Robeson nor Marian
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Anderson nor any of the struggles
of the African-American soldiers
returning home from Europe to
find themselves far worse then
German Nazis here.

‘50’s have been gutted as well.
The dominant music of that dec­
ade was folk music - which be­
came mixed with protest songs,
Pete Seeger who actually gained
prominence in the midst of
McCarthy terror (also forgotten)
of the '40's with the Weavers and
their top hit, “Irene Goodnight" a
Leadbetter song was belting out
“Joe Hill", and “Gauntametera”.
The big hits were “This Land Is
Your Land" a Wood Gauthery
song, and the very biggest “We
Shall Overcome" belted out by
thousands of Dr. King's followers
at Selma. Janis Joplan, Jimmy
Hendricks, Jim Morrison and on
and on the huge stars of the days
forgotten. The cultural heroes
that were Black such as Harry
Belafonte and Dorothy Danderige,
Sydney Portier James Bald win,
Langstan Hughes and his “Raisin
in the Sun" made into a famous
play and movie under that title,
all forgotten.

Political African Americans
fared even worse. The leader Dr.
Martin Luther King was most
comfortable working with Com­
munists, while today those
claiming to be in his tradition,
Red bait with the best of them.
Household names of the 60's,
such as Stockley Carmichael, An­
gela Davis H. Rap Brown, Huey
Newton with his famous Black
Panthers, all have been wiped out
in the collective memory of the
nation. How could we forget Mu-
hamed Ali and his mentor, The
Honorable - (and I have forgot­
ten myself) or Malcolm X. The
‘70’s saw Bob Marely wiped out.
Famous feminists such as Gloria

Steinhamhave been made to dis­
appear at the other end of the
revolution of the Great Black
Rising which started in about

1955, with Emett Till and Rosa
Parks. This allowed the Chicanos
to rise with Chevez and the grape
pickers strike and boycott. It al­
lowed the Native People’s to rise
with Wounded Knee, and the
American Indian Movement with
Loius Peltier still rotting in prison
till this very day

The earlier rising of the Com­
munists of the ‘30’s and '40’s had
a working class base with African-
Americans as a principle ally.
Many Jews were in the Party at
that time terrorized by the tor­
tured deaths of the Rosenbergs
on June 13,1953. A similar “show
trial” was held for 0.J.Simpson in
the ‘90’s when every Black hero
from Ben Johnson, to Michael
Jackson, to Hank Aaron was vili­
fied. This unleashed a wave of
police violence against perfectly
innocent Black young men which
continues till this very instant.

There are more people in prison
in The Land of the Free then
anywhere in the world. We are the
only people in the industrialized
world can legally execute chil­
dren, the United States and
Somalia. The only nation in
the world not on the metric
system and the people do not
even know that they are the
only nation. The only nation to
have dropped atomic bombs on
people. The only nation to
have ever assassinated a Noble
Prize recipient. The Land of
Napalm and Mi Lai, now com­
pletely forgotten.

We have cut off our historic
roots and produced a culture as
phony as the Academy Awards.
The White Only Awards.

What happens to a tree when
you cut off its roots? The first
little breeze will knock it over.
