As we approach the above dates
for the World Congress where it is
our purpose to establish a world
wide International Council to sup­
port the Soviet people in their
struggles to restore Socialism and
defeat the present hideous
counter-revolutionary effects of
the dismemberment of the Union
of Soviet Socialist Republics, we
are not particularly surprised
when attacks on our organiza­
tional activities come our way.

We have operated since 1992
with our publication of “Northstar
Compass" and since 1918 as the
"Hands Off Russia Committee”.
Our formation is on the basis of
traditional, long standing pro­
grams of international Friend­
ship, Solidarity and Peace. We
have consistently declared over
and over again that while we are
not a political party, or entity, we
believe that the development
and promotion of such aims will
be of significant assistance to
the Soviet people in correcting
the current conditions that have
been brought to them by the
counter revolutionary forces.

We have further proposed that
the restoration of Soviet Social­
ism, can be effected only by the
Soviet people, is of immense im­
portance and positive results for
all people everywhere who now
groan under the political, eco­
nomic and military controls of
Transnational capitalism, which i§
the “new" Imperialism), that is
termed “Globalization".

In these efforts we have re­
ceived national, international and
global support and assistance
from widely differing points of
view. Our appeal, so far effec­
tively enforced on a voluntary
basis, is that whatever differ­
ences exist and often couched in 

the ideology of Marx and Lenin,
must be set aside for more ap­
propriate political forums that
the coming world congress
cannot and will not entertain.

Our program of Friendship,
Solidarity and Peace between all
peoples cannot and does not exist
within the arena of either some
opportunistic rivalries, badly mis­
interpreted political theories, or
even honest differences of opin­
ion that may exist among varying
and divided political parties or
groups who may carry a particular
version of political ideology or
practice. Those questions belong
in their entirety in the arenas of
those who propound and fight for
them and should be organized by
them.

We are committed totally to the
scientific and proven concept that
a movement of Friendship, Soli­
darity and Peace amongst peo­
ples and in support of our long
suffering Soviet friends (who
sacrified beyond all other peo­
ples) can be the result only of
the working and common peo­
ple. We reject elitism in every
and all forms and aspects, but at
the same time invite organiza­
tions, including Communist Par­
ties to join with us in erecting
assistance to our Soviet friends.

Taking all this into account we
are both perplexed and saddened
to have been branded by the
Committee of Canadian Commu­
nists, a twenty two year old split-
off from the Communist Party of
Canada as “an eclectic group of
individuals coming out of the
wood work, who relate to the
past...They are now building a
movement in support of Soviet
people, but we cannot support
it if it is based solely on Mao­
ism and Trotskyism and there is 

a strong element of that. We
need to challenge them to utilize
their contacts in the Socialist
countries to provide us with an
analyses of what happened and
what is happening...” (emphasis
added).

The Canadian Committee of
Communists (CCC) and its lead­
ership have been aware of the
Canadian Friends of Soviet Peo­
ple and have been its leading
members in the past, plus its
predecessor organizations dating
back many long years. Equally,
since they have been receiving
NSC as subscribers since its in­
ception in 1992, they are fully
aware of the programs and poli­
cies we have pursued throughout.
During that time we have not
been recipient of more than one
or two communications from them.
Now they say that they "must
engage us in discussion and
challenge" us! From whence, or
by what mysterious means have
they arrived at “strong elements
of Maoism and Trotskyism” we
have no way of knowing and can
only suggest it arises from well
used ancient notions of "moat­
building around the castle of
ideological purity"...or from a
more dangerous effort to paint
colours of hostility to the efforts
we have worked without stint to
bring to life...the positive ele­
ments of Friendship, Solidarity
and Peace for the Soviet people
on as wide an international scale
as possible.

We are perplexed and sad­
dened by the apparently indiffer­
ent attitude of other forces sailing
onward under the banners of
“Communism”. Included is the
non-cooperative attitude of the
Canadian Communist Party. It is
not our purpose to engage in de­
bate as to the reasons for this
since we view it as internal ex­
amination within their own party...
or groups. We merely point out
that even reluctant agreement
that the program of international
Friendship, Solidarity and Peace
could not other than strengthen
the progressive forces that must
unite to overcome everywhere the
baleful and extremely dangerous 
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activities of TNC "globalization'.
That is why we extended to any

and all political forces and parties
a sincere invitation to attend the
World Congress 2001 in the ca­
pacity of observers, if only to find
the truth about what our organi­
zation and publication is working
to achieve.

We wonder how tne signatories
to the Call for the World Congress
will react to be known and called
as “coming out of the woodwork" 

and that they are “Maoists and
Trotskyites?”

we would ask that the leader­
ship of the CCC think about the
fact that over 100 Communist and
Workers Parties and their Marxist
publications in the USSR, Europe,
North and South America, Africa,
Asia and Oceania will react to the
label that you put on them, since
they are the Signatories to the
Call for a World Congress to es­
tablish an International Council 

for Friendship and Solidarity with
Soviet People?

Amongst the signatories is
every existing Communist and
Workers Party in the former So­
viet Union! These are the com­
rades who are on the front line of
struggle to resurrect the Soviet

The feudal barons of the
Bourbons were reputed to have
“learned nothing...and forgotten
nothing" from history. In this
Third Millennium that notion ap­
plies more than equally to the “oil
patch buccaneers" in control and
shaping both national and inter­
national policy for the “mightiest
of the mighty", the United States
of America. With a minority vote
“President” installed by six right
wing appointed Supreme Court
judges, and surrounded by politi­
cal dreadnoughts from previous
Reagan-Bush and the “religious
right" Republican “fleet”, the en­
tire world (including beleaguered
U.S. citizens) has no choice but
to powerfully protest and raise
the flags of warning...universally
and in great numbers.

The intent to dominate and
control the “globalized” world by
this “oily" cabal of the Transna­
tional Corporate oil megalopolis
is officially proclaimed and starkly
evident. On May 8th, 2001, Presi­
dent George “Dubya" Bush had
his “Defense” (???) Secretary
say: “ Supremacy in outer space
will be critical to the 21st Cen­
tury warfare...” and proceeded to
partially relate plans of that Gov­
ernment to unilaterally control
“outer space". In this outburst of
nuclear sabre-rattling at the gov­
ernments of the world, he stopped
just short of proclaiming that
“supremacy in outer space can
only mean supreme military dic­
tatorship and control of the en­
tire world. Neither could there
even be found such words as
“international stability", “peace",
“cooperation", “stability interna­
tionally", or “Negotiation". That
was not accidental as this “Dog of
War" spewed forth...clearly de­

fined US “strategic" aims of the
leader of the “oil patch bucca­
neers". U.S. President George
"Dubya" Bush (Lest it be missed
“Dubya”)is the minority vote occu­
pant of the “highest" of all “seats
of the mighty" and descendant of
his former CIA Director and
father, President George (not
‘Dubya’) Bush of Texas “oil patch"
notoriety. Incidentally there is a
lonq line of this oil-stained char­
acteristic among Republican Presi­
dents dating back to the Rock­
feller Standard Oil ogilopolies and
Herbert Hoover, the “sterling"
anti-Communist and anti-Soviet
head of the U.S. ship of state who
became thus after his “oil" hold­
ings in the Crimea of 1909 were
confiscated by the people who
lived there as Soviet citizens.

KRUSHCHEV LIBEMTO »
WAR CRIMINALS ON USSR IN
The revisionist step started by Krushchev in cooperation with Adenaur

Government of West German
imperialism which was headed by
Chancellor Adenaur, was mobiliz­
ing in 1954-1 955 a “public un­
derstanding" campaign in West
Germany on the question of am­
nesty for German war criminals
which numbered around 9,000
and that were held in the Soviet
Union. Adenaur found ready and
willing helpers in the CC CPSU,
headed by Nikita Krushchev, the
then General Secretary of the
CPSU and his clique of influential
revisionists that he surrounded
himself with after the death of
Stalin.

Adenaur pressured by diplo­
matic means and other means to
have much better “mutual rela­
tions" with the Soviets, by dan­
gling an economic carrot in front
of Krushchev, but it was tied in to
liberating these 9,000 German
Nazi ware criminals.

But Krushchev had opposition
that was then headed by the
Chairman of the Soviet of Minis­
ters Bulganin, who in September
of 1955 showed court documen­
tary proof about these 9,000 war
criminals who were tried by the
Soviet Courts and sentenced as
war criminals for their hideous
crimes during the Great Patriotic
War. Bulganin stated:

“In the Soviet Union there are
no German prisoners of war! All
the German prisoners of war
captured during the War were
freed right after the war in con­
formance with the Yalta and
Potsdam Agreements by the Al­
lies. In the Soviet Union there are
only war criminals being held
from the former German Army and
SS, who were sentenced under
Soviet and International laws for
hideous war crimes against Soviet
people, against the world and
humanity. In actual figures as of

September 1, 1 955 there are be­
ing held 9,626 war criminals who
are serving their sentences for
war crimes, and should be held
behind bars and not liberated and
given amnesty. These are crimi­
nals, butchers, murderers, killers
of women, children and elder
people. They were sentenced un­
der our Soviet Laws and they
cannot under any international or
Soviet laws can be classified as
prisoners of war!’’

But Krushchev and his growing
influential clique started to liber­
ate and give amnesty to these
Nazi German war criminals, to the
delight of Chancellor Adenaur and
his Western patrons

Pick, the then Premier Minister
of the German Democratic Re­
public, in cooperation with Krush­
chev also took the revisionist
stand and agreed that these Nazi
war criminals should be liberated
and given amnesty.

And sure enough, under pres­
sure from Krushchev and his re­
visionist clique, the decision was
taken on September 28, 1955 to
liberate 8,877 German war crimi­
nals to the GDR and also to West
Germany. Only 749 German Nazi
war criminals top echelon offi­
cers whose sentences were be­
yond question that even the revi­
sionists could not stomach the
atrocities they committed. They
were supposed to have been ar­
rested after their return to the two
Germanys in order to continue
their sentences in jail.”

The German Nazi war criminals,
upon returning back to West Ger­
many were immediately set free
and amnestied and were looked
upon as heroes.

Before the final destruction of
the orbital station "MIR", for
months the decision to destroy it
had been criticized in the Rus­
sian press. It was not due much
to an economic problem as a
question of national security.
Hence it became the responsibil­
ity of President Putin. As always,
in serious matters, however, Mr.
Putin gave the impression that
this issue was not of his concern.
The Kremlin merely stated: “It is
already decided!”

There were no arguments. At
the late January meeting of the
Security Council of the Russian
Federation there were consulta­
tions about space; about “MIR"
there was complete silence. After
all, this object is the equivalent of
200 tons of gold. In “totalitarian”
times such significant decisions
were taken after tough debates
and with the participation of 

leading scientists; today, under
conditions of “perfect democ­
racy", a program of such strategic
importance was then squashed by
some bureaucrats, like an annoy­
ing mosquito.

It was not true that Presi­
dent Putin was not informed.
Many letters by renowned scien­
tists, including Nobel laureates,
objected to this destruction, were
sent to him and were also pub­
lished. Hence it was a very con­
scious political decision to liqui­
date Russia’s manned cosmonau­
tics - and that at the time when
the United States was pushing
ahead with their “Star Wars" pro­
gram. It was not just the matter of
the orbital station as such, but
primarily one of Russia's position
in today’s world. Will the country
remain in the shameful state of
just a supplier of raw materials to
the West, or will it assert its 

place on the world market of high
technology, the product of the
21 st century?

The orbital station is not mere
symbolism. It is a locomotive whi­
ch moves a colossal quantity of
basic and significant applied re­
search plus masses of science­
intensive technologies. Cosmo­
nautics, the aim of the entire So­
viet Union, made it possible that,
early in the 1950's, the country
achieved an enormous advance in
science and technology. The So­
viet Union was making a great
effort to to get over the aftermath
of the worst-ever war. Assuredly,
there were no spare resources.
And in spite of that, in April of
1962 the first cosmonaut in his­
tory was sent on an earth orbit.
That was not a program devised
to merely impress! Even today,
after the intentional destruction of
the national economy, (the pro­

gram) enables Russia to sustain
strategic parity with the United
States. Oh yes, by the way, the
“inefficient" Soviet economy could
pay for everything, for missiles as
well as butter...Now, surprisingly,
under the “super-efficient market
economy" Russia has no money at
all, for anything...

Manned space flight as a na­
tional goal has_dissapeared.Next,
all scientific institutes and major
enterprises are to close, the best
brains and the working hands are
landing in the streets. Another
terrible impact awaits the educa­
tion system. Even the USA had to
admit:-Gaqarin's flight was a tri­
umph of the Soviet school.

Before 1917, Russia in its ma­
jority was an illiterate peasant
society; our Soviet system made
the USSR one of the leaders in
science and technology. It was a
matter of the country's survival to
create the technology capable of
countering the mightiest military
power on earth. Today, Russia
moves in the opposite direction -
deindustrialization and also de­
intellectualization. The destruc­
tion of ‘‘MIR” is a milestone on
this destructive road. Professor­
ships and entire universities be­
come superfluous, and so is the
teaching of mathematics in Rus­
sian schools. No long ago, presi­
dent Putin of Russian Federation
handed out prizes to the winners
of the international mathematics
competition. But what does Rus­
sia need mathematics aces for?
Only to calculate the oligarchs’
bank profits? After the president's
reception, the teachers of the
winners said that they saw no
future for all their students. Of
course, they added that it was
possible to find jobs over the In­
ternet in the USA's universities.
Correct! For their anti-missile
umbrella the USA urgently needs
highly qualified mathematicians.

Already today, hundreds of
Russian scientists and specialists
work for the US war programs.-
Two years ago, tests were syndi­
cated in Alaska to trace warheads'
launched by ballistic missiles, at
the point where they re-enter the
earth's atmosphere. It was a joint,
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Russo-American experiment, with
the participation of academic in­
stitutions of the Russian Federa­
tion. In practice (this meant that).
Russian scientists helped the
United States to construct a de­
fensive shield against potential
Russian missiles. Fantastic!!!

Why do our top talents partici­
pate in the construction of the
shield for the USA? Are they bla­
tant traitors? It’s not that. The
situation was intentionally cre­
ated. The outcome is utter hope­
lessness for these people. Liqui­
dation of the "MIR” program fur­
ther compounds their predica­
ment. Neither the President nor
the Security Council are bothered
by the transfer of Russian talent
to the USA. It is not listed under
the heading of “state security" but
under the slogan of “general hu­
man values”.

The United States of America is
the prime beneficiary of the de­
struction of “MIR”, The station
was an impediment for America’s
dominance in outer space. The
attacks on “MIR" in Russia were
under way for some years.

Even the constant talk about
lacking funds is not correct. Seri­
ous and commercially interesting
offers (involving some billions of
dollars) were made by India, for
example, but were refused by
Yeltsin under American pressure.
A big international consortium
made offers to use our “MIR" for
telecommunications. Even Rus­
sia’s industry could have bene­
fited from billion's of dollars.
President Putin knows this very
well. Regardless of this, he al­
lowed preparations and the final
des truction of “MIR” take place...

"'President Putin loves all dis­
cussions about the restoration of
Russia's greatness. It has to be
said that superpower status does
not depend upon the quantity of
gold in the Kremlin vaults, but es-
entially on the ownership of a
cosmic orbital station carrying a
concentration of Soviet enormous
achievements of science and
technology. And another super­
power feature is creative national 

goal-setting. A goal of the kind
that cosmonautics were for the
Soviet Union. They, the leaders of
today’s “democratic” Russia try to
destroy, drown in the sea, freeze
everything. What is born to crawl
cannot fly!”

On January 1, 2001 the Cana­
dian broadcasting radio (CBC)
stated, that “ the Crimean Tatars '
during World War II suffered for
nothing”.

You are being blasphemous and
lying misters! The archival docu­
ments of the Third Reich, stored
in the state archives of the pres­
ent Germany, show absolutely the
mass traitorous acts of the Cri­
mean Tatars when they threw
their lot to cooperate fully with
Nazi Germany.

The agitation by Nazi Germany
to sign up the Crimean Tatars
began on January 3, 1942 in 203
populated regions and they also
established 5 large concentration
camps which were manned by the
Crimean Tatars, under the com­
mand of the “Ainzatgrup “D". Here
are the results:
’In 15 regions of Crimea, starting
in Simferopol and ending in re­
gion Sudak, these Crimean Tatars
murdered over 5,546 Soviet citi­
zens!
*ln the 6 concentration camps for
Soviet prisoners of war in Crimea,
these Crimean Tarts murdered
3,804 prisoners of war.

There were organized 10 volun­
teer Tatar battalions and 18 com­
panies who fought together with
the Germans against the Soviet
Red Army and against the parti­
san movement. Germans armed
these Tatars and they wore Ger­
man uniforms. Even in 1945 when
Hitler’s allies started to defect,
10,000 Crimean Tatars still re­
mained fighting for fascism.

Elder Tatars were in the service
of the SS Gestapo in the city of
Simferopol. These Tatars fulfilled
the most vicious torture on the
Soviet people, partisans and the
Red Army soldiers. These Tatars
showed their beastly hate against
the Soviet sailors in particular.

In preparation for the German
occupation in Crimea, the Soviet
authorities and partisans dug un­
derground trenches where food 
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supllies was stored for the strug­
gle against the occupiers. The
Crimean Tatars showed these
supply store tunnels to the Ger­
man Gestapo and they were
stripped of all supplies and thus
hundreds of partisans died of-
starvation in the mountains.

Crimeans today will never for­
get the episode when 16 parti­
sans came into a Tatar village to
ask for food. One Tatar who was
a spy amongst the partisans,
locked the 16 partisans into his
home, poured gasoline over the
home and started a fire. All 16
partisans burnt to death. For his

and, not one Tatar young person
was shipped to Germany to work
as were other nationalities across
Europe.

The mass return of
Crimean Tatars to Crimea now is
a political opportunistic act by
Kuchma, this is an anti-Soviet
action by those who took over the
state by falsehood.

Politics as the science or art of
government has been of interest
to me for quite a long time al­
ready. Although I do not consider
myself a professional politician. I
often contemplate both the home
and foreign policy. Whenever I
start penetrating more deeply into
its essence, it becomes apparent
that it is pregnant with compli­
cated phenomena and any dis­
cussion of it is bound to reflect
more than one angle of vision.
The more deeply I penetrate into
the essence of both politics and
political activities the more ques­
tions arise. For instance, why do
many people consider that politics
lacks ethics? But is it factually
marked by it? Can moral politics
be persued? Could it be possible
and would it be a proper thing to
free politics from moral estima­
tion and lay it all aside, good and
evil? Why do many people treat
politics as a “dirty thing" and
amoral activity? And why a great
many people all loathe politics?
Maybe the reason of that is in the
realistic features of a particular
policy as well as in the features
of politics in general? Can politics
be a “clean thing” and will it ever
be such?

Perhaps it would not be a false
supposition to suggest that poli­
tics could acquire better image if
power did not provide its posses­
sors with high prestige and did
not attract to the state “sinecure”
those people who hunger for fame
and enrichment. Wouldn't good
image of politics be raised if, for
instance, expensive marble were
used for the finish of, say under­
ground subway stations designed
for public use as it was under
J.V.Stalin's socialist government,
but not for the finish of private
multistory- residences as it is

Politics is a sphere of activity
which deals with class and na­
tional relations as well as with the
relations with among the other
social groups. The core of politics
is the problem of winning state
power, holding and using it. But
for what purposes? - that is the
question which just springs up at
this point.

The contents of a policy is al­
ways finally determined by the
interests of a class or a union of
classes. Any public problem ac­
quires a political character if its
solution is directly or indirectly
connected with the class interests
and the problem of power.

Politics, unlike economy or
culture refers to such phenomena
of public life which have histori­
cally transient features. In view of
this, it cannot be excluded that a
tidal wave of popular indignation
will some day wipe off the face of
the earth all of the imperialist
fascist regimes. It cannot be ex­
cluded either that some day we
all shall witness the establish­
ment of public Communist self-
government. Maybe the estab­
lishment of social uniformity of
humanity will lead to the end of
politics as a specific form of hu­
man activity and then the global
harmony and peace will thus be
achieved.

Whatever idealistic the above
idea may seem, it leaves the door
open for further discussions.

But turning to the present-day
reality one cannot but admit that
the image of the current Georgian
home policy is unfortunately too
far from being ideal.

The following material will
serve to prove it.

Every indication of fas­
cism is revealed through the vio­
lation of human rights, through
the genocide of the Georgian
people, through public, political,
social and economic and moral
and psychological spheres.

A seemingly insignificant event
- a march of the participants of
the Congress of the Georgian
public organization "Soviets of
the Working People of Georgia" to
the place where a meeting was
going to be held after the Con­
gress had completed its work -
caused another anti-popular, anti-
patriotic and vicious anti­
Communist hysteria. A fierce anti­
Communist Chairman of the Par­
liament of Georgia, Mr. Zhvenia,
the Minister of the Ministry of
Justice Mr. Saakashvili and the
Chairman of the Parliamentary
Defense and Security Committee
Mr. Baramidze, like fascists, to­
gether with the pro-fascist like­
minded persons, demanded that
the United Communist Party of
Georgia be immediately banned.

The Central Committee of the
United Communist Party of Geor­
gia declares that it did not give
and will not give in the future any
cause for the powers to bar the
Party. The activities of the Com­
munists did not exceed and are
not going to exceed the limits of
the Constitution. The CC of the
UCPG points out that the Party
was duly registered and re­
registered in accordance with the
Organic Law which is currently in
force in Georgia.

Meanwhile the main mass media
is in the hands of the bourgeois
class.

Farmers are pining away for the
days of collective and state farms
where everyone enjoyed a good
life and there were no worries
about the future.

MANKIND ON
THE ROAD
TO THE FUTURE (ETHICAL NOTES)

In one of our NSC articles we
touched upon the importance of
the formation of human relations,
i.e.  communist norms between
people. The problem is, that since
time immemorial these relations
are getting more and more com­
plicated and unpredictable. Due
to this situation life changes. Man
has also become different. We
must understand that the world
today is under tremendous psy­
chological war between two sys­
tems. Bourgeois society has for
centuries formed a psyche in the
people of the law of the jungle,
unable to adopt quickly to the
New world. People that think are
not liked by the present regimes.
As was written in the newspaper
“Communist”, the builder of air­
planes in Kiev, Yuri Pavluchenko,
wrote that now there is a discus­
sion of changing the educated
into jungle animals - this ques­
tion in the “civilized world” was
already solved.

Psychological skirmishes al­
ways involve themselves into hot
wars. The gold and silver devil
tries through the might of fire to
tame obstinacy. In order to win
against the might of Wrong, it is
necessary to know the secrets
and insidious carriers and the
methods of these elements.

Let us look at some aspects of
this problem.
1. It is known, that man in his
time has developed and has built
the first society. But did he im­
mediately become a man in the
contemporary sense of our un­
derstanding, i.e. with the full
morals of human behavior? Un­
fortunately his life in the devel­

opment over centuries did noi
allow him to attain this goal. The
animal instincts of the jungle held
sway for many centuries amongst
the clans and societies. For those
who wanted to advance from the
law of the jungle there remained
an unsolvable problem - how to
exist and live! How to exist in
these extremes of life! What de­
mands would that make? Even if
he physicality killed the members
of his clan! Nature even at that
time gave man the knowledge and
feelings of survival together with
others. There developed the in­
telligent man . But for a long time
there still existed amongst man­
kind the law of the jungle. These
laws of the jungle exist even now
in our contemporary world of mo­
nopoly imperialism. Man to man is
- wolf! this is not forgotten prin­
cipal of private property civiliza­
tion.
2. In order to form the animal in
the human there is an armada of
contemporary methods of mass
information - press, radio, televi­
sion. “I, stated Mike Hammer, one
of the heroes of American writer
Spillain, appearing on the theater
screens at the end of 1950’s, -
“felt the death and found it quite
nice to such an extent, that he
cannot appreciate the results of
normal civilization... Death- is a
scary thing...people are afraid of
it. Kill them left and right, show
them, that we are not soft. Kill
them, kill them, kill them, kill
them!...” And Hammer went on
killing...Onlooker also is killing...
Killing and criminality has turned
into politics for Uncle Sam and
this dependence on his country.



...In 1949 Professor of Colombia
University, Theodore Roberts in
one of his books wrote: “We built
an atomic bomb and we started to
change an improve it. We started
and are continuing to develop
biological weapons'". From Janu­
ary 28, 1952, during the Korean
War, American war planes started
to systematically drop on Korea
and North Eastern China bombs
and missiles which were coated
with bacteriological germs, chol­
era, typhus and other sicknesses.
In just three years the USA war
planes and bombers dropped such
an amount of bombs, which in its
total tonnage are way over all the
bombs dropped on Germany dur­
ing World War II.
...During the war in Vietnam (Indo
China) Americans dropped one
and a half million tones poisonous
bombs, 7,000 ton chemical gas
bombs, which basically killed all
living foliage and livestock. The
loss of life in South Vietnam from
1965-1975 amounted to 1,8 mil­
lion people. Americans lost only
56,869 people. On Vietnam, Laos,
Cambodia the American war
planes dropped more than 7 mil­
lion ton’s of bombs - over 3.5
times more than the Western Alli­
ance dropped in all theaters of
war during World War II.
...Visiting in 1992 after the bar­
baric bombing of Iraq, the chair­
person of the Presidium of Con­
gress of Peoples Deputies of
USSR, Sazhi Umalatova wrote:
“This tragedy will go down in
history of the XX century, that 53
states united themselves against
one and bombed into devastation
Iraq. 53 States! But Iraq could
not be eliminated or forced on its
knees, because the truth was on
their side". In 1989 the attack
against Iraq was even more mas­
sive. There were dropped on Iraq
and its people over one million
bombs. As a result of this radio­
activity, future generations of
Iraqi people will be terminally ill
through genetics. Children are
being born with two heads, or
even without heads, with a heart
that has no valves, with two fin­
gers instead of five.
...In 1999 the world was shaken
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with all the bombs that were un­
leashed over Yugoslavia. There
were over 35,000 bombing raids
over Yugoslavia. There were
dropped 79,000 bombs and mis­
siles, over 35,000 missiles were
launched. There was caused a
great hurricane of gas and radio­
activity clouds. Over 2000 people
perished, among them 300 chil­
dren.

3. But capitalism, overlooking its
beastly inhuman attacks, has now
reached the ultimate of its devel­
opment in technical field, could
now easily turn to supplying its
citizens with everything needed
for a better life. But it does not.
Instead it is shaking in a terrible
tremor as imperialism, monopoliz­
ing all the means of production
for profit. It could supply all the
necessity for all of its citizens,
Instead it has reached this high­
est stage of capitalism - unbridled
imperialism and reaction.

The path towards eliminating
and securing the equality was
reached in the Soviet Union. But
not only this malady was decided
and overcome. The Soviet Union
showed the whole world that
these problems of rich and poor
could be solved for all of the hu­
manity, to give benefits to the
age-old pining of the people the
world, to give work, to abolish
unemployment and to give each
according to his or her needs. For
70 years our nation was equal 

amongst all the countries of the
world. Seventy Years! Not look­
ing at its position in the world,
mostly surrounded by imperialist
states the country of Soviets was
developing and gained equality
with the developing countries,
was on its way towards building a
communist society. No matter who
talks differently, the Land of the
Soviets reached a standard of
living that was one of the highest.

As an example, Soviet Ukraine
when reaching the 198O's-1990's,
judging by its electrical output,
coal production, steel, mineral
mining, tractors, cloth manufac­
turing, wheat, sugar, meat, milk
etc. was in the top position of
countries of all of Europe. Soviet
schooling and education, medi­
cine was in first place. But in
this psychological war between
imperialism it became a loser...

This system of
capitalism shall be replaced by
the peoples ownership of the
means of production. In future, all
the riches will be the development
and power of the working class.

This was the headline of an
extensive article published in the
“Krasnoyarsk Gazet". The present
Russian • regime is aware and
frightened by the popularity of the
leader Oleg Shenin, who is dedi­
cated and strives for a complete
change of the present regime and
the resurrection of the former
Soviet Union and Socialism. This
present regime utilizes the CPRF
in order to organize the disruption
and dismemberment of the united
communist parties and thus
through the CPRF to gain greater
influence.

With this in mind, not too long
ago there took place a great
provocation by these Zyugano- 
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vites against the UCP-CPSU ana
its leader Oleg Shenin.

The Zyuganovites, wrote this
newspaper: "very systematically
are fulfilling this disruptive proc­
ess in order to dislodge the union
between Russia and Byelorussia
and also to stop at all costs the
union of Byelorussian and Rus­
sian communists.

The campaign of lies, provoca­
tion's and innuendoes against
Oleg Shenin sees no bounds.

Zyuganov always praises him­
self as to how many “red Gover­
nors" and "mayors" there are in
the CPRF.

But, where are all these “red
Governors"? Where are all these
“red Mayors”? Where are all also
these “red Directors" of private
enterprises? Where is this “red
Patriotic Sash”. As always, the
CPRF gathers only those CPRF
candidates who have amassed
their ill-gained profits. This situa­
tion does not improve the plight
of the working class.

As the newspaper “Patriot”
wrote not too long ago - “a large
majority of workers are sick and
tired of these promises and lies.
They do not believe in anyone.
Instead of preaching changes and
revolutionary upsurge, the lead­
ership of the CPRF preaches
constantly - “social partnership"
Zyuganov does not even mention
the words “class struggle", or
even “proletariat”, or “exploitation
of man by man”.

The drastic change in the po­
litical direction made at the De­
cember 7, 2000 CPRF Congress
(Communist Party of Russian
Federation) on the surface is wel­
come news. But it has an underly­
ing meaning, even to the report of
John Bachtell, a fraternal dele­
gate from the US Communist
Party, printed in its ‘‘People’s
Weekly World", indicates that in
many ways it was a distinct de­
parture from policies followed by
the CPRF leadership in the past.
Understandably, much of the his­
torical founding and development
of the party, was not in the prov­
ince of John's report, but it does
have a vital bearing on what
brought the party to a critical im­
passe.

At its founding congress in Feb­
ruary of 1993, it claimed a mem­
bership of around 500,000 the
bulk of whom had been the rank
and file members of the old CPSU
(Communist Party of the Soviet
Union). A large section of it, in­
cluding its leadership had been
former party, state and other
functionaries. Because of that,
more than other newly formed
communist parties, there was a
certain justification for its claim
to being the heir to the CPSU,
and its futile attempts to appro­
priate the CPSU assets. The
adoption of the Leninist principles
of organization and functioning,
further helped to establish its
communist credentials, even
though its commitment to the re­
establishment of a socialist soci­
ety was rather vague.

What facilitated its founding,
more than anything, is that in the
existing political confusion and
organizational disarray, it pro­
vided a focus for those deter­
mined to reorganize and fight
Yeltsin’s capitalist reforms.

It was not until well into the
1 996 presidential elections that
Gennady Zyuganov, and we have
to include that section of the
party he represents, began to
seek an accommodation with the
Yeltsin forces, violating the con­
cepts upon which his supporting
coalition was based. Not only was
it a negation of that understand­
ing, but it was also an abandon­
ment of the very principles of the
CPRF was founded upon.

As if that wasn’t bad enough for
the CPRF record, its fraction in
the Duma, while constituting a
majority in that body, in most
cases it did not put up any
meaningful opposition to Yeltsin's
regressive measures. That really
isn’t so strange, considering that
practically with one exception,
they were bankers, heads of pri­
vate enterprises, administrators,
and even small businessmen. One
of them was known to own all the
gambling casinos in Moscow. In
general their behavior in the
Duma was typical of the middle
sector in exploitative society,
whose first concern is their own
individual interests and aspira­
tions, with little concern shown
for the well being of the broad
masses.

In his report, Bachtell of the
CPUSA presented a number of
reasons as to why, with no sig­
nificant change in the leadership
of the CPRF coming from that
background, the Congress came
up with program moving the party
in an entirely different direction.
Prominent amongst them, and
conditioned by the others, is a
new political atmosphere in the
country, resulting from the rec­
ognition that Putin is unalterably
committed to continue on with
Yeltsin’s privatization measures,
with their extension to collective 

farms, state forest lands, and
other socially owned property. But
above all, that new political cli­
mate has to be attributed mainly
to his submission, and even col­
lusion with, the dictates of IMF
and other international financial
agencies. The austerity and other
measures they insist on, are not
only detrimental to Russian na­
tional interests, the first concern
of Zyuganov leadership, but are
sure to aggravate the already in­
tolerable living conditions of vast
sections of the population that
could lead to unpredictable con­
sequences.

Whatever motives some ele­
ments of the CPRF leadership
may have, the new political direc­
tion projected at the Congress, is
geared towards stopping pristine
drive to further consolidate the
political and economic control of
the new Russian capitalist class.
This is not to say that there is a
very clear field ahead. Foremost
among the negatives Bachtell
lists, was a criticism of the lead­
ership for its preoccupation with
Duma affairs, to the neglect of
party building and direction for
parts of its political outlook. That
critical attitude has a long his­
tory.

According to Jim Sacouman
from the Canadian Communist
Party at this congress pointed out
that there was “a serious loss of
membership was confirmed by the
figures quoted at the congress
with a loss of over 50,000 mem­
bers in the last two years.”

Clearly the derailment of
Putin’s agenda was clearly the
key concern at the congress. It
gave special imputes to have the
party be more involved in the
trade unions. There might be
some misgivings in some quarters
about this commitment. Bur reso­

lutions passed by many parties
about trade union activities have
gone nowhere. The difference
now is that a special Commission
has been set up to get active in
working collectives and turning
them into fighting organizations.

This Coordinating Council might
be the answer and could replace
Putin’s regime and a “coalition
government”. The CPRF intends o
set up alternative union leader­
ship if some of the present union
leadership do not go forward in
their work.

The broad peoples front is
Zyuganovs proposal to establish a
“government of national confi­
dence”. There is a solidarity fight
against the proposed new Putin’s
Labor Code all over the Russian
Federation.

Putin’s attack on labor trade
unions and communists that are
active in them, may serve to dis­
mantle the barriers to communist
participation, helping to bring to­
gether the different working class
formations into a common front
against Putin’s anti worker offen­
sive..

For all of its positive features,
there are some serious shortcom­
ings which the congress did not
adequately address, such as lack
of women in leadership and party
posts in the CPRF. It was true in
Soviet times and is true now.

Zyuganov and CPRF leadership
were reluctant to dwell as to why
the USSR and CPSU collapsed.
These former leaders were also
leaders the CPSU, and were the
problem themselves. Expecting
them to change is like putting the
fox in charge of guarding the hen.

The idea presented by CPRF
leadership that a mixed economy
of capitalists and state ownership
will bring socialism is “Shades of
Utopianism”.

Why has the CPRF leadership
charted a new course now? This
course resembles closely the pro­
gram that was the center piece of
Oleg Shenin’s UCP-CPSU.

Adding to doubts about the
CPRF leadership even now, after
their Congress is their recent un­
principled takeover of the UCP-
CPSU, replacing or better word is
booting out Oleg Shenin out and

Zyuganov taking over this posi­
tion. It was nothing more than a
palace coup, as the CPRF mem­
bership was evidently not in­
volved, nor were other affiliates
of the UCP-CPSU.

The fact that Oleg Shenin is
calling for an Extraordinary Con­
gress of those political parties
and organizations that were the
backbone of the UCP-CPSU, in
order to organize a much higher
and on a larger organizational
and political level, will effectively
neutralize Gennady Zyuganov's
designs.

international .connections of the
bourgeoisie, but also in the force
of habit, in the strength of small
production, for, unfortunately,
small production is still very, very
widespread in the world, and this
small production engenders
capitalism and the bourgeoisie
continuously, daily, even hourly,
spontaneously, and on a mass
scale. For all these reasons the
dictatorship of the proletariat is
essential, and victory over the
bourgeoisie is impossible without
a long, stubborn, and desperate
war of life and death, a war de­
manding perseverance, discipline,
firmness, indomitableness, and
unity of will...

Under our Soviet power, our
proletarian party will be invaded
by a still larger number of bour­
geois intellectuals. They will
worm their way into the Soviets.
the courts, and the administra­
tion, for Communism cannot be
built up otherwise than with the
aid of the human material cre­
ated by capitalism, and the bour­
geois intellectuals cannot be ex­
pelled and destroyed, but must be
vanquished, remolded, assimi­
lated and re-educated, just as
one must - in a protracted strug­
gle waged on the basis of the
dictatorship of the proletariat -
re-educate the workers them­
selves, who do not abandon their
petty-bourgeois prejudices at one
stroke, but only in the course of a
long and difficult mass struggle
against mass petty-bourgeois in­
fluences.”

The present set-backs in former
Socialist countries amply validate
what Lenin said.

We can add that it would be
good if a refresher course was
given to many leaders of the
Communist parties both inside
former USSR and outside its bor­
ders also.

On the contrary,
despite the existence of a public
commitment before international
opinion to assure the safety zone
(zone free of combat) for the Na­
tional Convention called by the
ELN, Pastrana delays its fulfill­
ment and openly sabotages it.

Before, he sabotaged them with
his paramilitary forces, now, he
adds an offensive operation by
the legal army against the guer­
rilla detachments in the Sur de
Bolivar region, that was chosen
as the safety zone.

The infusion of war and budget
resources through the “Plan Co­
lombia" has now emboldened the
Armed Forces, although they
continue to suffer blows from the
insurgency, and their Commander
calls the offensive actions against
the ELN “an important step in the
creation of conditions for dia­
logue and the safety zone."

With sufficient reasons, the
Central Committee of the ELN on
several occasions has suspended
talks and postponed meetings, in
order to denounce the serious
acts of a double standard of the
government and imperialism, re­
garding which president Pastrana
and his promoted Peace Com­
missioner keep silent or try to
dent the gravity of the acts which
have led the comrades of the ELN
to assume this worthy and politi­
cally correct revolutionary posi­
tion.

The fascist trio - Uribe
Vetez-Castado of Colombian Self­
Defense, the name for the para­
militaries, Visbal Martelo, pro­
moted by all the mass media, and
the orders of the high command
of the Armed Forces to the AUC
to step up their terrorist attacks
against the people, have been
responded to with important ac­

tions against these paramilitary
gangs, where we must point out
the unity of action between the
EPL (People’s Liberation Army)
and the ELN (National Liberation
Army).

The establishment and its sup­
porters seek to reduce the pano­
rama of peace as a “humanitarian
exchange” of police and soldiers
for captured guerrillas, the end of
kidnappings and of taxes imposed
on the oligarchy and the imperial­
ists, to a cease fire or “decline in
hostilities” and to the renuncia­
tion of the popular struggle in
exchange for political harmony or
a social pact.

The fighting National Strike of
last March 22 and the subsequent
mass peoples protest actions
make clearer the preparedness
for struggle of the workers, the
residents of popular neighbor­
hoods, the young students and
indigenous people.

The trade union movement -
despite the positions of some pro­
Pastrana bureaucrats - had not
fallen into the trap of talking over
differences called for by the Min­
ister of Labour, the social demo­
crat Angelino Garzon, who tried
to portray himself as the guaran­
tor of the solution to the effects
of the IMF measures, but without
opposing them. This allowed him
to become minister with the con­
sent of Pastrana, the high clergy
and the whole oligarchy. Every­
thing indicates that the May Day
marches showed a new demon­
stration ot the advance of the
decision of Colombian workers
and popular masses to continue
solidifying their organizations, to
continue the daily struggle for
their interests and against Pas­
trana, the IMF and the Plan Co­
lombia, which are resuming the
offensive of the US, the northern
empire. ■

WE EK »ME ALMOST

The most dangerous sign of the
retreat of the Arab National Lib­
eration Movement began with the
peace agreement signed by Israel
and Egyptian president Anwar al-
Sadat, and it is the intellectual
poison that has spread through­
out the Arab world and the spirit
of desperation and frustration
that that peace agreement gen­
erated. Occasionally this intellec­
tual poison, this sense of defeat
is labeled "realism”, while at 

other times it simply speaks for
itself.

With the collapse of the social­
ist camp and the beginning of
what is called the New World Or­
der and the hegemony of Ameri­
can imperialism over the world,
there came the Oslo Agreement to
complete what was begun by
Sadat's peace accord. It ap­
peared that the stage of defeat
and surrender, and also of brain
washing had reached its culmina­

tion.
Sadat-type thinking spread eve­

rywhere and it seemed as if po­
litical shrewdness was the only
thing we could rely on to try and
bring back Arab national rights.
Radical defenders of these rights
were relegated to the back rows
and they were then treated as
“Adventurers’, “extremists” and
generally “unrealistic" people.

The atmosphere of Oslo-type
thinking permeated all of the Arab

The struggles of Palestinians shall go on until Israel gives up the conquered territories!
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lands. Its vocabulary and ten­
dency, became everywhere the
proper way to solve all the vari­
ous problems that stem from
Arab-Israeli struggle. It was ex­
tended to the fields of economics,
thought and politics. The gist of it
was That we face a new world
dominated by America and there
is nothing we can do but submit
to the laws of reality. Therefore,
the Palestinians needed to accept
the separate peace agreements
being pushed by the US and Is­
rael and treat them as if they
were really Palestinian victories.
The Syrians were expected to
abandon their complete sover­
eignty over the Golan Heights,
the Lebanese to give up the south
of their country (then occupied by
the Israelis), and in general the
economies of the Arab countries
needed to be integrated into im­
perialist globalism. Arab move­
ment for liberation and progress
were supposed to apologize to
reactionary, capitulationist Arabs
for all the struggles that they
waged in the past for the libera­
tion of Arab lands, for the exten­
sion of national sovereignty over
them, the construction of their
national independent states on
their soil, for the pursuit of eco­
nomic development and social
transformation in them, and for
the conclusion (formerly) of alli­
ances with the Soviet Union.

As it spread these ideas, the
defeatist school of thought de­
pended upon the mistaken un­
derstanding of political reality. It
viewed reality at the present mo­
ment or at the present stage as
something stagnant and perma­
nent. It failed to see dynamism,
movement, and development, nor
did it see the dialectical intercon­
nection with the various factors
and phenomena that go to make
up the present situation.

It quickly became apparent that
the Oslo Agreement had choked
on its own contradiction and that
what was taking place was not the
building of peace or a creation of
an equitable settlement: rather
the basis was being laid for a new '
war against the Arabs. Events on
the Syrian front (where war
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threatened because ot Israel’s
refusal to return the Golan
Heights it occupied in 1967) took
a course neither expected or de­
sired by the theorists of surrender
and defeatist “realism''. Syria
stood steadfast, even though at
times it appeared to be alone in
the battle. Syria’s position later
became the position of all the
Arabs. In fact many, including
some of the defeatists, have
sought to wipe off that form posi­
tion on to themselves and present
themselves as just like Syria. The
Lebanese Patriotic Resistance
flashed forth with the brilliance of
a gem and brought back the glo­
ries and the examples of the
Vietnamese resistance, seeking
out and finally expelling the Is­
raeli occupation forces like big
rats from its soil and recovering a
free Lebanon.

In the world at large, it seems
that the people are overcoming
the shocks that they suffered in
the late 80's and 90’s. Popular
movements of opposition to
American globalism have spread.
Various countries have begun to
rearrange their budgetary priori­
ties. New international alliances
and groupings of states have
emerged with the aim of prevent­
ing the creation of a unipolar
world. Many of the Communist,
Socialist, Labour and national
liberation parties have recovered
some of their former positions in
a short period of time, and many
are now transforming their struc­
tures on new bases, as they learn
the lessons of the past and pre­
pare to launch into the future,
healthier and stronger.

The glorious Palestinian Inti­
fada, whose flames are burning
brightly at this hour, is not a new
thing in political science. It is,
rather, a re-valuation of the idea
that events are not to be viewed
as static and frozen, but in their
movement and in their develop­
ment. Whoever reckons that the
Palestinian people will submit to
the occupation, and that they are
on the way to adjusting and ac­
climatizing themselves to the Zi­
onist occupation is absolutely
wrong. Whoever thinks that the

State of Israel is an entity that by
the use of force and indeed by
savage force alone can transform
itself into a synthetic, alien entity
into one that is natural to the re­
gion is completely mistaken. The
patriotic and political forces that
built their strategy and policies in
the presumption that the world of
the future can only be an Ameri­
can and imperialist world - such
forces have no sense of history,
of the dialectical laws of nature
and society.

Whoever would have thought, in
those dark depths of defeat and
desperation, that a million people
would demonstrate in cities of
Morocco and Yemen, that they
would set fires to American em­
bassies in Arab capita’s, that U-e
common people in-the Gulf coun­

tries would start to stir for the
first time, that students and other
people would rise in protest in
Cairo and Amman? Because of
the intensity of the despair, many
people had declared that they had
abandoned the idea of unity of
the Arab nation, of the identity of
its interests and struggles, that
they had given up the cause of
Arab nationalism and the struggle
for the legitimate aims until their
realization. Then came the Inti­
fada that has hoisted once again
belief in the realism of Arab unity
and the importance of Arab na­
tional unity and legitimacy.

We have no illusions. The re­
sults of the defeat on June 1967,
of Sadat’s separate peace, of the
war in the Gulf, and the disaster-
ous international changes con­
tinue to strike deep into Arab
reality, dividing it, splitting it
apart, and retarding its progress.
But who now dares after the Inti­
fada to abandon Jerusalem, the
right of Palestinians to return to
their homes and land, to have
their own state, and borders, and
more?

The Intifada is teaching us that
power has more than one form. It
takes the form of tremendous
armies armed to the teeth with
the latest types of weapons, even
nuclear ones. But the power of a
sound political position, the might
of those who say, “NO1”, the 



majesty of the united nation can
be stronger than those armies.
For does not the vast pan-Arab
rearguard that stands behind the
Palestinian with his stone equal
the power of Israel nuclear arms?

The Intifada also teaches us
that if you are preparing to wage
a struggle against the enemy on
the political front, negotiating for
the recovery of the minimum or a
moderate level of all your rights,
then go to the talks grasping the
levers of power at your disposal,
the hidden power that must of
necessity rise up and burst forth
from the depths of the nation.

The US veto against the draft
resolution which demanded that
observers be sent to Palestine for
protecting the Palestinian citizens
is a service rendered to the Israel
army to kill the Palestinian citi­
zens in cold blood, without con­
trol or blame.

The former leading symbol of
the “poor Soviet Jews", Natan
Sharansky, now an Israeli Deputy
Prime Minister, bemoans the inef­
fectuality of the so-called Mideast
Peace Process. He did this in a
May 14th article in the organ of
the ruling class, the Wall Street
Journal. He invoked the name of
his mentors, Andrei Sakharov and
Yuri Orlov, who along with sev­

eral other dissidents founded the
Helsinki Group in 1976 who were
so concerned with basic human
rights that they called on those
civil libertarians, Ronald Reagan
and the senator from Boing Scoop
Jackson to “reform" that evil em­
pire the USSR.

From the stacked decks of the
Madrid Agreement to Oslo One,
Camp David photo-ops and Oslo
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Two, Israel and its mentor US
imperialism saw to it that the Tel
Aviv regime would retain ultimate
military control over the West
Bank and Gaza, would allow the
clerical fascist settlers to in­
crease, would not allow the Pal­
estinians in the Diaspora to re­
turn to their land, and would have
complete control over water re­
sources and the movement of
non-Jews in and out of the Green
line, let alone allow a truly sov­
ereign Palestinian State to exist
alongside of Israel.

Sharansky and his allies opted
for the racist ideology of Zionism
and became the precursors for
the counter-revolutionary “new
thinking” which with the enormous
aid of Western, primarily US im­
perialism since 1917 led to the
demise of the Soviet Union and
People’s Democracies. It is
therefore not surprising that
these pimps for the bourgeoisie
would be silent concerning Is­
rael's many crimes and human
rights violations from the Sharron
directed murders in Sabra and

Shatilla, to rockets and tanks
killing Palestinian youth, to aerial
bombardment of civilian targets
near Ramasllah and other sites,
to the Israeli CIA Mossad training
of death squads in Latin America
and the overthrow of Allende for
that war criminal Kissinger, to the
aerial killer Baruch Goldstein at
the Mosque or the military or
economic ally Apartheid South
Africa.

The racism and pro-imperialist
stance of Sharansky clique is fu­
eled by violent anti-communism.

BOURGEOIS GOLD & TROTSKY
SERVICE TO IMPERIALIST
PROPAGANDA MACHINE

As far back as 1903, Trotsky
had mastered the propaganda
device of what Lenin called “ultra
revolutionary slogans which cost
him nothing".

Now on a world scale, Trotsky
proceeded to develop the propa­
ganda technique he had originally
employed against Lenin and the
Bolshevik Party. In innumerable
ultra-leftist and violently radical­
sounding articles, books, pam­
phlets and speeches, Trotsky be­
gan to attack the Soviet govern­
ment and call for its violent
overthrow - not because it was
revolutionary; but because it was,
as he (Trotsky) phrased it,
“counter-revolutionary" and also
“reactionary".

Overnight, many of the older
anti-Bolshevik crusaders aban­
doned their former pro-Czarist
and openly counter-revolutionary
propaganda line, and adopted the
new, streamlined Trotskyite de­
vice of always attacking the Rus­
sian revolution “from the left". In
the following years it became an
accepted thing for people such as
Lord Rothermere or a William
Randolph Hearst to accuse Jo­
seph Stalin of “betraying the
Revolution".

Trotsky’s first major propa­
ganda work to introduce this new
anti-Soviet line to the interna­
tional counter-revolution was his
very melodramatic, and absolutely
semi-fictional autobiography, “My

Life". First published as a series
of anti-Soviet articles by Trotsky
in European and American news­
papers, its aim as a book was to
vilify Stalin and the Soviet Union,
increase the prestige of the Trot­
skyite movement and bolster the
myth of Trotsky as the "world
revolutionary". Trotsky depicted
himself in “My Life" as the real
inspirer and organizer of the
Russian revolution, who had been
somewhat tricked out of his
rightful place as Russia's leader
by really “cruel, “mediocre", and
“Asiatic opponents".

Anti-Soviet agents and publi­
cists then immediately ballyhooed
Trotsky’s book into a sensational
world-wide best-seller which was
said to tell the “inside story" of
the Russian revolution.

Adolph Hitler read Trotsky’s
autobiography as soon as it was
published. Her Hitler's biogra­
pher, Konrad Heiden, tells in the
book “Der Fuerher" how the Nazi
leader surprised a circle of his
friends in 1 930 by bursting into
rapturous praise of Leonid Trot­
sky’s book. “Brilliant" cried Hitler,
waving Trotsky's “My Life” at his
followers. “I have learned a great
deal from it, and so can you!"

Trotsky's book soon became a
textbook for the anti-Soviet intel­
ligence services. It was accepted
as a basic guide for propaganda
against the Soviet state. The
Japanese secret service police
made it compulsory reading for
imprisoned Japanese and Chinese
Communists, in order to break
down their morale and to con­
vince them that Soviet Russia had
betrayed the Chinese Revolution
and the cause for which they were
fighting for. The German Gestapo
made similar use of the book.

“My Life" was only the opening
shot in Trotsky's prodigious anti-
Soviet propaganda campaign. It
was followed by “The Revolution
Betrayed", “Soviet Economy in
Danger", "The Failure of the Five
Year Plan", “Stalin and the Chi­
nese Revolution", “The Stalin
School of Falsification", and
countless other anti-Soviet books,
pamphlets, letters and articles,
many of which appeared first un­
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der the glaring headlines in reac­
tionary newspapers in Europe and
America. Trotsky’s large “Bureau"
supplied continues stream of
“revelations", “exposures" and
also "inside stories” about Rus­
sia for the anti-Soviet world
press.

TROTSKY’S LIES TOO MUCH
EVEN FOR IMPERIALIST PRESS

As time went on, Trotsky be­
came more and more embittered
and frustrated. The final debacle
of the Russian Fifth Column at
the Moscow Trials of the bloc of
the Rights and Trotskyites' said
Kahn and Sayers, "was a stunning
blow to Trotsky. A note of des­
peration and hysteria began to
dominate his writings. His propa­
ganda against the Soviet Union
grew increasingly reckless, con­
tradictory and extravagant. He
talked incessantly about his own
historical rightness. His attacks
against Joseph Stalin lost all
semblance of reason. He wrote
articles asserting that the Soviet
leader derived sadistic pleasure
from 'blowing smoke' in the faces
of infants. More and more, his
consuming personal hatred of
Stalin became the dominating
force in Trotsky's life. He set his
secretaries to work in a massive,
vituperative “Life of Stalin".

Financial difficulties led him to
a strange quarrel with Life maga­
zine. At the end of September
1939 one of Life's editors came to
Coyoacan (Trotsky’s Mexican for­
tress) and commissioned him to
write and article on Lenin’s death
(Trotsky had just finished the
chapter of his book “Stalin’’, sug­
gesting that Stalin had poisoned
Lenin), and this version was to
be published in Life. His first ar­
ticle appeared in the magazine on
October 2nd. Although it con­
tained relative inoffensive remi­
niscences, the article raised the
ire of pro-Stalin “liberals" who
flooded Life magazine with vitu­
perative protests. Life printed
some of these to the great an­
noyance of Trotsky, who main­
tained that these protests have
come from the GPU factory in

New York, and were defametory
of him. He nevertheless sent in
his second article, the one on
Lenin's death; but Life magazine
refused to publish it. Ironically,
the objections of the editors were
reasonable enough; they found
Trotsky’s surmise that Stalin had
poisoned Lenin unconvincing and
they demanded from him “less
conjecture and more unquestion­
able facts”. Trotsky threatened to
sue Life magazine for breach of
contract, and in a huff he submit­
ted the article to Saturday Even­
ing Post and Colliers magazines,
where he again met with refusals,
until US Liberty magazine finally
published it. It is sad to see how
much time in his last year the
irate and futile correspondence
took. In the end Life magazine
paid him the fee for the rejected
article."
(Deutscher ‘The Professional Outcast',
page 446)

Trotsky's biography of Stalin is
a collection of brooding gossip
slung together in a manner so
sensationalist, so scurrilous and
patently hysterical and devoid of
foundation, as not to be accept­
able - not only to the imperialist
press organs, but even to his
doting biographer, Isaac Deut­
scher who found it prudent to
concede:
“...in composing the portrait of
Stalin, he uses abundantly and
far too often the material infer­
ence, guesses and hearsay. He
picks up a piece of gossip or ru­
mor if it shows a trait of cruelty or
suggests treachery in the young
Djugashvili (Stalin). He gives cre­
dence to Stalin’s schoolmates and
later enemies who, in reminis­
cences about their childhood,
written in exile thirty or more
years after the events, say that
the boy Saso had only a sarcastic
sneer for the joys and sorrows of
his fellows... or also that from his
youth the carrying out of vengeful
plots become for Stalin a goal

that dominated all his efforts. He
cites Stalin' adversaries who de­
pict the younger and the mature
man as almost an agent provo­
cateur...there is no need to go
into many examples of this ap­
proach. The most striking is, of
course, Trotsky's suggestion that
Stalin had poisoned Lenin."
(Deutscher, ibid, page 453!

Deutscher is unable to recon­
cile himself to Trotsky’s carica­
ture of Stalin. So much had the
allegedly brilliant Trotsky degen­
erated by 1939 that his admirers
and idolaters felt uncomfortable
and embarrassed by his literary
activity. Deutscher finds Trotsky’
depiction of Joseph Stalin ex­
tremely “unplausible" because:
"...The monster does not form,
grow and emerge. He is almost
fully fledged from the outset. Any
much better qualities and emo­
tions...without which no young
man would ever join a persecuted
revolutionary party, are almost
totally absent. Stalin's rise within
the party is not due to merit or
achievement; and so his career
becomes very nearly inexplicable.
His election to Lenin's Politburo,
his presence in the Bolshevik in­
ner cabinet, and his appointment
to the post of General Secretary
appear quite fortuitous."
(Ibid, page 455)

From 1929 to August 20, 1940,
the day Trotsky died, he rendered
an anti-Communist lackey-service
of inestimable proportions to the
imperialist propaganda machine,
and while departing from this
world, he fittingly entrusted his
archives to the imperialist bour­
geoisie. Whereas Marx had given
everything to Engels, the latter
passed on everything on to the
German Social Democratic Party
(was revolutionary at that time).
Likewise, Lenin and Stalin be­
queathed everything to the Bol­
shevik Party. Trotsky sold his ar­
chives to Harvard University for
515,000 dollars, where they con­
tinue to be used as “research"
material in the ceaseless anti­
Communist propaganda of inter­
national imperialism.

And during this period, Trot­
sky’s anti-Communist literary ac­

tivity was supplemented by prac­
tical activity, meticulously coordi­
nated through intimate ties be­
tween Trotsky's so-called Fourth
International and the Axis Fifth
Column network. Let the writers
Kahn and Sayers take up the
story:

“From the fortified Coyoacan
villa in Mexico, Trotsky directed
his world wide anti-Soviet organi­
zation, the Fourth International...

Throughout Europe, Asia and
North and South America,intimacy
existed between the Fourth Inter­
national and the Axis Fifth column
networks, such as in:

CZECHOSLOVAKIA: Trotskyites
were working in collaboration with
the Nazi agent Konrad Henlein
and his Sudatan Deutsche Partei
(German Sudatan Party). Sergei
Bessonov, the Trotskyite courier
who had been a counselor at the
Soviet Embassy in Berlin, testi­
fied when he was on trial in 1938
that in the summer of 1935 he
had established connections in
Prague with Konrad Henlein. Bes­
sonov stated that he personally
had acted as an intermediary
between Henlein’s group and
Leon Trotsky.
FRANCE: Jacques Doriot, Nazi
agent and founder of the fascist
Popular Party, was a renegade
Communist and Trotskyite. Doriot
worked closely, as did other Nazi
agents and French Fascists, with
the French section of the Trot­
skyite Fourth International.
SPAIN: Trotskyites permeated the
ranks of the POUM, the Fifth Col­
umn organization which was aid­
ing Franco's Fascist uprising, The
head of the POUM was Andreas
Nin, Trotsky's old friend and ally.
CHINA: Trotskyites were operat­
ing under the direct supervision
of the Japanese Intelligence.
Their, work was highly regarded
by the leading Japanese Intelli­
gence officers. The chief of the
Japanese espionage service in
Peiping stated in 1937: “We
should support the group of Trot­
skyites and promote their suc­
cess, so that their activities in
various parts of China may
benefit and be an advantage to 

the Empire, for these Chinese are
destructive to the unity of the
country. They work with remark­
able finesse and skill”.
JAPAN: Trotskyites were called
the “brain trust of service". They
instructed all of the Japanese se­
cret agents at special schools of
how to penetrate the Communist
Party in the Soviet Union and of
combating anti-Fascist activities
in China and Japan.
SWEDEN: Nils Hyg, one of the
leading Trotskyites, had received
a financial subsidy from the pro­
Nazi financier and swindler Ivan
Kreuger. The facts of Kruegers
funding of the Trotskyite move­
ment were made public only after
Krueger’s suicide, when the
auditors found among his papers
receipts from all sorts of political
adventurers, including from Ad­
olph Hitler.

Throughout the world, the Trot­
skyites had become the instru­
ments by which the Axis intelli­
gence services sought to pene­
trate the liberal, radical and la­
bour movements for their own
ends.” (The Great Conspiracy pp.
332-332)

The same authors (Kahn and
Sayers) emphasize that even af­
ter Trotsky’ death, the Fourth In­
ternational continued its fifth col­
umn activities. After giving ex­
amples from Britain and America,
they added:
“...the American correspondent,
Paul Ghali of the Chicago Daily
News, reported from Switzerland
September 28, 1944 that Hein­
rich Himmler, chief of the German
Gestapo, was making use of the
European Trotskyites as part of a
planned Nazi underground for
post-war sabotage and intrigue.
Ghali reported that fascist youth
organizations were being trained
in Troitskyite “Marxism”, supplied
with false papers and arms and
left behind Allied lines with orders
to infiltrate the Communist ■ Par­
ties in the liberated areas. In
France, Ghali revealed, members
of Joseph Darnand's fascist Mili­
tia were being armed by the Nazis
for terrorism and post-war Fifth

Column activities. “This scum of
French population", Ghali report
added, “is being now trained for
Bolshevik activity in the tradition
of Trotsky's International under
the personal orders of Heinrich
Himmler. Their work is to sabo­
tage allied communication lines
and assassinate French Gaullist
politicians. They are being in-.
structed to tell their fellow coun­
trymen that the present-day So­
viet Union represents only a
bourgeois deformation of Lenin's
original principles and that it is
high time to return to sound Bol­
shevik ideology. This formation of
groups of red terrorists is
Himmler's most recent policy,
aimed at creating a Fourth Inter­
national. amply contaminated by
Nazi germs ".

TROTSKYISM AS FORE-RUNNER
OF McCarthyism

in 1939, Trotsky was in touch
with the Congressional Committee
headed by Representative Martin
Dies of Texas. Set up to investi­
gate un-American activities, the
Committee had become a forum
for anti-Soviet propaganda. Trot­
sky was invited to testify as an
“expert witness" on the menace of
Moscow. The New York Times on
December 8, 1939 quoted Trotsky
as saying that he considered it
his political duty to testify before
the Dies Committee.

Arrangements were discussed
for Trotsky's travel to the USA.
The plan, however fell through.
Less than eight months later,
Trotsky was murdered by one of
his own followers, Jacson, in the
heavily fortified villa at Coyoacan
in Mexico. ■

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One of the most important of
these lies, spread for decades by
all the Trotskyites, as well as by
social-democrats and other bour­
geois apologists, is that Stalin
sold out the French (as well as
Italian) partisans by telling them
to disarm. First, one should note
the irony of the position of such
people, for if the French or the
Italian Communist Parties had
been able to take power, these
people would have been the first
to denounce this as an extension
of "Stalinist totalitarianism”. But if
we examine the text of the article,
we see that what Stalin clearly
advised was that all of the armed
partisan detachments should be
transformed into a political or­
ganization, "but the arms should
be hidden”... (a oruzhije mozhno
spryatat) Clearly, hiding ones
arms is not at all the same as
disarming!

While criticizing the
openly pro-imperialist “scholars"
who attack the Soviet Union and
Stalin from the right, the Monthly
Review article proceeds to at­
tack Stalin from the “left”. It even
quotes from this talk, citing the
Russian version published in
“Istochnik", saying that “Stalin's
main concern was to persuade
reluctant French communist to
dissolve their armed partisan mi­
litias and submit themselves to
the authority of (a phrase never
used by Stalin-George Gruenthal)
“a government recognized by the
Allied powers." Of Stalin’s ad­

monition to the French Communist
Party that the militants should
hide all of their arms, there is, of
course no mention.

Furthermore, the “Monthly Re­
view" article states that “Stalin
tacked on the suggestion that the
French Communists stop flying
their red flags in their parades
and refrain from the use of the
term “communist” in their pro­
grammatic literature." Readers of
the actual text printed in the
“Revolutionary Democracy” will
see that although Stalin makes a
general comment to the fact that
“our flags frighten certain people
a lot”, the only mention of not
using the term “communist" is in
reference to creating a broad
youth organization, not to pro­
grammatic literature.

Of course, our phony “lefts" say
that the French CP should have
immediately tried to take power.
They would have liked the Com­
munist Party to fall into the trap
that Stalin warned about, of trying
to carry out what would have
been in essence a “putsch".

The armed seizure of power
(and not the “peaceful transition
to socialism' that all the revision­
ists preach) is not something that
can be accomplished without
carefully taking account of the
specific conditions of the country
at any given time. In particular,
what was the situation in France
at the time of the discussion, in
November 1944? Most of France
had been liberated from Nazi oc­
cupation, with the exception of
some of the Western ports and
some small areas on the west
bank of the Rhine River. But the
main armed forces in France, be­
sides de Gaulle's five divisions
mentioned in the talk, were the

US and British troops that had
taken part in the long-delayed
Second Front that was opened
only some 5 months earlier. The
partisans, although they had he­
roically carried out the main re­
sistance against the Nazis and
the collaborationist Vichy Gov­
ernment (and due to which many
thousands had died fighting or
were summarily executed), were
relatively weak militarily, having
only rifles and no heavy weapons.
Moreover, and most importantly,,
the French people, under the
leadership of the French Com­
munist Party but in a correct alli­
ance with the anti-German sector
of the French bourgeoisie led by
de Gaulle and with the US and
British bourgeoisie, as well as
with the Soviet Union, were just
winning victory in an anti-fascist
war. It would have been impossi­
ble practically and politically to
try to turn the situation into an
immediate socialist revolution.
That is why Stalin correctly em­
phasized the needs of the French
CP to consolidate a bloc against
reaction in order to prevent their
isolation. At the same time, Stalin
twice pointed out in the talk that
such a bloc would also be useful
in a future offensive.

Finally one should note Stalin’s
clear portrayal here of the war
aims of the US and British impe­
rialists. Thorez points out that the
French bourgeoisie was sabotag­
ing the restarting of industrial
production in France. Stalin adds
his correct observation that all of
this is because the US and British
monopolists want everyone to buy
their goods, and that that is also
the reason why they were bomb­
ing German industry. B

UNITY AGAINST

AGGRESSION
Some 300 delegates from vari­

ous Slav nations attended the
Pan Slavic Congress held in Mos­
cow from April 2-4 of this year.
Sergei Kostjan, member of Par­
liament of Byelorussian Republic
read greetings from President
Alexander Lukashenko to the
congress. Greetings were also
received from the chairman of the
Communist Party of Russian Fed­
eration, Gennady Zyuganov as
well as many others.

The theme of this congress was
unity of the Slav nations now be­
ing confronted by US imperialism
in its efforts to divide them and
territorially splinter and subjugate
them. The Congress condemned
the further expansion of NATO
and its aggression against Yugo­
slavia. It also supported a reso­
lution condemning the incarcera­
tion of the former President of
Yugoslavia, Slobodan Milosevic.

On the eve of this Third Mil­
lennium, the unity of all Slav na­
tions, their dedication to the ideal
of Slav mutuality and Slavism is
crucial to their survival in the
face of American Globalization,
bent on usurping ruthlessly the
right to establish a world govern­
ment.

The Congress delegates par­
ticipated in some 21 work shops
dealing with actual problems
which are now confronting our
contemporary world. In the work­
shops dealing with achievements
in outer space under the name of
“Slaviakosmos" or glories of the
cosmos, the workshopjp adopted
a resolution dealing with the
founding of a movement called
“Za Novy Mir", which loosely
translated means (For a New
Mir). The goal of this movement
would be to bring to fruition the
establishment of a new orbiting
space station which would be
called “MIR 2”, The workshops
also dealt with questions of inter­
national law, as this might be
pertaining to the naked aggres­
sion committed against Yugosla­
via and the criminal bombing of
civilian targets, including civilian
population. An exchange of views
between various Slav journalists
and authors etc. was also facili­
tated by the Congress.

With regards to the contents of
the resolutions adopted by the
various workshops, the resolu­
tions committee will finalize these
documents of the Congress.

The Plan Slavic Congress
agreed to reconvene in year 2003
in the capital city of Byelorussia
Minsk. Since the previous histori­
cally significant Pan Slavic Con­
gress held in Prague in 1998, the
Panslavic movement has pro­
gressed and strengthened itself
satisfactorily in spite of the diffi­
cult situations it found itself in. □
